New Business:

1. Chapter 165 (Zoning Ordinance) Review
a. Allow pavers for required parking areas.
b. Directional signage to be exempt from permitting.
c. Revisit allowable square footage of signage in VC District. Research what other towns allow.
d. Allow nurseries and greenhouses as a permissible use within the OS District.
e. Sections 165-01 to 165-37 were reviewed.

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. Anti-Fracking Resolution
a. Town Council voted to not adopt a Resolution to prohibit fracking in Myersville by a vote of 3-2.

2. Utility Line Rehab
a. The Town is considering a utility line rehab project, where a water line is exposed in Grindstone Run.
b. The Town will repair the stream bank to bury the line and prevent future erosion and exposure of the utility line.

3. Christmas Tree
a. The Town will have a third-party vendor set up and decorate a 14-foot artificial tree in memorial Park before the Christmas In Myersville event on December 3rd.

4. Mountain Valley Baseball League
a. The Town is re-visiting the user agreement process to stream line the process for organized leagues and ensure that all assets are insured and maintained properly.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Meadowridge Knoll
a. Developer has agreed to pay for the connection of 2812B Monument Road to water and sewer services and add the plans to the Improvement Plans.
b. The developer will post a surety for this phase specifically.

2. DTI
a. Final 2-year forest conservation inspection was conducted for the site.
b. The forest conservation areas will need to be posted in permanent signage before final approval is granted.

3. Tree-Land
a. The property has been subdivided.
b. The Town can move forward with acquisition of the property using Program Open Space (POS) funds.

4. Willard Property
a. The Town and Willards are awaiting a response from Albans for the connection of water and sewer to the existing site on Myersville Road.
b. Albans had originally expressed an interest in connection to Town services at the existing facility. 
c. The owner of the Crown gas station has expressed an interest in connecting to water service as quickly as possible, unilaterally if necessary.

5. Saber Ridge
a. The Developer is completing repairs to public infrastructure in anticipation of Town acceptance.
b. Home Owners Association (HOA) has expressed interest in assuming control of the park land dedicated to the Town.

6. National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase II Permit 
a. Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) has received Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) comments.
b. The permit will likely be finalized in December of 2016.
c. The Town would have 180 days to submit a notice of intent (NOI) to MDE initiating participation with the Phase II permit.
