April 8, 2014
Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Etheridge, and Mark Flynn, along with Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  Councilmembers Brett Bidle and Gary DeMoss were absent as well as Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr.

Wendy Peters who is running for the House of Delegate was present at the meeting.  She was introduced and spoke about her upcoming election.
Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle’s was absent. Council was to look over the report and if they had any questions they are to contact Ray.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy, Jim Harris gave the Deputy Report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water and Sewer Report.  A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· We had an overage of water as reported was due to a leak at the restaurant valve.  This will be secured when the vales are installed.
· Still waiting for a response about the POS proper from Ms. Young. Mr. Harshman still has 30 days to respond.
· Main Street – located terra cotta storm drain that had been abandoned for some time.  This was found while putting in the hydrant.
· Has addressed traffic issues and signs has been ordered.  Traffic issues at the school will be addressed.

Committee Reports:

Budget and CIP Committee:
They are in the process of setting up a meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Main Street and Walnut Street – LOC – Kristin Aleshire has contacted five (5) lending banks.  Tow (2) has declined.  We are looking at going for 1.9 to 1.75 million line of credit to cover the differences.  We are currently waiting to see back from the bank that we have our accounts set up with.
Myersville Draft FY15 Budget – Kristin Aleshire gave an overview of the FY15 budget.  Public Hearing will be held at the May meeting.  Ordinance will be introduced and will be accepted at the June meeting.  There were some minor changes to the tax.  We received more from the state.  Constant yield tax, property tax revenue were all budgeted conservatively. Highway users’ funds have been secured.  No changes in municipal fee’s development activity.  We have $152,000. in bank acquisition and $60,000 in CPP grants.
Sewer Trunk line Easements – We are awaiting upon approval from Mr. Carter’s easement and for The Shank Farm easement next month. John Clapp, town at this time.
Mark Etheridge made at motion to sign the trunk line easement with Mr. Carter and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion Carried 3-0.
Myersville Pole Tax - We have the ordinance and the go ahead from the Mayor and Council.  We need to introduce the ordinance.  The one that we did in 2004 had a good deal of language therefore this one will be cleaned up.
Parks and Recreations Committee Report:
· Egg hunt went well.
· Garden Committee will be doing their spring cleanup on April 27th.
· Kids to Parks Day will be May 17, 2014.
· WMAA – Rich McQuarry reported that the field is very wet right now.  WMAA has been staying off of the field until dries.  Council discussed the rental of the field to others.  They all have to have a signed agreement at the Town Hall before they can play on the field. They also talked about signage and stated that it needs to be in place.
· Middletown Skateboard Park, Pam Dietrick reported that a committee is forming.  Pam requested a letter of support from the Myersville Town Council and expressed appreciation of the Parks and Recreation Committee support.
Myersville Planning and Zoning Fee Policy – Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner updated staff on the fee policy.  It will be reworded with clearer language. This will be done by Resolution.
A motion was made by Mark Flynn to approve the Policy Fee as present for in 2014-01, second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0
Zoning Report:
Brandon stated that at the next Planning Commission meeting they will be doing a flood plan management ordinance.
Surveyor will be surveying Town property that is out of town for bringing it into town.  We will move forward with annexation at the Baptist Church, Harp Place, Deerwoods and Route 17 then straight onto the park.
Dominion Utility Easement – Brandon Boldyga stated that they are moving faster than permits can be done.
Kristin Aleshire announced that the State Highway Retrofit project is going quicker than expected.  Sunoco is good to go.  Spoke with Mr. Waters’ attorney and told him that the Town will take care of the sidewalk until Mr. Water’s sells his place.
FY15 POS program request by Mary 2nd, 2014.  We are going to ask for additional money for the soccer parking lot but decided that we will not go for it.  Decided to go for the Trolley Park project.
The minutes for the March meeting was approved as presented by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0.
Kristin met with our current water meter vendor to see what they have to offer than we can switch to.
