Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM

The Mayor and Council regular meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, William Bottoms, and Melissa Murphy. Mark Flynn arrived later on during the meeting.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
Motion was made to accept the July 8, 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried. 5-0
PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS:
Constitution Week Proclamation:  Mayor Creadick proclaimed September 17-23, 2014 as Constitution Week.  Frederick DAR Chairman Anna Peterson gave a background on what Constitution week consisted of.   It commemorates the signing of the U.S. Constitution that the U.S. Constitution has endured longer than any other constitution in the world and has been used by many other countries as a model for drafting their own constitution.  Frederick Chapter DAR sponsors Bells across America in Frederick County.  All citizens are encouraged to contact their local churches, school, city government and individuals and request them to ring their bells on September 17th at 4pm EST in all time zones.  That away they can be heard simultaneously from coast to coast. Those in attendances from the DAR Chapter were Karen Watkins, Faye Glover, Lorraine David, Ann Brown, and Chairman Anna Peterson.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.
A discussion was held on the walkway/crosswalk while during the sidewalk construction is going on since school will be opening soon.

MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart give the water/sewer Report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review

Town Manager Report:
Report given by Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire
· Reported that North American Pipe was putting a tap in the 12 inch line during phase 2 and it caused the pipe to rupture.  


· Received letter for reimbursement for the Overlook Pavilion
· At this time we have received 2 proposals on the water fountain at Doub’s Meadow Park. South Mountain Construction came in around $4,200 and J.C. Harris came in around $3,600.  Kristin is going to talk to them more to be sure on what we are getting.
· A walk through was held on the Main Street sidewalk project.  One water valve was not replaced properly.  They will be back to fix it. There were some other issues which they will come back and take care of.
· Environment Recycling Event.  Kristin asked everyone to read it.  He reviewed about how it could come into play at Doub’s Park and special events.

Planning and Zoning Report:

· Town Attorney, John Clapp has looked at the ordinances that Town resident Ted Cady provided the Mayor and Council with.  Mr. Clapp would like to know how much time and money does the Mayor and Council want to put into it.  Especially according to Maryland Law.
· Saberidge – Letter of credit has been adjusted.
· Quail Run – Spoke to Mitzi at Buckeye Development on ideas to cut cost for the bridge since this is the biggest cost factor at this time. Trails have been worked out in the improvement plans.  Brandon proposed that they may want to approach the road from the south by Burger King., but they would still have to cross the stream. 
· Sewer Trunk Line – Brandon has not been able to get the required signatures from Mrs Wolff or Mr. Carter at this time.
· Will be having a meeting with Mr. Rutledge. Will be getting in contact with Mr. Barrows as well since his property has drifted into town.


Park and Recreation Committee Report:
Report was given by Mark Flynn.
· Myersville Night Out was rained out and will be rescheduled.
· Park and Rec meets the last Thursday of each month.
· September 21, 2014 will be the bi-annual Volunteer Banquet.  It will be held at the Catoctin Fish and Game Club at 7PM.
· October 18, 2014 is the Harvest Festival.  There will be games and hayrides.  Activates will be held at the Doub’s Meadow Park.

Public Relations:
Report was given by Mayor Wayne Creadick.
· Myersville Facebook site has been taken down and an official Town of Myersville facebook page will be put up.
· Brandon Boldyga striped down the website and redid it.  He will be taking care of updating it.
· Breakfast will start up in September with the Lions Club the first Saturday of the month and the Fire Company the third Saturday of the month.

Unfinished Business:
Five Forks ERB Utility Easements – Approval is needed.
Motion made that we move forward with the Five Forks ERB Utility Easements by William Bottoms, second by Melissa Murphy.

An adjustment was made to the minutes so that the Mayor and Council could hear from RER.
Power purchase agreement documents were sent to John Clapp, Town Attorney and received with comments.  Personal Property Taxes were discussed and there isn’t a way to waive them.  Two (2) documents are ready for approval at this time.

Ed Merrick and Chris Dillinger from RER Group were present.  
Mr. Dillinger stated that they go out and build the system and bill down.  We have income coming in and going out. County has tax rate in and it was unknown at the time.  Mayor Creadick asked if no tax asset if we don’t use it.  Benefit we receive will be energy we get from the sun.  If we collect tax does it has any impression?  If we don’t collect we won’t net cost from it.  Kristin stated that Mr. Clapp direction was to process with partnership.  We have two (2) ordinances: (1) Site Lease (2) Waive personal property tax.  Mayor Creadick stated that both ordinances will need to be introduced sometime.  Kristin added that the structure ordinance can be held at an open meeting, but we still need to find out more from Clapp.  Everyone was in agreement to talk more about it at the workshop and wait until October for conclusion or a special meeting in September. 

Myersville Pole Tax:  Ordinance was read by Mayor Creadick.
Motion was made to approve ordinance as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

New Business:

Rutledge Annexation Plan and Myersville Baptist Church Annexation Plan:  Looking for consensus for Rutledge and Baptist Church.  Approval was given to Brandon by the Council to continue on with the plans.

Myersville Water Leak Relief Ordinance - Homeowners provide the Town with their plumbers bill for corrective action.  Town Staff goes back four (4) quarters and does an average and that is how you get your relief on the sewer side of the bill. A question has raised from resident that they do not have visibility to be able to read their meter and they would like to have it checked monthly/daily.  However we only have enough staff to check it quarterly, when we go out to get the readings for the quarterly billing. The ordinance that we have in place now is just for sewer relief.  The homeowner is required to pay full water amount with adjusted sewer amount and is required to pay within the time period that it is due.  They roughly four and half (4 ½) months to pay along with late fee.  Several examples were given for relief.  Mayor and Council showed interest in modifying and talking about this later on.

MEMA Sewer Trunk Line Relocation Funding Authorization: Completion deadline is November 20, 2014.  Brandon and J. R. Hawkins are to go and get the bidding process to move forward.  We are committed to our contract before the original cost was $170,000 with 30-60 days option for accomplish getting the easements.

Public Comment:
Mayor Creadick introduced Town Resident, Ann Brown.  She told us about her experience as a Councilwoman and that she was glad to see another woman on the council.

Susan Reeder Jesse a previous Myersville resident gave a background on herself.  She is currently running for the candidate at large for County Council.  

Mark Long also gave a background on himself.  He is currently running for District Council 5.

Jon Pocius, a Deerwoods resident had numerous questions on Town’s finances.  He asked the Council their opinion on the finances status regarding Trolley Park and Fire Company.  He gave an example on why couldn’t they swop funds which could be a solution on debt.  He asked further questions about financing between the town and fire company.   At the end of his questioning Mayor and Council told him that all financials are on record where you can find it.

Ted Cady, Meadowridge resident wanted to know about the regards of the proposals that he had presented to the Mayor and Council. They told him that Town Attorney, John Clapp has them and he has been reviewing them.  He talked about violations that DTI should be held responsible for.  He read on what he has found and researched about violations and other items pertaining to DTI.

Next workshop will be held on September 3, 2014
Town Hall will be closed on September 1, 2014.

A motion to adjourn meeting was made by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Hinkle.  All in favor.
