Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S.  Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, and Mark Flynn, along with Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.

The January minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3 to 0.  

Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
In Ray Hinkle’s absence the treasurer’s report were given out and everyone was to look them over and if they had any questions to contact Ray.   A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy, Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Planning and Zoning Report was giving by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· Dealing with DTI since January and have finally come up with an address for them.  Collected planning review fee from DTI.  Have access of water meter which must be visible to the Town.
· Quail Run – Talking to engineer about Water Treatment Plant.  Will be expecting plans in them in the near future.
· Saber Ridge – Plat 5 has been forwarded to the Planning Commission for review with comments.  Plats for 6-9 were dropped off and they will be getting to them as soon as they can.
· Walnut Street final plans have been reviewed.  SCD has signed the 2 mylars.
· The two pre-bids meetings have been held.  At this time 2 addendums has been released.
· Sewer trunk line – Kristin and Brandon met with Buckeye Development and everyone has a clearer understanding and will be moving forward on this project.
· DNR will be doing some planting in Doub’s Park.  Trees will be planted in the swampy wet area.  This will be fully funded.  This work will be done in the spring about 1200 trees that will cover over 2.2 acres in the wet lands.

Motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we approved tree planting by DNR which we received the information on this evening.  Second by Mark Flynn.

· Junkyard in resident yard has been satisfied.
· NFIP paid a visit to Myersville.  Continuing to work with Mr. Copeland to update the Floodplain Management Ordinance.
· 301B Main Street – Old Town Diner.  A zoning certificate was issued for a vestibule that was doubled in size.  Worked out a deal with Mr. Thacker for reduced price.  He will keep in contact with Town with future improvements.

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Reported on delinquent water/sewer accounts.  We currently have 10 that are over $1,000.00.  One option we can do is change the policy to allow staff to put them on tax sale in January for those accounts that are over $1,000.00 or more.
· Moving forward with Bowen and Six Associates with Young property.  Will bring back once the estimate is received.
· Communicating with owner on Grindstone double land and has done improvement on property.  The land borders Quail Run and Grindstone across the creek.  Land is split by the creek.
· Copier lease is up.  It will cost $400.00 to send back and $1,800.00 to keep.  Decision was to send it back.
· Received 3 quotes on hydrant markers.
· Will be hiring an intern to work out in the field.  They will be working during spring/summer break for markings of valves. Background check will be done.
· SHA sidewalk – reached out to Mr. Waters- will be doing a follow up.
· Over $5,000.00 on computers—looking for approval.  Four computers will need updates and software.  Will follow up on server.

Motion was made that we approve computer purchase of $5,712.00 by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.

· DNR Stream Restoration – will come back and made corrective action.  There will be a 2-4 year monitoring period.
· MDE Resource on wells – We have nothing yet on this.
· Comcast – Gave them a call but they have not responded back to us.

Kristin Aleshire will be sending out information on the upcoming budget.

Public Facilities Committee:
Kristin stated that he talked to Jim Myers and Joe Manigiafico.   This group will soon be starting up.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street and Walnut Street Bid Award – Five (5) bids were received.  They were all somewhat over to well over the estimated budget.  The companies were Kinsley Construction Inc., C. William Hetzer, Inc., L. W. Wolfe Enterprises, C.J. Miller and Huntzberry Brothers, Inc.  Kristin talked to John Clapp and it was suggested to have them all be resubmitted with their best and final offer.  Therefore a letter will go out to have the bids rejected and ask them for a final offer making sure that a, b, c, etc is included.   Discussion was held on the process and procedures.

A motion was made to reject all bids and have them submit, readmit all offers by Tuesday, February 18, 2014 by 8AM by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 3-0.

Doubs Solar Project – Kristin Aleshire went over the Solar Farm Site prep chart and cost estimates.  Discussion was held.

A motion was made to enter the agreement of letter of intent with RER by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0.

Myersville Noise Ordinance – Chapter 97 (5) – Discussion was held.  It was decided to go with what Hagerstown has in place with some tailoring to fit our area.  Kristin is researching the ordinance and will get back with Mayor and Council on what he comes up with.

Public Comments:
Dave Dunn was present as the meeting and talked about the Senior Tax Credit for Homeowners.  He discussed on having a workshop and would like to hold one here at the Town Hall.

Correspondence:
MDE Saber Ridge Well Appropriation Adjacent Property Inquiry – It was shared that MDE response is in favor of the Town.
MDE NPDES Permit Renewal Myersville WWTP - Kristin Aleshire went over the renewal process.  This has been posted.

SHA FY14&15 HUR Appropriations – This includes 15% from HUR, government supplemental is 25%.
