Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S.  Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Brett Bidle and Gary DeMoss along with Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.

The November minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5 to 0.  There was no December meeting due to the inclement weather.

Auditor’s Cathy Vaughn and Barbara Taylor from Cathy Vaughn, LLC was present to give annual audit report.  Mrs. Vaughn reviewed the audit with the Mayor and Council.  She was asked what grade she would give the audit and she replied a B+.  She added that the Town is in good shape.

Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer’s report was given by Town Treasurer, Ray Hinkle.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy, Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent, therefore Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire went over the monthly report.  A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.
· Talked about the recent water leaks in town over the past few weeks.
· Talked about the water line break at Canada Hill subdivision as well as Canada Hill Road.
· All repairs have been done to all the breaks.

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Working on Committee Roster.  Trying to get 5-7 people per committee but having some issues to get that amount.  Roster was reviewed and updated.  Mayor and Council sated to move forward with what you have.

Budget and CIP Committee:

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan – First pre-bid meeting was held on January 10, 2014 with 6 contractors in attendance.  Frederick County Public Schools will be attending the next schedule meeting.  Kristin will be meeting with the church and their cemetery board. He will also be meeting with Grossnickle Insurance Company as well.  Process will be to receive bids by February 4, 2014 and award them at the February Mayor and Council meeting.  The actual construction would start sometime in March.

SHA Sidewalk Retrofit Program – Continental General Contractor will be doing the sidewalk.  We will have to coordinate with the State Highway during the construction.  Twenty (20) properties out of 14 have been secured.


New Business:

Sewer Trunk Line Replacement – A relocation set up meeting has been schedule with Quail Run for property easement.  FEMA has emailed us and asked for update.  We have sent one back in December to them, but Kristin will be resending that out to them again.

Maryland Open Meetings Act Policy – Allows model regulations for open meetings.  Refers to public attendance, recording, and photographing.  Council instructed Kristin to go forward with this project.

Other Business:

Justin Clipp and Diane Zepp from Myersville Junior Baseball were present at the meeting.  They wanted to go over the Municipal Users Agreement with Doub’s Park and Harp Place Park.
They asked for a waiver for the fees and were granted the permission to do so.  They expressed that the trash will be brought up to the town hall to be disposed of.  The receptacles at the park will be the town responsibility.  They presented the Mayor and Council some quotes for safety netting.  It was decided at a recent workshop that they Mayor and Council would pay $2,500.00 towards this project.  Diane was to look into any warranties that they have to offer and email the information to Kristin.  Baseball will take care of the maintenance or whatever needs to be done as far as wear and tear of the nets.  Kristin will do a MOU for baseball to sign off on.  A motion was made that we fund baseball the $3,280.00 that is need to move forward with the acceptation of Kristin doing the research and everyone be signed off on the project.

Harp Place - MJBL would like to put up a temporary T-Ball field which would be removed after the season is over.  They have practice once a week and games are on the weekend.  This would not be the primary field it would just be used as a backup.  Gary Demoss stated that he was worried about the parking issues.  The concern was maybe that they not do it for this year, 



but look at it for next year.  A suggestion was made to have Park and Recreation help them iron out the details on doing this project.

Tri County baseball will be changing to WFC – Western Frederick County.  Opening day of baseball will be April 26, 2014.  Parade will begin at 9:30AM.

They are hoping to resolve the electric issue that they had last season. 

A motion was made by Brett Bidle that they renew with determining on which outlet(s) to use for the electric issue and waive the $30.00 fee.  Motion was second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Correspondence:

A letter was received in reference of a fire that was on Harp Place. Fire Company was unable to locate the fire hydrant(s) due to the snow coverage.  The new paint on the hydrants wouldn’t allow them to be able to break the seal on the hydrant that they found to use.  Kristin stated that they are exercising the steamer caps-valve each time the down does their flushing of the hydrants, which is 2-3 times a year.  However this is only done on the 6 inch water line.  Some type of snow locator/marker will take care of the problem of finding the hydrant(s).  Kristin will be taking care of finding some type of marker/locator/identifier for the hydrants.

Motion was made by Mark Flynn to adjourn the meeting with a second by Mark Etheridge.
