Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Mayor and Council regular meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, William Bottoms, Melissa Murphy. Mark Flynn arrived later on during the meeting.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
Motion was made to accept the June 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Mark Hinkle to approve the Board of Appeals Commission member’s appointment and was seconded by Mark Etheridge. Motion carried 4-0
Mayor Creadick then sworn in the new members for their appointment on the Board of Appeals Commission.  Those new members are Laura Sweeny, Donna Squires and Kevin Self as the alternate member. 
Staff Reports:
Treasurer’s Report was not presented due to Ray Hinkle’s absence.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Report was not given due to Deputy Harris absence.  A copy is on file for public review.
MES – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent however, a copy of the report is on file for public review.
Town Manager – Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Received three (3) cost proposals for removal of the downed trees at Doub’s Meadow Park. Bids came in as $7, 200 – RFP, $10,500 – Hard Rock and $14,000 – Asplundh.  Kristin is to check with LGIT to see what our deductibles are.
Motion was made by Mark Etheridge to accept the $7,200 bid to remove the trees from Doub’s Park.  Motion carried 4-0.
· An update on Main Street progress was given.
· Document for removal of gas tanks at Kline’s was given to JR Hawkins (Town Engineer for Main Street project) and he was fine with the wording.  The tanks have been removed and all tests have been sent to MDE.

Committee Reports:

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave an informal announcement about an allegiance brewing.  This is a facility on Coxey Brown Road.  They are working with the County and Health Department.  They are growing all kinds of hops on their farm.  They would like to make and sell limited product that is produced on their premises.  He then explained how it works with the Delegates and how it would have to come back to Town for their feelings.  Mayor Creadick stated that he was just putting it out there if the business decided to go that way.

Public Facilities Committee:
Councilmember William Bottoms will be the liaison from the Council for this committee.

Unfinished Business:
Myersville Pole Tax – Introduction to the ordinance for Myersville Pole Tax was read by Mayor Creadick.
A motion to entertain the Myersville Pole Tax to be voted on at the next month’s meeting was so moved by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

Ordinance – CDA Infrastructure Bond 2014 – This will allow us opportunity to participate our debts in the bond process allowing us the option to use it.
Motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we adopt the Town of Myersville CDA Infrastructure Bonds, 2014 Series A as presented. Seconded by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0


New Business:
Saber Ridge & Five Forks Utility Easement – This is for two (2) easements for approval for the water/sewer line across Route 40.  Bill Yauss from Drees Homes was in attendance. 
Discussion was held on both easements. (1) Land of ERV - Mark Etheridge suggested that we wait until the Forrest Conservation.  Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner stated that Catoctin View Forrest Conservation has been approved our best interest to see that this is taken care of and documentation that it has been done before approval. Mr. Yauss stated that it could take up to a couple weeks.  He has the letter of credit until Forrest Conversation is approved and this gets done.  You can sign and hold it if you want.  It was acknowledged that there are concerns from both sides, but will the County be ready by next month’s meeting. Lengthy discussion was then held with Mr. Yauss and the Mayor and Councilmembers.
Motion was then made by Mark Etheridge that we enter into the easement as presented until we find the easement acceptable then we will move ahead and sign the document.  Second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0. 

(2) Land of Saber Ridge on town side that is attached to Staple Chase Lane where well water from raw line.
Motion made by Mark Etheridge that we sign water land of Saber Ridge LLC deed of easement as presented.  Second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0

Rutledge Annexation Resolution – Brandon Boldyga stated that this ordinance is up for introduction.  This is to amend the boundaries of the Town and there is just a sliver of it that is in the Town, Municipal Corporate boundary.  Mayor Creadick read the Resolution.
A motion was made to introduce the Resolution as read by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0
Myersville Baptist Church Resolution – Mayor Creadick read the Resolution.
A motion was made to introduce the Resolution as read by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

Correspondence:
MD DNR FY2016 CP&P Application – Have not identified any properties or inquire about the stream.
 
Janis Young Annexation Letter – Received a response from Ms. Young and our offer is not acceptable for the asking price is $152,000.

Chilson Water Leak - Received letter that they are looking for some level from the Mayor and Council. At this time we bill quarterly and do not have the manpower to read meters every month.  Council stated to follow the procedure/ordinance as written.

Clayton Water & Sewer Bill – This is a vacated home.  She has concerns about posting on her property.  We have contacted our Town Attorney, John Clapp about this and it is state law that we post the property before disconnection.  If we don’t post and mail it out and there is a change of ownership we don’t get paid.

Public Comment:
Town resident, Ted Cady talked to the Mayor and Council about the ordinances/proposals that he gave to them for DTI.  Lengthy discussion was held and Kristin Aleshire and Brandon Boldyga will continue to look at them as well as our Town Attorney, John Clapp.

Park and Rec Committee report was given by Mark Flynn since he arrived to the meeting after it had already started.
· Myersville Night Out will be held on August 12th.  Complimentary hot dogs, chips and beverages will be offered.  There will be a dunk tank and a classic car exhibit.  Katelyn Frushour verified that the fire company will bring emergency response vehicles for exhibit. Mark Flynn will provide a K-9 Unit dog exhibition.  There will be a DJ as well and movie at sunset.
· Volunteer Banquet – Will be held at Catoctin Fish and Game on September 14, 2014.  The theme will be Country BBQ.

Deputy Report was given by Deputy Harris:
Due to the storm that going on that night, Deputy Harris arrived late and gave his report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.
