The Public Hearing for the acceptance of the CDA Infrastructure Bond 2014 was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr.  
Kristin Aleshire was asked by Mayor Creadick to give a review/background on the CDA Bond.  Kristin stated that the procedure would like it was when one was issued for the Municipal Center.  Various jurisdictions can apply on this for infrastructure projects.  As requested we will pursue with a line of credit.  Mayor and Council will determine this as a better way to go.  The established bond issuance is 2.75% 10 year rate.  Various parties included in that with a time frame.  We are required to hold a Public Hearing with an ordinance associated with it.  This has been advertised and is open for the public for any comments.  This can be used for the sewer line relocation project.  The sewer relocation was to receive more funds from FEMA due to hurricane Sandy.  However the Main Street needs to be completed and sewer drains needs to be relocated.  For the Main Street originally came in at 1.3 million.  To secure both we need more funding to finish both projects at this time.  A question was asked on how we plan on paying it back.  Kristin went over the budget showing everyone how this will be paid back.  After some brief discussion Mayor called the Public Hearing to adjourn.

The Mayor and Council regular meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, William Bottoms, Melissa Murphy and Mark Flynn.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
Mayor Creadick then sworn in Carolyn Burelbach as one of the new members on the Planning Commission. 
Staff Reports:
Treasurer’s Report was not presented due to Ray Hinkle’s absence.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Report was not given due to Deputy Harris absence.  A copy is on file for public review.
Planning & Zoning Report:
Town Planner Brandon Boldyga gave the following report:
· DTI
1)  Issued Zoning Certificate to the developer for the proposed improvements on site.  All fees have been collected.
2) All permits were approved in the Hansen System.
3) Developer has begun work along Mt. Tabor Road for gas line connection, outside of the Town.
4) Developer has contacted the Town Planning Office regarding the permitting of temporary construction trailers and storage containers.
5) Letters of credit has been approved by JR Hawkins of Arro.
· Quail Run Subdivision
1) Planning Commission has approved the Water Treatment Plant improvement plans.  Bob Barnhart has looked at them and approved.
2) Relying on MES and Arro and no complaints has been applied.
· Saber Ridge Subdivision
1) Planning Commission approved the Raw Water Line improvement plans at their May 6, 2014 regular meeting.  These will be signed once the approval conditions are met and the plans are resubmitted for the signature.
· Willard Property MOU
1) The Town Planning Office has consulted with the Town Attorney to discuss the legality of allowing well and septic development on the property.  
2) Town Attorney will be issuing the official item.
3) At this time Town Planning Office is waiting for an official response from the Town Attorney.
· Baptist Church Annexation & Rutledge –Wolfsville Road Annexation
1) Town Attorney, John Clapp is preparing annexation Resolutions and an advertisement will be put in the paper as well.
· U.S. 40 De-Annexation
1)  We will be getting this surveyed and go from there.
· Administrative Items
1) Town Planning Office has completed the Sustainable Community Designation Application.  State will contact the Town Planning Office with comments and for further discussion prior to designation
2) Annual Report will need to be approved and adopted by the Planning Commission before July 1, 2014.  Brandon is working on this.
3) Town Planning & Zoning Administrator will need to apply to become a Qualified Forestry Professional as designated by the State.
Approval of May minutes - A motion was made to accept the minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0
MES – Water & Sewer Report was given by MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart.  A copy is on file for public review.
Town Manager – Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:

A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.
Kristin then explained the Jr. Deputy Program to the new Councilmembers.
· Outstanding water meter repairs will be done at meters a month.
· Received a Health Department report.  We need to fix the hole in the wall at the women’s bathroom, flies in the light shade in the concession stand, and the outside drinking fountain.
· Received notifications from FEMA for $120.00.  Taking relocation of the lines out to bid by the Engineer.
· Properties were posted on Walnut Street from 8:30AM to 4:30 PM Thursday thru Monday next week.  A plate has will be in place in case of emergencies.
· Last day for delinquent account.  The outstanding amount is $16,500.00, which we have received $13,200.  We are trying to keep it under 10% this quarter.

Committee Reports:

Planning Commission – No report. 
Park and Recreation:
Councilmember 
Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Garden Club has been active in keeping the area around the Municipal Center and the hiker/biker trails.
· There will be fall ball and soccer this fall.
· August 5, 2014 will be the Myersville Night out at Doub’s Park
· Harvest Festival will be held on October 18, 2014 at Doub’s Park.

