A Public Hearing was held on the Myersville Comprehensive Plan.

Those in attendance were Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr. along with Councilmembers, Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle, and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

Mayor Creadick made an announcement that the agenda has been rearranged.  The Public Comment has been moved up to the front of the agenda.  After the Public Hearing, Public Comment on Mountain Valley Baseball will be heard.  Then after that is over the agenda will go back to general Town business.
Mayor Creadick also thanked everyone for coming out to the meeting.

Public Hearing Myersville Comprehensive Plan – Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga stated that the last update to the Comp Plan was in 2010. The Planning Commission met for a year during their monthly meetings to revise the language and goals.  Most contested was general public land development growth boundary and water resources for development.  Planning Commission spent many hours contributing towards this plan. They talked about Municipal boundary, existing land use, storm water, commercial and town agricultural reservation.  They proposed future use north of I-70 which would be mostly residential.  Village Center a mixed use with several split zone.  Commercial south of town has already been developed.  They talked about Quail Run for expanded R2 or R1SG where you can increase grounds to green space.  A map was shown on how the town has grown since 1904.  This is a 10-year cycle. The procedure on adoption was then explained by Brandon.

A motion was made to close the Public Hearing by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.

The town regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

Motion for the acceptance of the March meeting minutes was made by Mark Flynn and second by Robert Berkey.

Public Comment on Mountain Valley Baseball -  Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire went over the sign in procedure.  Each individual was given three (3) minutes to speak unless you were talking for a group and then you were given five (5) minutes to speak.  It was recommended that Public Comment be opened for an hour and a half.

First person to speak was Stacy Biser, Meeting House Rd, Myersville MD.  She was excited about the lights and announcer booth.  She stated that the light would help with fall ball. She added that you could hear them shoot from the hunt club and also the traffic from I-70 as well as those that goes way out with their individual Christmas light.

Ty Kefauver, Baltimore National Pike, Myersville MD.  Ty is a sixth (6th) grader who has relatives that lay baseball.  His family has a lot of baseball history.  He was for having lights at the park.

Baron Ropp, Pete Wiles Road, Myersville MD. Baron was for lights for you could do your homework while you were at the games. You could have more practice times to make your games better.  You can also have fun with friends and play ball.  Frederick field has lights and it feels wonderful.

Michael McLaughlin, Poplar Street, Myersville, MD.  His house overlooks the field and he is opposed to the lights. There would be glow lightening in the area and you can hear the games without a PA system.  Do not want to see the property value increase.  

Michelle Tartaglia, Deerwoods Court, Myersville MD.  Michelle is a fifteen (15) year town resident.  She is opposed.  We stated that we should be proud of what we have for it is really a nice field.  The light will be in the sky and don’t want to cut out the view.

Chad Tasker, Flintridge Court, Myersville MD. Chad was a former President of Myersville Baseball.  He has seen many kids come through the program. Baseball is a great fun game.  He has seen twelve (12) opening days in the community. He was there when the fields were being developed, concession stand put in and dug outs were made.  He is for the lights.

Brian Hoy, Brethren Church Rd, Myersville MD.  He has mixed feelings.  He moved here two (2) years ago and he is concerned about the lights and noise.  It is a great program for the kids.  He is concerned that the speaker tower will make too much noise. He is opposed for the announcer booth and lights.

Jerri Solomon, Fox Rock Drive, Myersville MD.  She is able to hear the speakers on opening day.  She likes to sit on her deck, but don’t want to hear the noise from the baseball games.  If there is a financial default are we going to have to settle it?  She against the lights and announcer booth.

Ted Jenkins, Poplar Street, Myersville, MD.  He is against the lights.  Public Park – future enterprise if we are making it a commercial enterprise then a variance would notify property owner.

David Barrow, Baltimore National Pike, Myersville, MD.  His resident is adjoining the park.  He is opposed. This would impact life noise and bring light population direct or indirect. He is a Maryland Tree farmer and the wildlife habit would be affected.  He addressed parking of 1500 spectators for the park can’t handle this number.  This park was intended for recreational purpose. 

Michael Smith, Poplar Street, Myersville, MD.  He has lived here for twenty (20) years.  His hill looks down on Doubs Park. Field was well prepared but disorganized using baseball, it was never intended to be large scale.  The people who runs it is great.  Lights…..would love to see the sky open.  We are going to have lights on the horizon 60-80 feet of lights would be level with his house.  It would be distracting.  You can hear everything in the field.  You can even hear the kids from the elementary school.  He is concerned about traffic as well.  He is opposed.

Nancy Hartten, Ashley Court, Myersville, MD. Not opposed to organized sports, but is redundant on all the reasons why she is opposed to the proposal.  If approval she would like the following condition be placed on approval.  Since this is a young organization (1-year-old) and the Board of Directors and members of the league feel strongly about it, let the Board of Directors sign personal promissory notes guaranteeing all financial responsibility.  Sound must be turned off at 8:30PM.  Saturday/Sundays no sound prior to 10AM.  Baseball hold costs for all repairs. She talked about Ethical code of Conduct which the town does not have.  She is opposed.

