A Public Hearing was held on the Myersville FY17 Budget and the Hollis Annexation.
Those in attendance were Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr. along with Councilmembers, Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle, and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga and Town Treasurer Danielle Hartz.
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the introduction of the final draft of the FY17 budget.  He then turned the hearing over to Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz.
Danielle went over the General Fund, Enterprise Fund and CIP budget.  
After the presentation Mayor Creadick asked if the public had any comments.  The following came forward with their comments.
Craig Crawford, Ashley resident asked about public utility tax, DIT agreement, new infrastructure, upgrades and developments.  Kristin explained about the charge for public utility tax that the State of Maryland allows to let them know on to apply for total tax.  Maryland sends a sheet that is evaluated by them when they apply on what the utility rate is to be.  Kristin did an overview on all of the water and sewer upgrades that happened and what will be happening in the FY17 budget.  For developments and water it was explained that each time a development comes in they need to locate water and have it added to our current system. 
Jim Hardy, Ashley resident asked about the water/sewer fund operating cost allocated salaries. Allocated by state or General Fund. Kristin stated that the Town Accountant about 4-5 years ago realizing with the staff growing that functions were allocated to the General Fund. Mr. Hardy asked if state funds be self-efficient?  Kristin answered that 25% of the total General Fund responded cost per employee. Mr. Hardy asked about DTI, how the numbers arrived.  Kristin stated it was .59 years ago. Taxes can be adjusted annually and be evaluated at any time. Mr. Hardy asked about break down real estate tax versus residential generated.  Kristin replied that $12,000. Makes up commercial income tax, highway and cable. Mr. Hardy stated balanced books spending why can you not take; why do you have to execrate payments. Give resident tax credit. Kristin stated that in 2008 the state of Maryland was down 95% with 40% highway users fund (used for streets).  It was $95,000 pre- 2008, 9,000. 2009 and now $45,000.  Mr. Hardy suggested to do something in consideration for the Senior Citizens in reducing their taxes.  He added that budget POS currently under decision.  Mayor Creadick replied that CPP-pacific effort.  Cannot apply unless you know what you are using it for.  We purchased all the land we think that we can purchase.  Last piece of wellhead protection we couldn’t support specific things, so we just put in this years POS.  If successful we will bring something back. Kristin added that money is in the budget, grant already approved and amount received.  He explained what each one includes and is used for.  We do not spend a dime on acquisition.  CPP you have to spend funds that is leftover which you rearrange and agree upon. Mr. Hardy asked if taxpayer certain of the percentage going to POS development acquisition such as Treeland Foundation. Kristin added that the town is buying 18 acres from Treeland Foundation. Mr. Hardy stated that he thought it was rural legacy program and that Mr. Martin was supposedly expanding it for recreation for youth such as Boy Scouts and not to baseball. Kristin explained that the Town is planning on putting in a trail leading to Ashley Court.  Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner that rural legacy is agriculture through the County and not recreation.  Mayor Creadick added that this will close the gap part of the community trail system. Mr. Hardy then asked about the budget on the Fire Company. Kristin explained that in 2014 Town/Fire Department began negation expense obligation.  (1) a split 180/60 option that the Town continue expense.  The bond did not change the duration of the bond.  (2) a balloon approach.  Fire Company new bond process negation term payment is smaller with a $10,000.00 savings and (3) Fire Company go out get their own debt funded at current rate funded every 10 years until it is paid off.  Kristin explained the process and procedure that the Town and Fire Company went through to come up with the figure for payment.  2012-2014 they were in arrears, we did amendment, sit down quarterly basis for thing to be fixed in Amendment 2.  Accepted Promissory note deed of trust in the event if Fire Company gets behinds in 3 concessive payments.
Those on the Finance Committee were Danielle Hartz, Mark Hinkle and town residents Maureen Woods and Sheldon Shealer, III.
A motion was made to close the Public Hearing FY16 Budget by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0
Hollis Annexation Hearing
Kristin Aleshire read Resolution 2016-01.  Brandon Boldyga stated that it was ½ acre with no additional development.  If septic fails, they will be able to hook into towns.  They will be able to get on town trash pick-up and taxes.
When asked if there was questions from the public, Jerri Solomon asked if the town will have to pay for them to hook onto the system.  Brandon answered that no, they would pay to extend the line 30 feet for sewer service connect at her cost along with tap fees of $5,000.
Motion to close Hollis Annexation Public Hearing was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn. Motion carried 5-0.

Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following report:

· Staff received two (2) letters for water leak relief and asked the Mayor and Council for direction on giving the relief.

· Called out to an Ashley resident for a leak over the weekend.  Leak was at the adjourning property owner.  The leak has existed since January.  Miss Utility ticket was pulled so the resident was aware about the leak.  A letter was sent out to that resident.
· Addition to agenda – Item 6 will be added as Bid for Water system extension.  This was talked about at the workshop.
· Notice was given that we will be receiving CPP money. This will be used for a tot lot at Harp Place.  POS money will be applied at the Harp field as well.

Committee Reports:

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Kids to Park Day is scheduled for May 21, 2016 with a Kickball Tournament.  It will start at 9AM. This is a benefit for Team Everett.
· Their meetings are held the last Thursday of the month.

Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr gave the following report:
· Would like to establish a facebook page for Mayors minutes.
· Is continuing conversations with Frederick County Executive Jan Gardner on the Myersville library.  Currently seeking funding for fiber optic and the trolley.

Unfinished Business:

Myersville FY-2017 Budget – Ordinance – Kristin went over the ordinance.
Motion to introduce was so moved by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Hollis Property Annexation Resolution – Resolution was read by Kristin Aleshire.
Motion to approve was made by Mark Etheridge and second by Daniel Papuchis.  Motion carried 5-0

Memorial Park at Trolley Station – Bricks and stones has been picked out and will be ordered.

DTI bids for waterline extension – Three (3) bids were received.
RFP - $174,187.45
Satterfield - $185,945.00
W. F. Delauter - $247,000.00

Arro estimated the cost of the project to be around $176,000.00.  The town is familiar with all the contractors.  DTI is paying to have the line put in on Milt Summers Road for fire protection, along with a fire hydrant.  Once completed it will efficient character for others to come online and annex into Town.
This is just for water only.

Motion was made that we accept the engineer proposal of RFP for the project by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.

A request came in for the Junior Deputy program of $500.00
Motion was made and approved by Mark Hinkle and Robert Berkey.  Motion carried 5-0
A letter was received for a request for a Lego Bingo that will be held for Aidan Marker on June 5, 2016.
After some discussed and with this not being a budget item a motion was made.
Motion to confirm that we do not provide any funds to Patty Pollatus as requested by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4 for and 1- Mark Hinkle abstained.

The cover for the Trolley has since worn out and it needs something more permanent. A forty-four (44) foot long cover cost about $650.00.  After some discussion and agreeing that if the property owner doesn’t do transfer of trolley will ask for the cover back.
Motion was made to purchase cover for the trolley through funds from the town by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Public Comments:

David Barrow, Baltimore National Pike resident asked about the sound from the ball field.  Mark Etheridge stated that a noise ordinance will be discussed at next months’ workshop.  Mr. Barrow then commented to the Mayor about the Mayors Minutes that they should be limited posting due to open reply.

Roger Wilson – Representative from County.  Mr. Wilson stated that it was good to be in Myersville for it seems like the hottest ticket was to come here tonight.  He is glad to see that the residents are getting involved with the community. The library in the CIP budget is great. He talked about Frederick County budget.  He added that Frederick County is the place to be.  He ended by saying “continue to grow and grow smartly”.
