Myersville FY 2016 Budget, CIP, Water/Sewer Rates and Tax Rates

Public Hearing on Myersville FY 2016 Budget, CIP, Water/Sewer Rates and Tax Rates was brought to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr.

Those present were: Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Hinkle, and Melissa Murphy as well as Town Manager Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  Councilmember Mark Flynn was absent.

Mayor Creadick gave the floor to Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire.  Kristin then went over the Tax Rates for 2016 which is .391 for property tax.  There will be a 5% increase in the water/sewer rates.  He proceeded onto the FY 2016 Budget that includes the General Fund, Enterprise Fund and the CIP Fund, which he put up on the screen for all to review.  

After the presentation Mayor Creadick asked if the Council had any questions which they did not.  He then asked the audience if they had any questions.  Jon Pocius, Deerwoods resident came forth and asked several questions about the budget.  He asked about health care, salary/wages, reserves and the water rate increase.  These questions were fully answered by Kristin.

Since there were no more questions the Mayor thanked the Financial Committee for their time, input and participation on a job well done.

Regular Town Meeting


The regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Hinkle, and Melissa Murphy along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge to accept the minutes as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.

Public Presentation:

Myersville Historic Society – Babs Savitt announced that she is looking for those that may have some town memorabilia. So far they have met twice for meetings.  They are a non-profit society and they will be setting up committees.  They will be meeting the forth (4th) Wednesday of each month at 7 PM.  They have set up a facebook page.  There will be a PowerPoint presentation held on May 29, 2015 at 7:30PM at the Town Hall.  There will be pictures from Myersville, Wolfsville, Ellerton and Harmony on display. She talked about putting display cases throughout the Town Hall.  She spoke with many people about items that they have for display.  She met with the Frederick County Visitors Center as well as the Frederick County Historical Society.  They are also working on getting grants.  Mrs. Savitt asked to help with ideas for Trolley Park.  At this time they need seed money during their initial start-up with vote on membership fees.  They would like to be put into the next fiscal year’s budget.  She added some of the things that they need for start-up is sound system, screen, membership brochures, lawyer and accounting.  It would be approximately $12,000.00 to get started.

Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town resident Deputy Sheriff Ken Olander presented his report.  A copy of this report is on file for public review.

Crossing guard issue came up.  There were concerns about people not paying attention at the crosswalk.  The crosswalk is 90 degrees outside the intersection.  Deputy Olander stated that he would look at it in the morning and address the crossing guard.   Deputy Olander announced that the Sheriff’s Department will be helping out with the Myersville Night Out.

Planning and Zoning report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· Received call from the County.  Reviewed Meadowridge Knoll – wants town to take care of Monument Road. County Engineer of roads didn’t have the correct location.  Town owns from Main Street to Mr. Carters.

MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.  

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· DTI sent sample letter on Leesburg’s blow down.  Feedback was sent on what we need to expect.
· Rest of Main Street has been seeded.  They will go back and do a review of the punch list.
· Update from the Deputy on the bus fire information was given.
· Burdett property – Greenbrier excess across our property.  An agreement needs to be worked out.
· Dixie Electric will be doing the lighting for the flag pole at Doub’s Park.
· Yard Sales at the park pavilion.  Will be put on next month’s workshop to be discussed.
· POS – will not be submitting for money this time around.

Committee Reports:

Park and Recreation: 
It was announced that the Sheriffs Department will be doing Myersville night out August 4, 2015.  Kids to Park Day will he held on May 17, 2015.

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick will be speaking at the Maryland Homeland Security Symposium.

Public Facilities Committee: 
The group will be working on bylaws.

Unfinished Business:

Myersville Draft FY 2016 Budget, CIP and Utility – Kristin Aleshire read the ordinance.
Motion was made to introduce Ordinance as read by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Pleasant Walk Road Access Easement – A letter was sent to the interested party.  There has been no response.  Kristin will report back when we receive the information.

Trolley Parkland Acquisition-Ordinance – Kristin Aleshire read the Ordinance.
A motion was made to approve the ordinance as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  A vote of 3 for and Councilmember Mark Hinkle abstained.

New Business:

Myersville Sewer System Manhole Upgrades – Kristin Aleshire spoke on the smoke test as well as the I & I issues.  Some lids have shifted – those with no tight seals. The smoke test provides the assessment of the manholes which are in need of repairs.  The cost of repairs is around $160,000.00.
We do not need to do all of them at one time, only those that are in the worst condition.  Public safety is the number one priority.  There was talk about piggybacking with the county on this job.

Fire Company Agreement Amendment – Ordinance – Kristin Aleshire read the Ordinance.  
A motion was made to introduce the ordinance as read by Mark Etheridge and second by Melissa Murphy.  Motion carried 3 with Councilmember Mark Hinkle abstained.

Correspondence:

ISO Fire Insurance Reclassification Notice.  ISO does classification of fire rating every 10 years.  This covers the entire first due area for fires.  The rating was 94.  This will increase homeowners insurance.

MD Underground Facilities Authority Appeal Notice – W.F. Delauter is appealing.  We do not know the notification.

Gene’s Lock Service – Graffiti was found on the pavilion bathroom walls.  Kristin stated that he would to go ahead and proceed with auto locks.  Everyone was in agreement.
