The Public Hearing for the Gaver Trust Property Acquisition and the Five Parcels Annexation was called to order by Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr.
Councilmembers in attendance were, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn and Mark Hinkle.
Kristin Aleshire described the Gaver Trust Property Acquisition as a small half (1/2) acre parcel that could be used for a town greenway trail as connector from Ashley neighbourhood to Doub’s Meadow Park.  We have received State POS Funds of $47,500 to acquire this property with the owners agreeing on that price.  The original market price was $70,000.00 to $75,000.00.  The contract has been signed by the property owners and is in hand.
Brandon Boldyga added that there are five (5) portions of parcel that the Town has expressed interest in bringing to Town.  Shank Family Farm, remainder of water parcels, portions of I-70 and the Wisner property.  This will not have impact for the Town.  It will bring a total of 27.763 acres into town.
Since there was no questions or comments from the public, the Public Hearing was closed.

The regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Mark Hinkle along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga. 
August minutes were not sent out therefore they will be approved at the October meeting.
Trash removal bids – We received four (4) bids which were opened and read by Kristin Aleshire.
They were for a three (3) year contract.  

Key Sanitation-  $4,210.92 monthly with a discount of $210.92 a month making the monthly price of $4,000.00
Apple Valley Waste- Year 1-$62,495; Year 2-$63,995; Year 3-$64,995
Waste Management- $8.61 per month for each unit.
Republic Services-$12.70 per unit per month

Staff Reports:

Treasurer Report: 
In Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle absence, the treasurer’s report was previously distributed.  A copy is on file for public review.  Mayor Creadick asked everyone to go over the report and if you had any questions to let Ray know.

Deputy Report:
In the Town resident Deputy Sheriff Ken Olander absence, the Deputy Report was previously distributed.  A copy of this report is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Planning and Zoning report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· Meadowridge Knoll activity has been quite.  Preliminary plans were voted on and approved.
· Saber Ridge business as usual.  Three (3) new permits has been issued.  They are more than half way finished.
· DTI – working on water line.  Assuming we will get wastewater bid packet soon.
· Administrative side – Met with Ventrie Court property owners.  Alban seems to be interested but didn’t show up to the meeting.  Willard and Crown gas station are a yes.  Need to see if Breen’s Property Management and Middletown Valley Bank are interested.  Mayor and Council suggested to let everyone be aware on what is there and that the opportunity may not be cheaper if you decide later on to come online.
· Approached Mrs Harshman’s property on Monument Road about connection to Grindstone in the future with Quail Run using POS funds.  They said that are okay to sale.  After they figured up the value of $1,000.00 for a twenty (20) strip, they decided to gift the property to the Town for an easement.  That would leave the opportunity to annex the park into Town.  Final answer to come.
· Spoke with Bob Martin about entertaining the idea of selling property to connect to Ashley.  Appraisal is currently being done.

MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Recently the Town has received complaints from Canada Hill residents about taste and odor in their water.  Discussion was held on several ways to correct this.

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Control Systems is the provider for our handling of the air conditions and heating source of the building.  They have provided us with a quote to do an annual contract.  Now we just call when needed.  Asked Frederick County for joint approach, but they had no interest.  Quote for the Town Hall is $3,200.00 a year.  Kristin recommended that it will be money well spent.  We have already had to replace the community room ceiling panels.  Again Kristin recommended that we go into the contact with them.  They will be doing the fall building maintenance which is budgeted in.  Mayor and Council agreed to go with the contract.
· Comcast – will be doing a follow up per Mayo rand Council request.  Have not received anything from them yet.
· Trolley Park – attempted to go through the process.  Without an idea on what to hand out, it didn’t seem to be right process.  Went to Arro with a basic plan.  This will not be done until Spring.  Soccer project will also not be done before Spring for we will need to go back to MDE.
· Update on Comcast, PE Pole Tax – will bill directly to Verizon, Comcast and First Energy.  If no pay, then we will involve John Clapp.

Committee Reports:

Park and Recreation:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Harvest Fest will be held on October 3, 2015, starting with Lions Club breakfast, Yard Sales, Fire Department Open House and from 10AM-2:30PM fun at the park.  Volunteers are needed.
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 5, 2015.
· Snowmen will be put up after Thanksgiving

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· On Sundays will be walking around town for National Preparedness.
· Government Channel 99 is up and running.  It was installed at no cost to the Town including the TV.

Budget Committee:
Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· CIP – replacement of storm water pond fence.  Kristin has been looking into several companies about replacing the fence.
· Street maintenance overlay of Church Hill Road.
· Wash out at the Canada Hill tot lot will be taken care of.

Councilmember Mark Hinkle arrived to the meeting.

Unfinished Business:

Annexation Resolution Five (5) Parcels – Kristin Aleshire read the Resolution.
A motion to approve as presented as made by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 3-0.

Gaver Property POS Acquisition – Ordinance – Kristin Aleshire read the Ordinance.
It was noted that this property is being bought with POS funds.  There was no tax money was used from the residence to buy this property.
A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0.

New Business:

AK-JK Annexation Petition – Mayor and Council expect them to move forward into Planning Commission for evaluation.  This is for 4.492 acres at the Crown Gas Station.   It is zoned General Commercial.  They will pay for all annexation cost and fees.  Owner is willing to pay for the steps that is necessary to connect to water.  After a brief discussion the Council referred it to the Planning Commission.

A Town resident sent a letter to the Mayor and Council requesting them to be allowed to make water/sewer payments.  Would to do this until the end of December until the arrears are caught up.
Discussion was held on the Ordinance that is currently in place for water/sewer billing payment.  Kristin was given direction on how to handle this.

Trash bid – After going over the bids and some discussion a decision was made.
A motion was made that we accept Key Sanitation as our provider for the next three (3) year contact term by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.

Correspondence:

Myersville-Wellsville Area Historical Society Donation – The Historical Society send a letter requesting $2,500.00 - $3,000.00 donation.  After looking at the budget for FY16 it was determined that they could only offer a $500.00 donation at this time.




Public Comments:
Roger Wilson, Director of Frederick County Executive Office – Government Affairs & Public Policy Director stated that it was a pleasure seeing Kristin at the MML meeting that was well attended.
He asked the Mayor and Council if they had any questions or anything for him.  After a brief discussion he thanked the Mayor and Council for all that they have been doing.  If they ever have anything that he can do for them, to just get in contact with him.

August 15-16, 2015 was the Survivor Expo that went really well.  All feedback has been great.  Thanks to Frederick County for coming in and taking care of the Wi-Fi.  The only issue that they may have had was parking.

September 10, 2015 – Economic and Development planning meeting.

September 10, 2015 – Mayor will attend executive meeting which will be on tax equity.  Any legislative issues let the mayor know.

A promising meeting was held with Darrell Batson about a Myersville Library.  Looking at a 5,000 square feet facility.  We already have the site ready.  Looking at a 4-5-year time frame.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle for adjournment and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.
