Monthly Meeting Minutes

The Mayor and Council monthly meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne Creadick along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Melissa Murphy.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  
Motion was made to accept the March 10, 2015 minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried. 5-0.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Mayor Creadick read the following announcement:  In accordance with the provisions of the State Open Meetings Act, I will be seeking a motion by Council to convene an Executive Session at the conclusion of the Public Comment Period of the Agenda for the purpose of consulting with staff and/or legal counsel regarding litigation.

Motion was so moved by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0

Deputy Report:
Town resident Deputy Sheriff Ken Olander presented his report.  A copy of this report is on file for public review.

Planning & Zoning:
Planning and Zoning report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· DTI- will be addressed under unfinished business.
· Meadowridge Knoll – Plans has been submitted.  It has been 10 years since they were first submitted.  They will be reviewed by the County.  They will be required to do an APFO test.
· Administration is working on the Comp Plan.  They will be addressing sections 4-6.
· Had an appraisal done on Poplar Street land.  Two sufficiently different appraisals were received.
· Staff is to meet with Jim Google to discuss if the town can have more input with growth boundary.  Since it has respect to town streets, sidewalks, etc.
· Doubs Mead Park pavilion has passed it final inspection.
· Talked about Green Community Stability.
· Website – continue working on the Mayor & Council side.  Will be doing a group picture instead of individual.
· Testing out new digital recorder during the meeting.


MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Kristin Aleshire reported that one big item for March, it was noted as the heaviest I & I since relocation of the line.  Last project of I & I is manholes.
Town Manager Report:
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Relayed to Mayor and Council a dog bite report that happened on Main Street.
· April 30, 2015 invite to meet/chat Frederick County Council
· Reports of discoloration with the lines on Main Street. Due to a line break that disturbed Terrace of South Mountain and the 300 block of Main Street.
· Flushing of the hydrants will be April 21, 2015
· Our custodian will not be doing Doubs Park this year.  We have two (2) options:
1) A member from baseball has interest in the position.  They would be close the restroom facilities and open them on the weekends.  
                           Or;
2) Option for auto times on the doors.  Cost would be $1,200 per door.  It would be hard wire or battery which you would program with software.
After some short discussion it was decided that it would be better to have a human being to do the job.
· Sewer trunk line project is completed.  FEMA/NEMA will be doing the process of repayment of this project.

Committee Reports:

Park and Recreation Committee:
Report was given by Councilmember Mark Flynn.
· Lions breakfast sponsored Easter activities was well attended
· Kids to Park Day May 17, 2015
· National Night Out August 4, 2015.  Will be asking if Frederick County Sheriff Department to help out.
· Harvest Fest is October 3, 2015
· Snowmen event will start November 28, 2015
· Christmas in Myersville will be held December 5, 2015.
· April 30, 2015 will be there next meeting.

Public Relations Committee:
Report was given by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr.
· Sending out a mailer.   Mayor Creadick will also be going door to door.
· Attended DTI presentation.  Found it very informative though it was a different format.  Talked to DTI about forming an advisory committee, where you can communicate between DTI and the Advisory Committee.  DTI over turned the decision.  Mayor suggested that away you could communicate through email or phone.  He will continue to pursue this.  
· Historical Society will be meeting April 22, 2015 at 7PM.
· Budget CIP meeting will be held on April 20, 2015 at 7PM.
· Yard waste is in process for every Wednesday until November and bulk pick up will held on April 24, 2015.
· Upgrade to website contest.  Talked to the web host and the cost would be around $1,300.00 bare minimum.  It would come with more stuff and capability. Would like to change to .gov for the cost of $300.00.

Public Facilities Committee:
This committee will be meeting before the May workshop.

Unfinished Business:

DTI Water Line Extension & Hydrant – John Clapp, Town Attorney is giving staff direction.  Mr. Clapp will do a contract or; DTI will do contract or be billed for the service.  It was decided to let Mr. Clapp do the contract and to make sure that everything that we need is put into the contract.  Short discussion was held.

Recreational Facilities Rules – Ordinance – This was reviewed by Town Attorney, John Clapp and revised.

A motion was made to accept by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

New Business:

Main Street Speed Camera Program – Met with vendor to provide us with numbers.  Outline state codes needs to be aware of.  Resident Deputy will need to get approval to see if it is in there contract if deemed to move forward.  Will need to do a traffic count from 6AM to 8PM, where they will lay down 2 strips.  There are unknowns of time and speed will work for count result.  There is 3-6 month paperwork for signage, posting and warnings are issued.  They can always take the camera out and move it to another area. If we don’t sign a 2-3 year contract then we have the option to go month to month.  After some lengthy discussion Kristin was given directions to move forward.

Cross Control Connection Policy – This was referred to the Town by MES Supervisor, Bob Barnhart.  MDE gave this to MES.

Motion was made to approve by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Trolley Parkland Acquisition-Ordinance – Motion that we accept motion to introduce Trolley Parkland by Mark Flynn and second by Melissa Murphy.  Motion carried 5-0.

Discussion was held on the design…what we want and may not want.  It was agreed upon by all to take out the fountain and that a place was needed to put the Christmas tree.

Town resident was out of town when a broken pipe occurs at their residence.  The repair work was done by their son.  A letter was received to get a break on their sewer side of the bill.  This will be followed up by Town procedures.

Municipal elision Robert Wilson was present.  He stated that he is open to any problems that we may have and that he will help in any way to try and fix them.  All input that he gets will be taken back to the County Office.  Mayor Creadick talked to him about the possibility of getting a library in Myersville.

Public Comment:

Davie Reese, Main Street resident talked about his concern on traffic control on Main Street.

Judy Zeck talked about the Myersville – Middletown Lions Club Charity Golf Tournament.  She asked if the Mayor and Council would be a Gold Sponsor again this year.

Move that we sponsor the Lions Club in their sponsorship by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Hinkle.
Motion carried 5-0.

Speed bumps were talked about on Harp Place. It was agreed upon on getting cost on a more permanent solution.
