August 13, 2013

Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Creadick along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge and Mark Flynn along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  Councilmember’s Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle were absent.

The July minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.

Boards and Commission Appointments:
Richard McQuarrie was appointed to the Parks and Recreation Committee.  He was sworn in by Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr.

Mayor Creadick welcomed the Daughters of the American Revolution.  Anna Peterson Chairman of the Frederick Chapter of the National Society Daughters of the American Revolution spoke about Constitution Week.  Mayor Creadick then read the Constitution Week Proclamation and presented Ms. Peterson with the proclamation. 
Mayor Creadick announced that in accordance with the provision of the State Open Meetings Act, I will be seeking a motion by Council to convene an Executive Session at the conclusion of the Public Comment Period of the Agenda for the purpose of consulting with staff regarding litigation.

Staff Reports
Treasurer’s Report:   In Ray Hinkle’s absence the Treasurer’s reports were distributed and Council was to review and if they had any question to refer them to Ray. A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.

Deputy’s Report:  Deputy Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for the public to review.  Deputy Harris was asked to check with the new principal at school about the current parking issues before and after school.
Planning and Zoning Report: 
Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:

· Planning Commission met and talked about the signage ordinance.

· Quail Run and DTI issues were disused at their monthly meeting.

· Saber Ridge is seeking water preparation and they are in connections with MDE.  They had formally required an extension for the preliminary period.  Brad suggested an extension.

· Quail Run’s sediment erosions plans needs to signed off as well as water treatment plant plans.  Quail Run is making progress through this progress. Hoping that next year dirt will be able to be moved.  Water treatment plant plans has gone out for bid.

· Guenther property – property owners has moved.  Meantime we are putting their plans on the back burner.  
· Solorize will be coming to a close soon.  54 homes in Frederick County has gotten the bulk purchase discount lease on their purchase.

Parks and Recreations Committee Report:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:

· Myersville night out will held on August 13, 2013 at 6:00PM at Doub’s Meadow Park.  Please come and meet each other. There will be food, movie and a car show.

· Harvest Festival are still in the works.

· Snowmen will be coming out in the winter.  They are thinking about adding 30 more to the list.

· They are working on a public Lans day.  

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Monthly Water and Sewer Report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· CIP for water and sewer doesn’t include the backup pump
· Fuel tank replacement work has been completed.

· Dissolve oxygen will be done next summer.

· Water treatment plant wall will need attention.  This can be put into the program for next year.

· Myersville has been nominated/selected as the best geocashers.

· Solar Farm discussion was held and once we are locked in Kristin will informed everyone.

· Received letter from MJBL – they express concern to the town’s consideration of the use of the fields due to weather conditions.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan – Moving through process with agencies.  Next step would like to schedule two (2) meetings that are public oriented. Council agreed on September 4, 2013 Workshop and for October 15, 2013 with the Planning Commission on the 3rd Tuesday of the month.

Municipal Solar Energy Farm Concept – Met with vendor.  When and where would it produce enough electric to offset the town.  Looked at Ashley and there were concerns from the vendor due to slops, flood plains and direction of the land.  At this time Middletown is considering this endeavor as well.  This would be a return on investment but would not be to tax return. Need to get more details and information from the vendor at this time.

Signage Regulation Ordinance – Brad Dyjak gave a overview of the ordinance.  The repeal is to replace ordinance section 165-17.  Revised wording to this ordinance.  Amend signage code for introduction nonprofit sign to utilize on the premises from 6A – 8PM with one certain message that would stay the same throughout the night.  
Mayor Creadick read the ordinance.  A motion was made to introduce as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 3 for and 0 against 2 absent.

New Business:
Doub’s Trail Overlook Deck Bid – Kristin stated that he has gotten the bids in and one has a roof and the other bid does not.  This would be located on the upper edge of the trail so that you could over look the park.  It was suggested that he take the bid out again to the bidders on the changes that the Mayor and Council requested.
Myersville Municipal Charter Update – Everyone is to look through the charter and come back at the next workshop with changes.

Cathy Vaughn (Kline Co) Audit Services – Cathy Vaughn remains our audit firm since the passing of Pat Kline.  

Public Comments:
Ike Wilson, reporter from Frederick News Post gave a tribune to Brad Dyjak for his work with the Town.  Brad’s last day with the Town was August 16, 2013.

Kristin stated that due to Ed Crutchley being on sick leave that we have had our town contractor do the weeding.
