Town Regular Meeting 

Public Hearing

The Public Hearing for Water and Sewer Ordinance 154-10 Appendix F was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. Councilmember’s in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, and Mark Flynn along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak, and Town Manager Kristin Aleshire.  Councilmember’s Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle were absent.

It was announced that since the Delegation is in session our representatives that were to be present will be rescheduled for the October’s meeting.

Mayor Creadick announced that an Executive session will follow the Public Hearing before the regular Town Meeting.  When we go back into session Item #4 on the agenda will be moved to the top.

Water and Sewer Ordinance 154-10 Appendix F – Mayor Creadick stated an analysis was done on how the Town was doing with delinquent water and sewer accounts.   There are two (2) large changes being done to Chapter 154-10 Appendix F.  The late fee charge for every 30 days of 1.5% is going to change to 10% every 30 days starting October 1, 2012.  Allowance for two (2) quarters behind for disconnection will go from 90 days to 75 days therefore after 75 days the properties will be posted. 
A motion was made to close the public hearing by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0.

Executive Session

Mayor Creadick then asked for motion to move into Executive Session.  Motion so moved by Mark Flynn and Second by Mark Hinkle.

Mayor and Councilmember’s went into Executive Session to consult with legal and bond counsel regarding the pending bond resolution.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn to close the Executive Session.

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made to accept the July Minutes as presented by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Hinkle.

Treasurer Report:

Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle. A copy is on file for public to review.

Deputy’s Report:

Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public to review.

Item #4 - 2012 Bond Refinance Issuance Rate – Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire stated that the Town has reviewed eighteen (18) entities and only one responded.  This information was provided with Davenport’s reports for review at the workshop in August. 
Sam Ketterman proposed Sun Trust Bank.  The proposal is good.  A 20 year term at 9.91% rate benefits prepay anytime without penalty.  Refunding lock in saving would break even at a rate of 9.34%. Higher rates can always be refunded.  Transaction 20 bases lower than First United Bank.  He recommended to accepting the proposal from Sun Trust Bank.

Lindsey Rader of Funk and Bolton PA  - 1.3 billion tax exempt and the Mayor can reduce the limit.  Interest 1.9% First 10 years 2.6 first 10 years taxable rate.  June 1, 2022 state has the option to set interest rate or the Town of Myersville to pay back to town reset bond.  You can put up option P/I rate pay Sun Trust interest of bond or find an entity to pay off subsequent to pay bond.  You have 90 days to make a decision.  This could be done by resolution.
For tax exempt the bond qualified for the 501-3C bond.  

Town to issue 10 million on a calendar year not fiscal year.  File post closing on November 18th, 2012.

Kristin Aleshire stated to first understand that these are two (2) separate items.
Lindsey said to put it all on one resolution.

Kristin added that the language is Davenport’s language on page 11.  Lindsey added that no matter where you put it, it will be earning something.  Kristin added that one document 148 C does include the language that the town will enter into.

For the Bond you need to spend 85% of proceeding in three (3) years.  When you hit the three (3) year mark make sure you reduce accordingly, if you agreed to go with that company.

Mayor Creadick stated that the streets needs to be repaired if not done in three (3) year it would be disappointing.

Kristin asked how funding would fit in a six (6) year outlook?  Kristin plugged the amount into both General Fund and Enterprise Fund. He did plug in funds for a six (6) year period to demonstrate what the fund would have, which accounted for the street repairs.

Mayor Creadick summarized that we still have trolley ties under the road and this would be an opportunity to hold a Public Hearing with the folks along that stretch.  Other financial obligation we have preceded with the project expected costs.  It would be less than what was seen in the past.  Obtain we move forward on the Main Street repair.  CDA loans, First United Bank loans end up saving approximately $294,000.00.  Other entities are trying to reduce debt as well.  We will be receiving new bond up to $1.3 million at 1.91% interest rate.  Ten (10) year period $730,000.00 remaining and saving $294,000 in refinancing at current 29 basis lower.  Extending longer payment is more reasonable.  We will need to address the public concerns.  We are hoping to get it done for a lot less.  He added that he feels that we are at a good point.  We had a Public Hearing on it.  Everyone on Council seems to be on board with it.
Mayor Creadick asked for questions and there wasn’t any.  He then read the Resolution.

A motion was made to accept and approve Resolution 2012-01 by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 3 -0 for: Mark Hinkle, Mark Flynn and Mark Etheridge.  Absent were Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle.

Planning & Zoning Report:

Town Planner Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· Sunoco is getting closer to their expansion and should be in operation by November.

· Update on trying to get the County out to visit our local business.  September 28, 2012 will try to meet with Myersville business.

· Speed humps – primarily looked at items and their cost at this point.  Cost will be in the budget for street maintenance fund.  There are rubberized humps 100% recyclable.  Cost for one (1) section is close to $500.00 to $800.00 which includes signage.  These are self installed.   One portable section is 2-3 inches in height and it carries anywhere from 2-15 years warranty.  Discussion was held and it was suggested that they lower the speed limit.

A motion was made that we purchase two (2) speed humps to calm traffic and not to exceed $2,000.00 by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0.

A motion was also made to lower speed limit to 15 MPH on Harp Place by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  3-0 

Water Source Protection Report:

Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the water source protection report.  A copy of this report is on file.

Open Space Report:
Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager announced that the funding has been approved to purpose the Harp Property.

