The regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Creadick announced that in accordance with the provisions of the State Open Meetings Act, he would be seeking a motion by Council to convene an Executive Session at the conclusion of the Public Comment Period of the Agenda for the purpose of personnel action.
Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga. 
A motion to approve the October and November minutes was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0
Public Presentations:
Frederick County Library – Shelia McDuff spoke to the Mayor and Council about a Myersville Branch library. The submission for the Myersville facility would be FY18 and the construction would start FY19. It will be a 6,000 square feet facility.  
Mountain Valley Baseball – A discussion with the group was held with Kristin Aleshire and Brandon Boldyga.  They wanted to know what kind of building can be done such as fencing, lighting, etc. in the flood plain or can anything be built at all?  Would like to run it by others to see if it can be done and if so can it be a fundable item.   A level of understanding needs to be met such as do we want lights up late at nights and who would open up/close the park, what extra costs comes with this.  It was decided to talk it over with baseball at the January workshop.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Following report was given by Brandon Boldyga
· Water line extension plans were sent to the County.  Planning Commission has them.  County has conditional approval on them.  Bid package should be ready by early spring.
· There has been no permits issued at this time.
 
MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent. Kristin reviewed the report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Town Manager Report:
Following report was given by Kristin Aleshire
· Received an email about the Appalachian Trail Parcel 115.  DNR is looking into it for an easement.  The access dirt road touches our southwestern area then goes up south.  Waiting to hear back from DNR.
· Frederick County had meeting which we provided a copy of the Resolution.  We will know more when we hear back from the County.
· Water line extension. We had to re-up with FEMA on a conclusion that we had to provide one new mitigation which we included.
· Church Hill Road is being paved.  We have five (5) other spots in town that needs attention.  
· Audit has been submitted and presentation will be held at the January meeting.
· Bids are ready.  First meeting will be held in February.

Park and Recreation Commission:
Following report was given by Mark Flynn
· Lions Club Breakfast was held on December 5th
· Tree lighting and parade was well attended.
· MVFC Christmas breakfast with Santa will be held on December 19th.
· The snowmen are up along town’s section of Main Street.
· Park and Rec are currently in need of a Vice President

Public Relations Committee:

· Reached out to Eric Appel about the use of the Municipal Center use.

Unfinished Business:

AK-JK Annexation Petition – Brandon Boldyga stated that the hearing was held earlier for Resolution.  This would bring in real property into the Town of Myersville, Crown station at Route 17 and Milt Summers Road for water and sewer.  This would also include Middletown Valley Bank as well.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle to approve and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Trolley Park RFQ Proposal – Kristin Aleshire gave a background on the project. RFQ concept that went out for request for qualification Concept Trolley Park to include eight (8) local landscape companies that fit the procedures.  Only one (1) request came in and it was one that we did not solicit to.  It was responded in a matter to be RFP.  It included rep with qualification as team member, but no level of response that we were looking for.  $73,000.00 to accomplish the project.  Our goal is to get qualification from entities to get us quality.  In order to get what we are looking for we are going RFP for bid process.

Myersville Community Library Project – The Library will be built on Harp Place. The date that we are going for is 2019. The theme will be working around the Trolley Heritage.  Building size and hours of operations were discussed.  $125,000.00 will be waived for demo.  We will have to pay for the cost of fiber network extension. Kristin spoke to Mrs. Easterday about the trolley and she was very appreciative that someone spoke to her, but she did not want to talk about it at this time.  

New Business:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tree-land Foundation Property Acquisition – Kristin Aleshire explained the location of the property.  We already own eighteen (18) acres of the wooded area.  Two (2) appraisals were received and they were a lot closer than usual - $220,000 & $200,000.  This is located right off of Route 17 and Main Street.  This property would be great for trails.  A recommendation was made to do the annexation of our portion into the Town, then complete the sale.  The master plan for open space and trails will be complete. Only a few pieces are left to complete the trail system.
