Monthly Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM

The Mayor and Council monthly meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne Creadick along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Melissa Murphy.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  
Motion was made to accept the January 13, 2015 minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried. 4-0.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Ken Olander gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.
MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water and Sewer Report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Town Manager Report:
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Received a call from a property owner to express concerns of water bill for their house that is inhabitable. During this period of time they do not want to be charged as long as the water is cut off. We currently have an ordinance in place; however this was heavily discussed for different water cut off issues.
· SHA will be removing the scenic by way trail sign.  A new Route 40 road sign will be installed.
· Spoke to town resident about a handrail issue on private property.  The town will not install this for them.
· It was announced that Councilmember William Bottoms resigned.  A replacement is needed.  Kristin read the charter and will get the process going.  Those that are interested will speak at the March Workshop.  A decision will then be made at the March Town Meeting.  
· A request came in for use of the access of the mountain road that the Town uses to get to the springs.  This request is for them to use to get to their parcel of land.  The request was denied by the Council.
· Approval has been given to Arrow to the inspections on the sewer trunk line service repairs.  A bridge has been installed to cross the creek for these repairs.





Planning Commission Report:
Planning Commission Report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· Quail Run wells allocated to 27,000 gallons per day.  What will we do if the development doesn’t come in?  Not sure what will become of the wells if development doesn’t go. 
· Farmers Market – Vendors will need to contact the Health Department on their own.  Regulations are given per each vendor situations. Mostly everyone that is involved with the Farmers Market has already received their permits.  Kristin will look into LGIT about coverage.  This year’s Farmers Market will be a one-time event.  Then we will see about next year for time and how long it will run.
· Website has been made more mobile friendly.  Working on getting payment online established.

Park and Recreations Committee:
Councilman Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· The annual community meeting was well attended.
· Several event dates were planned.  March 28, 2015 will be Egg Hunt, August 4 will be Myersville Night Out, September 19, 2015 will be the Harvest Festival, and December 5, 2015 will be Christmas in Myersville.
· A mass mailing will be made just looking for a date to do so.
· Myersville Park and Recreation now has their now facebook page.

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· Finalized the open vacancy.
· Talked about the website…to physically register with ability to be able to do mass emails to town residents.
· Talked about postcard mailer.
· Talked about exploring the opportunity for outreach.
· Will be meeting the 3rd Tuesday with Planning Commission.

Public Facilities Committee:
It was announced that Councilmember Melissa Murphy will be taking Mr. Bottoms place on the Public Facilities Committee.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Project Funding Summary – Kristin Aleshire went over the break down on the project. At this time they have the punch list and inspections and repairs needs to be taken care of.

Doubs Meadow Park Pavilion Heating System – We received two (2) quotes for heating and cooling system that is be installed at the Doub’s Meadow Park pavilion maintenance area. The previous system was installed several years ago with a MEA grant.  The unit has experienced significant insect and rodent infestation which literally rendered the unit inoperable. The quotes received were:
Middletown Valley Heating and Cooling – York 13.5 Seer - $6,650.00 – 10yr/2yr
Frederick Air Heating and Air Conditioning – Bryant 13 Seer - $10,150 – 5yr/2yr
A motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we go with Middletown Valley unit at $6,650.00.  Motion was second by Melissa Murphy.  Motion carried 4-0.

Arro PSA – Church Hill Estates Sewer – $9,500.00 is what Arro is requesting to do the engineering on this project.  Kristin explained that this item was not budgeted in for FY15.  At this point the bar screen for MES is a priority.  The numbers just doesn’t work at this time.  Mayor Creadick asked if this can be factored into next year’s budget.  Kristin stated that it could be factored in.
Mark Etheridge stated that it is a good idea but funding isn’t feasible at this time.  Brandon added that there 23 properties; 5 un-illegible; 12 that want in; 4 no’s and 4 or 5 that has not responded. Mayor Creadick added that we will watch and hope funding will come available

Myersville Municipal Center Roof Repair – Over the course of last several winters the snowbird and spouting of the MMC has sustained some damage over various parts.  This appears to be in part the result of inadequate installation of snowbirds along roof system to control heavy precipitation in winter, which has led to failure of the snowbird track to remain in place and overwhelmed spouting during periods of extended thaw and freeze.  It appears the single snow bird track installed used inadequate size and number of clips and did not extend full length of roof.

The Fire Company Building Maintenance Committee has contacted five (5) vendors which included the original installer.  Three (3) of the five (5) vendors declined to provide estimate.  The remaining two (2) provided the following estimates:
Roy C. Kline Contractors (original contractor) $42,928.00
PJ’s Roofing $15,925.00.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kristin spoke with the fire company spoke person and the parties came to an agreement for repairs.

Kristin asked the Council if 1) they want to proceed and 2) what percentage will the town figure to pay.

Yes, the Council would like to proceed and they will pay for the 40% of the cost.  They would like to go with the lower bid.

A motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we recommend the Fire Company to go with the lower bid for the 60/40 split, if it does not need to enter into further discussion.  Motion second by Mark Flynn and passed 3-0 with Mark Hinkle abstaining.

Public Comments:

David Reese, Main Street resident had concerns for the construction of Main Street.  Kristin had previously discussed that Folin would be back for concrete repairs.  His other concern was about the speeding on Main Street.  There is nowhere to sit or use a radar detector. He suggested that the town look into a speed camera.

Ted Cady, Flintridge Drive resident brought in a variety of information that he read on safety, communication with public services.  Emergency plans by Federal government.  Kristin told him that he will check with the Frederick County Communications to see if it has been filed.  Mr. Cady asked about the local code request that was submitted in December 2014.  Councilmember Mark Etheridge responded that there was a mass interpretation. We (town) draft appropriate codes/ordinances for the approach and between now and next meeting to see if they be done.

A bid was received from Jamie Remsburg for repairs at Fox Rock and Ashley Way.  This will take care of the damage that was done from the Main Street project.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle to adjourn the meeting followed by a second from Melissa Murphy.
