February 12, 2013
Mayor & Council Regular Meeting Minutes

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle along with, Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manager Kristin Aleshire.  Mayor Creadick also acknowledged the attendance of David Dunn, Liaison to the Board of County Commissioners and John Clapp, Town Attorney.  

Mayor Creadick announced that he would be seeking a motion to enter into executive session to consult with legal counsel at the conclusion of the agenda.  

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS:
1. Committee Appointment – Mayor Creadick announced his appointment of Mr. David Sexton, Sr. to the final vacancy on the to-be-merged Public Facilities Committee.  Mr. Sexton’s appointment was confirmed by unanimous consent for a three-year term effective retroactively from January 1, 2013 – December 31, 2015.  Mayor Creadick then officially administered the Oath of Office to Mr. Sexton.

2. Source Water Protection Plan – Mr. Harvey Cohen, consultant with S.S. Papadopulas & Associates presented the draft report for M&C review.   
· Recommend including a fixed-radius in Wellhead Protection Ordinance zones
· Contingency Plan
· Potential contaminants 
· GIS mapping of resources and Source Water A A
· Physical wellheads
· Public participation and awareness and Public Facilities Committee

Staff will coordinate with Mr. Cohen on proposed revisions to be implemented for the March M&C meeting.

3. Public Facilities Committee Resolution – Based upon a staff recommendation at the January meeting and per M&C direction, Resolution #13-01 was presented to merge the functions and membership of the existing Public Works and Water & Sewer committees into the Public Works Committee.

Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public to review.

3. Planning & Zoning Report:
Town Planner Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· Planning Commission met and discussed several text amendments and approved extension of Saber Ridge preliminary plat until October 2013.  
· Mr. Dyjak continued coordination with the Villages of Urbana and County on the Solarize Frederick County program.  Requests for Proposal are to be issued Wednesday with deadlines for photovitalic and thermal systems proposals March 12th.   
· Mr. Dyjak presented the Annual Report and reviewed several highlights.

4. Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water Source Protection Report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Mr. Barnhart indicated that Myersville received approximately 8 inches of rain in January resulting in inflow and infiltration to increase slightly from December.
It was also noted that MES has contracted with an engineering firm to review internal components of the plant.  MES will submit its FY 14 budget request within the next month.

5. Town Manager Report:
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire provided the following updates:
· CBM will attend March M&C workshop to address networking and e-mail issues
· Sewer trunk line repairs are ongoing
· Received confirmation from State that Town is fully exempt from State Ethics Law, although M&C were interested in adopting some nominal provisions.
· The Maryland Department of the Environment issued a Bay Restoration Fee partial exemption policy for financially aggrieved residents.
· Highway User Revenue for Town anticipated to total $40,000 (increased from current $14,000), however this may be contingent upon the extension of the sales tax to gasoline purchases.
· Maryland Municipal League Updates:
· Speed Camera legislation review
· Open Meetings Act changes 
· Bottle deposit legislation
· Staff was informed of Maryland Energy Administration’s Smart Communities program, although staff declined to participate as this was clearly targeting large cities and counties to make substantial investments in energy and resource conservation.
· Kathy doing well and scheduled to have doctor’s appointment towards end of February and hopeful of return in early March.
· Minor water leak on 500 block of Main Street this morning but was repaired quickly.
· Water bill late notices to be sent next week.
· Budget & CIP Committee is now up and running. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS
1. Parks and Recreation Committee Report:
The Parks and Recreation Committee Report were given by Councilman Mark Flynn:
He noted that the Committee held its Community Meeting January 31st with good attendance.  They planned upcoming events for the year and discussed ways to coordinate with other community organizations.  Officer elections were conducted with MaryAlice Self reelected chair, Alec Schumacher elected as vice chair and Diane Dray reelected secretary.  An Easter Egg Hunt is scheduled for Sunday March 17th at the elementary school.   

2. Public Relations Committee Report:
Mayor Creadick provided the following updates from the Committee:
· Committee met prior to the M&C meeting with local Green Ambassadors and Mr. Dyjak to coordinate Solarize outreach campaign.
· Also pursuing partnerships with Parks & Recreation Committee.
· Will sponsor contest to redesign the Town’s website banner.
· Soliciting advertising for businesses on the website.
· Have established an e-mail account Volunteer@Myersville.org to serve as a point of contact for those interested in volunteer opportunities.
· Hosting “Mayor’s Chat” at Town Hall – tentatively scheduled for third Tuesday or third Thursday of each month at 7:00 p.m. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
1. Quail Run Property – Draft PWA – No new updates available at this time.

2. Saber Ridge Well Agreement – Mr. Dyjak informed the M&C that staff and the attorneys for all parties had finalized the well agreement and provided an overview of the revisions from the January draft.  Bill Yauss from Drees Homes was present and concurred with Mr. Dyjak’s assessment and indicated that he was interested in obtaining approval tonight.

3. Main Street Reconstruction – No new updates available.

4. Dominion Transmission, Inc. – Staff provided updates on correspondence received relative to the DTI case, including a statement from the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission indicating that all rehearing requests were effectively tolled and a decision to grant or deny the requests would be forthcoming. 

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Source Water Protection Plan – Recommended revisions will be discussed with consultant and a revised plan should be available for March approval.  

2. Electric Utility Coop Rate Review – Mr. Aleshire provided an update to the savings for the current fiscal year and noted that the results did not meet expectations.  He recommended that the Town continue to be served by Hess within the current contract and to switch to single utility billing instead of receiving two bills from Hess and Potomac Edison.   

3. Sediment & Erosion Control Ordinance – Mr. Dyjak provided a summary of the ordinance and noted the Planning Commission had unanimously recommended approval of this at its January 15th meeting.  This ordinance would adopt the newly accepted Frederick County regulations and continue to ensure that the County served as the Town’s review agent.

4. Preliminary Plat Validity Period Ordinance – Mr. Dyjak stated that this ordinance was submitted by Buckeye Quail, LLLP. as a text amendment to extend the period by which preliminary plat approvals are valid. It was also noted that the Planning Commission unanimously recommended approval of this text amendment at its January 15th meeting.

COUNCIL COMMENTS
Mayor Creadick asked Mr. David Dunn, Liaison to the Board of County Commissioners as to the prospects for the BOCC moving the proposed Myersville library ahead in priority within the current draft County Capital Improvement Projects Budget.  Currently, the Myersville location is outside of the five-year budget and Mr. Dunn responded that the current BOCC was unlikely to move the request forward given budget projections and ongoing evaluation of future library needs and uses.  Mayor Creadick stated that if the library proposal was not granted soon that perhaps the Town should consider pursuing a senior or community center or reevaluate the potential use for the Town-owned property on Harp Place.
