Monthly Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM

The Mayor and Council monthly meeting was opened by Vice Mayor, Mark Hinkle along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, William Bottoms, and Melissa Murphy.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  Mayor Creadick was out due to illness.
Motion was made to accept the December 9, 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Melissa Murphy.  Motion carried. 4-0.
Public Presentation:
Babs Savitt was introduced.  Mrs. Savitt did a presentation on starting a Myersville Area Historical Society.  Her and her husband Bob lives in Harmony.  While Mr. Savitt was the Middletown Valley history book, Mrs. Savitt helped him out by going to numerous people and business in the area. This is when she found out that Myersville does not have a Historical Society.  She currently has a listing of those that would like to get a group organized. There are currently people that have various items that they are willing to give as well as volunteer with the group.  Mrs. Savitt hopes to organize an historical society to encompass Myersville, Harmony and Ellerton areas.  She requested support from the Mayor and Council for a place to hold monthly meetings and to store display cases with artifacts.  The Council stated that they would support her.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Ken Olander gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Ken Olander gave a brief background of his work history with the Sheriff’s Department.
Planning Report:
Planning Report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga at the Mayor and Council Workshop.

MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was unable to attend the meeting. Copies of his report were sent out.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Kristin Aleshire gave a brief report.  He stated that the I&I is still up at this time.  They are working on getting the curb box at the creek fixed.  The two (2) meadow wells are running at 12-15 gallons, however the one (1) well has corrected itself and the other one (1) is not producing at all.  

Town Manager Report:
· The quarterly newsletter has been shorten to one page to focus on the community.
· An MDE meeting was held on the sewer trunk line location. We have until May 27, 2015 to use the FEMA funds.  
· Quote was received for the replacement on the heating/air at the pavilion workshop.  The quote was from Middletown Valley Heating and Air Conditioning. The quote included duct work in the bathrooms and maintenance side of the pavilion.  Council asked Kristin to get one more quote.

Park and Recreations Committee:
Councilman Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Community meeting with snacks will be held January 29, 2015 at 7PM.
· Several board members are resigning.  MaryAlice Self has resigned from Chairperson and Diane Dray resigned as secretary.  They now have two (2) open positions.

Public Facilities Committee:
Kristin Aleshire stated that they reviewed their work load and decided to meet more than quarterly; therefore they will be meeting every other month.

Budget and CIP Committee:
This committee will be meeting January 20, 2015.

Unfinished Business:
Zoning Code Revisions – Kristin Aleshire reviewed Ordinance 2014-09.
A motion was made by Mark Etheridge to approve and second by Melissa Murphy.  Motion carried 4-0.
Forest Resource Conservation Ordinance Revisions – Kristin Aleshire reviewed Ordinance 2014-10.
A motion was made by Mark Etheridge to approve and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 4-0.
MES 2014 Annual Report – Kristin Aleshire reviewed the report with the Council.  The budget is slightly under this year.  There are scheduled recommendations for improvements in the budget for water treatment plant and the wastewater treatment plant.  Cost repairs to the plants will be identified in house.  This is being done to keep cost down.
FY15 Mid-Year Budget Review – As it stands it is consistent with our prior budget year. Kristin went over the budget for actual comparisons. 
Correspondence:
Water Bill Adjustment Request - Kristin added that when we have a water leak the staff will help and assist to open and clear out the water from the pit as a courtesy.  After the meter the resident is responsible to get a plumber to fix the leak.
Approved Public Information Act fees were discussed.  Kristin stated that he went back to the State and Maryland Municipal League (MML) and it was .25 for black/white copies and-.50 cents for color copies.  The Town currently uses .25 cents per copy.  Council was in favour of the .25 cents for black and white and .50 cents for color copies.  The first two (2) hours are free, but after that it is $25.00 per hour price fee.  It was suggested that staff keep account of time used and a detailed log when doing this.
Public Comment:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Resident, Sharon Rinehart talked about the parking along Main Street.  Her concern is when family and friends visit where are they to park and why was parking taken away?  Possible parking would be on Lushbaugh Way when school is not in session.  She has taken to residents in the area and they are concerned with the parking issues as well.
Kristin responded that in order to meet regulatory requirements the street widths were shorten and others were not.  The original footprint didn’t change.  The design was the state requirement standards.  Kristin went on to explain the footage in the different sections of Main Street that were required by the state.
Flintridge Drive resident, Ted Cady spoke to the Council about the submitted paperwork that he had given to the Town to look at for safety ordinances for DTI.  It was explained that they were submitted to the Town Attorney, John Clapp to review.  At this time he had not replied back on them.  After some discussion it was suggested to put this item on the agenda to discuss.
A motion was made by Mark Etheridge to adjourn the meeting with a second by Mark Flynn. Motion carried 4-0.
