July 10, 2012

Town Regular Meeting

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Councilmember’s in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle along with, Town Planner, Brad Dyjak and Town Manager Kristin Aleshire.
Motion was made to accept the June Minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.
Treasurer Report:

Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle. A copy is on file for public to review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Planning and Zoning Report was given by Town Planner Brad Dyjak.

· Annexation – At the end of Poplar Street and Brethren Church Rd. This has been batted around for awhile.  There is no benefit to the town if this proceeds.  Still talking with property owner.

· Researching speed humps/bumps for Harp Place.  Brad will have more details at the next meeting.

· Attended Emergency Siren Meeting.  One issue that came up was tornado’s announcements.  They are exploring the weather call system for they do not have the ability to use localize alarms.

· A decrease in tonnage and tipping fee has gone down.

· Sunoco modifications were approved in December.  Board of Appeals denied the signage.
· McDonald’s are going through the permits process for their modifications.

Water Source Protection Report:

Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent.  Mayor Creadick suggested that the Council go over the water source protection report at their leisure.  A copy is on file for public review.

Fire Company Report:

Assistant Fire Chief Justin Clipp gave the Fire Company status for the month of June.  

Town Manager Report:

Kristin Aleshire Town Manager gave the following report:

· Purchased a pressure washer for Doub’s Pavilion

· Water conditions are at normal stage.

· Aqua Aerobics System will be $16,000-$24,000 for replacement of the aging system.  This included the upgrade to the electric package. 

·  Will be pulling wells.  Waiting for releases for SCD to access them.

· Enroll Town for the 2nd round of MML Geo Cache Trail.

· Mark Hinkle and Kristin Aleshire will attend the MML Conventions.  Both of them will speak at the convention.

Planning Commission:
Planning Commission did not meet in July.

Open Space Report:

· Meeting was schedule two (2) weeks ago with contractor along with Kristin for the process of the release.    SHA did not show up.  Another meeting was planned, contractor showed and one SHA representative showed, however the other SHA representative did not show.  Kristin sent an email with hopes that a third meeting will be permitted.  Kristin has met with the contractor and all proper documents are in order.  Just waiting for the SHA to set a date to meet again.

· Harp property is good to go.

Park and Recreation Committee:

· Town resident, Alec Schumacher will be the newest member to the Committee.

· National Night Out will be held on August 7, 2012 at Doub’s Park from 6:30PM to 8:30PM.  The Frederick County Sheriff’s Department will be the host for the night.

· Still looking for a volunteer to come forth to set up a Farmer’s Market.

· Volunteer banquet will be held on September 9, 2012.

· Alec Schumacher was sworn in by Mayor Creadick for a three (3) year term on the Parks and Recreation Committee.

Deputy Report:

Town Deputy Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Unfinished Business:

Quail Run Property – Brad touched base with the developers and a meeting is scheduled with staff for minor revisions of the PWA.  Also they would like to work though the remaining tap credit, as well as the cost difference for size on the water treatment plant on site to accommodate for future growth.  Improvement plans for the PWA will need to be completed.  

Dominion Transmission – Site Master Plan – Brad announced that the Planning Commission conducted a Public hearing on June 20, 2012 and if needed will reconvene on June 23, 2012.  A copy of the formal recommendation and draft minutes were given out.  Minutes were not reviewed.  The recommendations were given for the August Public Hearing. Points were made regarding health issues.  Application is inconsistent with town plans and goals.  Sufficient research has been done.  At the Public Hearing a decision will be rendered. 
Brad explained the Public Hearing procedures. 

· The staff recommends testimony by the applicant be 20 minutes.  

· Testimony by a recognized organization be 10 minutes.  

· Public comment be 3 minutes per individual. 

·  Applicant’s rebuttal be 5 minutes.  

· Council deliberation in public session.

A motion was made that the Public Hearing on August 1, 2012 on Dominion Zoning Application ZA-12-03 we use the same procedures as used by the Planning Commission by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion was carried 5-0.
Saber Ridge Well Analysis Report – The average gallon per day is 266 to a 400 maximum.   Estimate came in at 18,100 gallons per day (gpd) with average of 27,200gpd maximum. Ordinance will be to 27,200gpd maximum.   Eight (8) pages from MDE Staff were emailed to Mayor and council.  Drees will be talking to property owner and will get back to us with a figure when they agree to one.  Will go with private property owner and Drees along with MDE to come up with 27,200gpd which is approximate 47 lots times amount of water per day.  Drees will come back at the August 14th meeting.  500gpd is what we spell out.  Agreement must be by October 1, 2012.  At this time nothing is resolved and can be put back in the cue so to speak.
2012 Bond Refinance Issuance Contract – Contract is not to exceed amount by Funk and Bolton.  Figure is higher than estimated.  Original figure is $10,000.00 not to exceed $30,000.00 in contract.

Motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we move to the Funk and Bolton contract as presented tonight.  Second by Gary DeMoss.  Motion was carried 5-0.

Water and Sewer Ordinance 154-10 Appendix F – Delinquents that were overdue we have accomplished but now many are way overdue.  Policy for 90 days will now go to 75 days.  We will simply update the ordinance and put the policy into the ordinance.  This will become cleaner and appropriate.  In August a Public hearing will be held to adopt for September and become effective and put to use in October 1, 2012.  It was suggested that this be expedited with no delays.
New Business:

2012 Pavement Maintenance Schedule – Kristin gave an overview of the schedule.  He talked about some improvements and long time management. The FY13 budget was discussed along with priorities that needed to be done.  Mayor and Council asked about sending out the schedule.  Once it has been readjusted on the recommendations Kristin will be sending it out.
Harp Park Tennis Court Repairs – A cost estimate was recommended for next month’s meeting.

MJBL Batting Cage Addition to Doub’s – Justin Clipp, President of the MJBL and Diane Zepp, Secretary of MJBL was in attendance to present their plans.

It was requested that a 14x75x12 batting cage be placed at Doub’s Park in addition to the one that is already there.  It was suggested that it be put along the first base line.  This would keep foul balls out of the parking lot.  The right field floods so it would be ruined.  They requested to have netting that is approximate 12 feet high on top.  A question was asked about vandalism.  They responded that none has ever happened.  Once the cage is installed there would still be six feet of space that can be useable at the first baseline.
Motion was made by Mark Flynn that we approve putting the batting cage along the first base line.  Second by Gary DeMoss.

The Myersville Fire Company golf tournament was discussed.

Motion was made that we move to approve the Gold sponsorship like usual minus the foursome team by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4 with Mark Hinkle abstained.

Discussion was held on the current intern that we have that is working on the website.  She will be filing and updating the well monitoring as well.  She will be working a 20 hour week.

We currently have a volunteer that has been coming in painting the fire hydrant.  He will be coming in and finishing up his hours.

Public Comments:

Town resident – Ted Cady suggested that the batting cage be put beside the other batting cage.  Kristin explained that property is owned by SHA. Plus it is very wet there.

Mr. Cady also suggested that the third tennis court be used for Skateboard Park.  Mark Flynn said that the price was too much and that the insurance was way too high to do that project.

Brad announced that the DIT public safety will be on the website.

Motion was made by Mark Flynn and second by Brett Bidle to adjourn the meeting.