Public Relations Committee:
Kristin Aleshire reported that they will be getting the group together in the near future.
Budget & CIP Committee:
They are at a standstill for now.



Public Facilities Committee:
Kristin Aleshire would like to get new members going.  Kristin wants direction on who the elision will be.  One direction is given they will then get the group together.
Mayor’s Report:
· Mayor Creadick has received some requests about getting a Myersville Historical Society together.  Mayor Creadick will do a follow up on this.
· Mayor Creadick has been requested to attend the Maryland Municipal League Convention in Ocean City for the day to represent Homeland Security.  He was asked by the NEMA director.
· Mayor Creadick thanked everyone for their patience during his absence the past several months while he getting EMT training.  He proudly announced that he has passed the tests.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street & Walnut Street – Response has been sent to various parties for line of credit process.  We have received checks from the First United Bank thus far. Project is about 30% complete.  Staff has had lots of discussion with the School.  Contractors are currently trying to stay out of the school area.  This phrase seems to be going quickly.  We will be through the intersection to phase two (2) which at the Kline property.  Service lines into the house at this location were split with the neighbour.  Staff will be working on this to get it resolved.  There was a waterline break in front of the school.  This happened during the testing of the valves while they were being opened and closed.  At this time three (3) of the valves has been removed.
Myersville Pole Tax – There are 72 poles and 2,000 feet of line.
Ordinance – FY15 Budget and Tax Rate - The Public Hearing was held with a Public Hearing Notice was placed in the paper.  This ordinance to adopt is presented to you Mayor and Council and needs to be adopted before July 1, 2014.  It then will come into effect in the next twenty (20) days.
Kristin reviewed some items from the budget.  The CIP meter location was bumped out.  Technology needs to be looked at for meters.  This will gave us some more time to get quotes which may make changes to the CIP account.
Mayor Creadick then read ordinance 2014-03.
A motion was made to approve budget and tax rate ordinance 2014-03 by Mark Hinkle, second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0
Floodplain Management Ordinance – Update – A motion to accept the Floodplain Ordinance 2014-02 by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.
New Business:
Ordinance – CDA Infrastructure Bond 2014 – Advertisement was published and a Public Hearing was held.
A motion was made to introduce Ordinance for CDA Infrastructure Bond 2014 by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.
Correspondence:
Received a donation requests from the Middletown Jr. Knights.  Mayor and Council will look through it at your leisure.

Annual Open burn ban for any type of burning has been put into effect.

FEMA cover letter notice of funding – please review it.

Letter from Ashley resident.  Kristin explained the request and concern.  They would like reconsideration on the water side which we don’t do per Town’s Ordinance.  They want to be notified before their meter is read, but we don’t read the meters monthly.  We don’t have enough staffing to do it monthly.

Joe Mangiafico out of town resident stated that he is having low pressure problems.  It was adequate, but now it is inadequate.  Saber Ridge cannot provide pressure now therefore what is adequate now I don’t see being adequate in the future.  A lengthy discussion was held on what can be done to fix/resolve the problem.

Town interim is working on equipment moving mulch in the tot lot.  She is very familiar with the equipment and it was okayed by our insurance company and IWIF.  Once they are over 18 years of age they have the ability to operate the equipment.

MML meeting will be held on June 26, 2014 at Maryland National and POS money will be granted.

Chip Jewell has completed siren testing for tornado warnings.

Comcast in ninety (90) days will have equipment and testing.  We will have access to get internal equipment.  They will coordinate with us and see what we have now and see what we will need.

We are currently relying on our Garden Club for their interest in maintaining the landscaping around the Town Hall and trails.  We do not have the staff to maintain this properly.

The other side of the sidewalk is being constructed on Main Street.

Councilmember Mark Flynn stated that since Planning Commission put in lots of hours and they get nothing.  A suggestion was made to give them some kind of incentive or benefit.  Maybe we can pay the minimum of their water bill and they pay the overage amount.  It was noted that the Planning Commission is appointed for a pacific term through the charter.  They are different than the other committees.  Planning Commission is doing a specific duty per the charter.

After some discussion it was decided to let Kristin explore options that are out there.

Motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.