Montana Carpenter, Flintridge Drive, Myersville MD.  She spoke on the peacefulness as you run along the trail.  Doubs Park is a multi-purpose area that you can go running or walking in.  Walking in the woods reduce more stress urban and local.  She feels it is a waste of time.  She is opposed.

Stephanie Flores, Fox Rock Drive, Myersville, MD.  She is against the noise factor.  She doesn’t want to hear it when she is gardening.  She was wondering with more people using the fields, baseball and soccer who would be paying for the lights?  She is opposed.

Meaghan Smith, Poplar Street, Myersville, MD.  She is in opposition to the lights.  Once they are put up they are permanent unlike a fence that can be taken down.  Park was not intended to be a sports complex. She treasurers the quality of a small town character.

Andrew Grimm, Brethren Church Rd, Myersville, MD.  He stated that he had sent an email to Mayor and Council. He frequents the park for it is enjoyable calm and quite.  You can play baseball, basketball and hike.  This would increase traffic.  This is a small town lights and sound not for a small town.  He is opposed.

Greg Carroll, Flintridge Drive, Myersville, MD.  He is opposed against.  It is a mixed use of sports and nature.  Lights/speakers will make it a sports complex.  If more join league be much more use. Ambient light treasure not sport complex.

Tereza Carpenter, Flintridge Drive, Myersville, MD.  Baseball is served as well as soccer.  She shared the unity of the park.  She is opposed.

Brian Ropp, Pete Wiles Road, Middletown, MD.  He stated that the presentation was made at the workshop.  There was a lot of information to shift through.  He is for it.

Mike Kline, Summer Lane, Frederick, MD.  Frederick has lights and he has been the President for 4 years and has received no complaints.  Since 1951 they have had a sound system at the tournaments.  Neighbors enjoy the park and effected by use of sound or lights.  They are ways of addressing this.

Jane Pettit, Baltimore National Pike, Myersville MD.  She can hear the sound and see people walk around.  Oppose to small town change.  Be a sports complex and what if they default on cost.  One red flag for her was a light pole had fallen in a park and the amount to get it replaced was $70,000.00 which is a lot of money for Myersville.

Mark Hartman, Tobis Run, Middletown, MD. Is in favor.  It takes 7-8 months to educate engineer and other aspects.  Unfortunately, we didn’t have participation.  PA system is used on opening and end of the season not every day thing.  The use of the park does not change us versus them.  Baseball origination talked to the town. 

Mayor Creadick stated that the proposal has been placed on the website for the basic three items that they are requesting: 1) Field lighting, 2) Safety netting for tot lot and 3) Announcers booth.

Public Presentations:

2015 Annual Planning and Zoning Report – This has been filed with general consensus. 

Mowing Bid Opening – Received one bid from Brian’s Lawn Service for $21,450.00 1st year, 21,250.00 2nd year and $21,450 3rd year with gas not to exceed $4.00 a gallon. Equipment list was included with bid.  Four (4) additional mowing properties has been added.  Storm pond management will be done eight (8) times a year.  
A motion was made to accept Brian’s Lawn Service for next three (3) years by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
Danielle Hartz, Town Treasurer stated that everything is up to date.  We have a decent operating balance.  Payments and deposits has been made.  

Deputy Report:
Deputy Ken Olander, Town Deputy was unavailable for the meeting.  He did leave a Deputy’s Report.  Copy is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning:
No Report.

MES Water and Sewer:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent. A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire went over the report with Mayor and Council.

Town Manager Report:
Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· New school sign has been shipped.  This will be a flashing light as well as radar.  The Radar will be twenty-four hours and the lights will only be flashing during school hours.

Committee Reports:

Budget & CIP Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey stated the next meeting would be April 19, 2016.  Everyone is doing a great job and they have a good budget structure.

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· May 21, 2016 is Kids to Park Day.  A kickball fundraiser will be held with money going to Team Everett.
· Meetings are held every last Thursday night of the month.  All is welcomed.
Kristin Aleshire added the following to the report:
· Improvements to Doubs Park:  Trash cans has been removed and will be replaced on concrete pads.
· Trash cans benches will be placed on the soccer field side.
· Memorial Park at Trolley Lane – excavating has been done and they have not hit anything bad yet.  They have hit a small concrete pad.

Public Facilities Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey gave the following report:
· Completed review of the 2017 Capital Improvement.
· Move up signage 2017 vs 2015.

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· Legislation ended and successful.  Program Open Space Funds will be open next year.
· Had further discussion with County Executive Jan Gardner on the Myersville Library/Senior Center. 
Unfinished Business:

Mountain Valley Baseball Proposal – Kristin Aleshire went over the memo outlining the proposal.
The three (3) items requested were:
1) Field Lighting of both fields for evening game play
2) Safety netting along little field to protect tot lot area
3) Addition of score keeping and announcer deck for little field

Discussion was held on netting.
A motion was made to approve town funding for use of safety netting for the tot lot area by Daniel Papuchis and second by Robert Berkey.  