· Doubs Meadow Park has been cleared of weeds and the entrance gate is to be removed.  Resealing of the basketball court will take place soon.
· Canada Hill Tot Lot has been cleared of weeds.

· Grindstone Run Park fence rails have been replaced and trash has been picked up.

Park and Recreation Committee Report:

Park and Recreation Committee Report were given by Town Councilman Mark Flynn.

· Meeting will be held on July 26, 2012.  Meetings are held on the 4th Thursday of the month at 7PM.
· Volunteer banquet will be held on September 9, 2012 at 6PM at the Myersville Gun Club.
· Trolley Festival has been cancelled.  Trolley Festival committee along with Parks and Recreation are planning an event for October 20, 2012.

· National Night Out held on August 7, 2012 was well attended.  

Unfinished Business:

Quail Run Property – Draft PWA – The draft PWA has been received and a meeting is scheduled for August 29, 2012.
Dominion Transmission – Site Master Plan – Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager stated that they are following up on the hearing.  There two (2) things that staff need.
1) Vote on minutes

2) Draft funding and decision.  Council was asked to look over the information.

Mark Etheridge asked about changing consistent/inconsistent.  Brad will be working on that.

Saber Ridge Well Analysis Report – Looking for reopening the dialog.  Staff has gotten as far as they can with the developer.  This includes legal counsel that all codes are met.  

In attendance at the meeting was Tucker Moorshead, Bill Yauss which represented Drees and John Clapp, Town Attorney.

Discussion was held on how they were going to bring water into Saber Ridge to complete their building of houses.
Mark Etheridge stated that he had a couple of questions related to the provision for failure lots across Route 40.  If they get hooked in and what is Saber Ridge entirety?  If they fail then it comes back to the town.

Brad Dyjak, Town Planner added with regard to Drees they have their signed agreement and can come to an agreement.  Drees LLC in any event will keep Saber Ridge the PWA will be accomplished and everything will be documented.
Mark Etheridge added that the document is two (2) years old and will they be left without resolution?
Clay Martz stated that Drees would step in as Saber Ridge. Brad Dyjak added that it will be left in Saber Ridge LLC.  

Mark Etheridge asked about taps reservations.  Holding for 25 years-10 years before paying for them.  The developer for Stroups is another development that will be coming in what happens to those taps?

Mr. Martz stated that those taps goes with the land and couldn’t be given to anyone else.  Brad Dyjak added that according to the ordinance it remains with the property regardless of ownership.  Mark Etheridge added that it needs to be clarified.  Mr. Martz added that he would like for it to stay with the property owner.

Mark Etheridge asked about the sketch plan.  Mr. Martz stated that the sketch was discussed with the Engineer and Brad to get the sketch plan for how many lots and taps.  Brad said to clarify – sketch plan is for 17 to 21 lots.  Mr. Stroups yield 23 lots but only approved for 17 lots.  Sketch plan as Mr. Martz under subdivision code plan for lots. A lot of unknowns during this time period.  They then gave it us in writing.  Mark Etheridge added that the agreement for both parties agreed upon not losing liability to codes.  Both parties agreed to abide.  Not hold for 25 years as long as considered to code.
John Clapp stated section 154-8 read that the Town funds themselves water just scarce then allocated to development allocation 2 years.  This was discussed and gave reasonable interpretation.

Discussion was then held on easements and access to them. 

Well monitoring was discussed.  Kristin Aleshire stated that Saber Ridge will exhaust the process on wells before coming to town.  Brad Dyjak quickly added that they will drill or move them.  So it can be used as a domestic well Saber Ridge from Catoctin Meadows.  Mr. Martz said that he has five (5) buildable lots which are 5 acres each.  Mr. Clapp added that some language that the Town will not be responsible for when Drees is gone in 25 years.  Kristin Aleshire commented about payment for tap allocation.  Section of town code stated that property owner purchases tap will be triggered after 1 year purchase.  It is twofold – entity purchases 25 taps and one (1) year from now will have to pay every quarter.  Brad Dyjak added that you don’t sign tap to building stage.  Mayor Creadick asked what fee they pay at that time.  Brad Dyjak answered that per code pay minimum for quarterly charge which is consistent with the PWA.  John Clapp added that with new reservation- contractual – when they are ready to be used as soon as they are there.  Allocation is based upon needs to allocate to.  Mayor Creadick added that the wild card is what comfort do we have.  MDE comes back 5-10 years and throws us a curve.  Then the town is at lost.  Tucker Moorhead added that he thinks MDE scrutinize this well more than others.  Mayor Creadick said to make sure population is served.  Feels that MDE will tell us we need to take care of.  Where do we go from here?  Mr. Clapp stated that the language seems to be the issue.  A thought is you go through and make revisions.  Saber Ridge will be applicant for allocations.  Mr. Moorhead said it goes by whose name is on the permit.  Mr. Clapp stated that we make changes and run them by Kristin Aleshire and Brad Dyjak.  Mark Etheridge added research the code and make modifications for when the clock starts for payment.  Mr. Clapp said that they will look at 154-8. Mayor Creadick said that once we get thing rewritten we can have a workshop to discuss it.

A motion was made that Mark Hinkle continue to be Mayor Vice President for his term in office. by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion 2-0 with 1 abstained (Mark Hinkle).  Mayor Creadick approved the motion.

Executive Session

A motion was made to enter into Executive Session to discuss a pending legal mater.
A motion was made to close the Executive Session with no action and resume the regular meeting. 

A motion was then made to adjourn the meeting.