Discussion was held in where in the budget would it come out.  Park Maintenance, Park Improvement is maxed out for FY16 or program it for FY17.  We can look at Park Improvement FY17 or see if we can transfer CPP money from soccer.  Kristin will call to see if this can be done.  Question of safety.  Look for alternative and get it funded.
Motion was carried 5-0.

Announcers booth:  Not imposing to put speakers throughout park. Code – noise from loud speaker.  Limitation not in code.  Noise is a separate topic for another meeting.  PA system is used on opening day and at the end of the season.  The booth would be smaller than the dugout and similar to the dugout configure. 

Motion was made that we approve plans to propose scorekeeping announcer deck per permitting allowed with sketch plan to be approved by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.

Discussion on limited use of electric use at the pavilion at this time.  County has regulations and will need to be done by qualified individual. Will be put on next workshop.

Motion carried 5-0.

Field Lighting of both fields:  All testimony has been heard.  Mayor Creadick asked for each Councilmembers for their opinions.

Mark Etheridge -   We can’t support fund issues.  It would increase electric, maintenance cost and noise usage after dark.  He would have to have an employee to close the park.  There would be wear and tear on the restrooms which would increase cost and Doub’s Meadow Park is not set up for that kind of use.

Daniel Papuchis – Greatly concerned if something happens.  Promise funded fails once unit is put down in its place.  Councilmembers have listened to everyone not proving to go forward and we have listened to those that live close.

Robert Berkey – Funding mechanism.  Finding this is a real concern.  Park is not set up for this.  I cannot support lights. 

Mark Flynn – Have legal look at it for questions to be answered.  We talk and vote on at next monthly meeting.  We have questions we need legal to look at for liability issues.

A motion was made to table for ADA, security and liability issues by Mark Flynn.  Motion died due to lack of a second.

Mark Hinkle – Liability terms but financial. Even if it is legally fine, the park is not made for lights.  There are costs for maintenance and manpower.

Mark Flynn stated that baseball will pay for electricity.

Mark Hinkle added that some of the additional cost is public parking lot lights.

Daniel Papuchis added that lighting is permanent and if they leave town we be receiving in favor long term responsibility.

Motion we deny request for lighting at Doubs Park at this time by Mark Etheridge, second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion was 4 in favor and 1 – Mark Flynn opposed. Motion carried 4-1.

Accountant Contract Bid Award – Recommended evaluation was done.  Two (2) bids were received and reviewed. It was recommended to make award to Cathy Vaughn LLC.  

Robert Berkey recommended to take advantage of the free time that is offered to get the feel and understanding of documents.  This would be good for the Budget CIP Commission and Council.

Daniel Papuchis stated that it was brought up when the audit report was received that we weren’t happy with the previous report presentation.  It wasn’t clear.  We need to get a new set of eyes.

Motion was made that we approve them by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Hinkle.  4 in favor and Daniel Papuchis against.  Motion carried 4-1.

Hollis Property Annexation Resolution – Property owner voluntarily came to town to be connected to water.  This will need to introduced, then approval, hearing, consideration and approval.

Main Street/MD17 Reconstruction – This was discussed at the April Workshop.
Motion so moved by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Kristin Aleshire gave an update on the work at Trolley Park.
· Restaurant and Martins Market has seen the plans.
· SHA has moved some signage.
· No loss parking.
· No issues as of yet.




Public Comments:

Michelle Sweet, Flintridge Drive resident.  Michelle stated that since there are two (2) running for Mayor and there four (4) for Council she would like to see a Town Hall Meeting.  She gave her clarification on what she is looking at for a Town Hall Meeting.  After some discussion it was decided that she would with Kristin on the logistics. 

Ted Cady, Flintridge Drive resident.  Mr. Cady stated by saying regards to the budget you are doing a wonderful job.  He talked about tipping fees being down and cost of water.  New wind fall tax since DTI relocated. Reduction in operation cost for tipping fees could be cost being saved.  DTI-FERC will be meeting on March 29, 2016.  He would for the Town to make comment and to encourage town to participate.

Nancy Hartten, Ashley Court resident.  She spoke on Ethic Code of Conduct.  She also feels that a valley noise ordinance needs to be done.  You can hear the noise on opening day.  Open House-Town Hall meeting debate.  Asking Kristin to put the rumors in town to bed.

David Barrow, Baltimore National Pike resident. He stated that the noise ordinance is State and County incorporated.  He talked about noise decimals from the park. Town noise stays in town and county laws kicks in.  He has measured the noise and it is 10 decimals above limit, but due to wind couldn’t measure properly.

Mark Giuevau, Baltimore National Pike resident.  He thanked the Mayor and Council on moderating well. He respected the way that it went back and forth.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.
