Public Hearing was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga lead the discussion of the Public Hearing. 11.4 acres which a good portion is Treeland Foundations. Roach is only 8/10th of an acre that we would like to annex into the Town to avoid an enclave. On the south side Ashley subdivide through the Clark property behind McDonalds.  This includes a portion of Catoctin creek which flows through it.  This would be a total of 30 acres for the town in that area once it is purchased.

Regular Meeting

The regular town meeting of the Mayor and Council was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga and Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz.
Motion for the acceptance of the June minutes was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge. Motion carried 5-0.
Public Presentations:
Lions Club representative, Joe Mangiafico presented a Certificate of Appreciation to the Town for being a Gold Sponsor in the Middletown-Myersville Golf Tournament.
Staff Reports:
Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Sheriff, Ken Olander gave his report. A copy of the Deputy Report is on file for public review.
Treasurer’s Report:
Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz gave the report. A copy is on file for public review.
Planning and Zoning Report:
Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga gave the following report:
· Saber Ridge is completed.  They are in the finalization of the infrastructure in the development.  They will be soon begin the punch list.  The Town will do the inspections on the drains, sidewalks, etc. Once this is all completed then the Town will take over. They in the stage of finishing up the asphalt/concrete which they may be done by December.  The HOA is currently up and running and they communicate with the residents about Town permits.
· DTI waterline is under construction with all permits in order.  This will be running off the fence line and natural regeneration will take over.  All property owners were made aware of the extending line.  DTI is funding this project.  Meeting was held with Willard whom got together with the Crown Station and owner of Middletown Valley Bank whom has a septic system until it fails then they can go online.  A partner is needed for Alban for apparently they don’t have adequate facility for water/sewer.  Alban was to attend the meeting with Willard and Crown owner.  Willard will build the line to help reduce cost going through the property.  Contractor at this time was contacted by the Crown Station owner.  A lengthy discussion was held on this.
· Developer submitted plans for expansion. Planning Commission reviewed the plans and the town engineer has a copy as well.
· Meadowridge Knoll – They are making changes to the improvement plans.  Improvement plans process and comment will be received by the Planning Commission in the Spring of 2017.
· Quail Run – They are looking for a developer.  They have gotten rid of the egress median and reducing a possible trail.
· Chocolate Shop – Is being leased to JB Seafood, with option to buy. Basic operations as it is currently now – carry out and catering.  A Board of Appeals meeting is scheduled for July 26, 2016. Everyone was reminded as of October 1, 2016 Myersville will no longer be a dry district.
· The Council and Planning Commission talked about a combined workshop meeting to discuss apartments/restaurant/Post Office complex.
· DHCD funds for Poplar Street sidewalks was discussed.

MES Water and Sewer:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report. A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Town Manager Report:
Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following report:
· Saber Ridge homes are getting finished.  Received a call that there was no water.  Several homes on Canada Hill, Easterday and Scravel. Usually the pressure drops; there is a line break; or hydrant is opened. There was contractor on site sodding the area.  There is a tag on the hydrant for no use.  The contractor was called for the third time which we have dealt with them before.  It was a new individual on the crew.  The Deputy responded and took the information and they will be cited for the water use from the hydrant.  They can be fined according to our Town Ordinance.  They had already pulled the water from the hydrant by the time staff got on the scene. Mayor and Council agreed too fine and fells that the corporation should be held liable.
· Received complain from a Town resident about a water leak at their neighbors. Spoke with Town Attorney on how to handle for this for it has been going on since January 2016. He suggested that the Town serve papers and give them 15 days to appeal.  We will proceed in 16 days to disconnect and take care of the service.  Conservation was held with the plumber and at this time he has no excavator and there is no written contact but entertained to get fixed.  Excavator names were passed onto the plumber.  Town done everything to facilitate to fix the line.
· Reached out to vendors for tot lot at Harp Place.  Meeting with library need to be done to see their plans and so forth.  Talked to baseball about relocating the bleachers.  They are currently looking at replacing the concession stand.
· Spoke with a baseball rep that was interested in putting in a water meter for the infield watering.  They would pay for the water usage, but not sure if they are willing to pay for cost of meter and insulation. Discussion was held on setting a ceiling monthly for the usage of water.  They want it use for the dirt not the grass.  
· There are currently 23 meters that requires repairmen.
· Met with State Highway – things seem to be moving forward.
· Memorial Park – currently waiting for cap stone, once this is laid then the infield pavers will be done.  There is currently one concrete pad that will be taken out for it was put in the wrong area. Currently looking at the wording for the plaques. This will be offered to the public to look at once it is compiled.
· Received numerous complaints about a private party at the pavilion. There was a lot of trash left behind as well as broken balloons, tape on the posts and alcohol bottles.  Discussion was held and this was decided to bring it up at the next workshop.
· Cedar Street/Fox Rock/Old Fox Rock was built in pieces. While trying to repave it, they found out there was no subgrade to the road.  Water is collecting and pumping from one side to the other.  The road was not designed to the storm drains.  We will have fix the storm drain inlets before redoing the road.  Kristin will do an outline and bring back to Mayor and Council.

Community Reports:

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Kids to Park day went well.  Raised $1,000.00 and $600.00 was cleared and went to the family of Everett.
· August 2, 2016 6PM-8PM will Myersville National Night Out. Hot Dogs, snacks and drink will be provided.  K-9 Demos, Fire Department and Police Department will be on site.
· This group is always looking for volunteers and they meet the last Thursday of the month.

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· Two (2) town residents are on board.
· We are utilizing social media.  Folks are on board with getting Facebook up and running.
· Will be meeting with the library folks real soon.



Unfinished Business:

Myersville Comprehensive Plan Ordinance – Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga stated that it has been introduced and it has taken a year and half to get it finalized.  Brandon went over the highlights of the ordinance.  2036 will be the next time this will be updated.
A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

Roach Treeland Property Annexation Resolution – Resolution was read by Kristin Aleshire.  This was introduced at the June 14, 2016 meeting.
A motion was made to accept and approved by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

Harp Field Park Addition Plat – Kristin Aleshire went over step one of the library. There is a parcel that they would like to add before it is subdivided. He asked the Mayor and Council for approval to proceed.
A motion to proceed was so moved by Daniel Papuchis and second by Robert Berkey. Motion carried 5-0

Myersville Noise Ordinance – This was reviewed back in February 2014.  During that discussion it was felt that the County regulates to the State code continue to keep language.  Direction at this time is for different land uses.  Sounds amplified to be considered if we feel to do so.  Still need proper equipment to do this.  Staff couldn’t do it with measuring equipment.  This could be put into the users agreement.  It was recommended to be discussed further at the August workshop.

Myersville Ethics Ordinance – It was decided that this will be discussed at the August Workshop.

New Business:

Myersville Municipal Code Update – Planning staff will proceed with the review of the municipal code.  This has been done three times in the past years.  Since the update, the Charter and Municipal code should be done.  Certain planning and zoning sub areas needs to looked at.  Mayor and Council feels that it needs to be done.  The Council was invited to have a join meeting with the Planning Commission at a workshop.  This meeting will be open to the public.

Poplar Sidewalk Improvement DHCD Grant – A grant was submitted for Poplar Street.  The estimate is around $199,000.00; state will pick up 100%.  We will do the design work with engineering fees of $10,00.00-$15,000.00 A formal approval is need to proceed with the grant.
A motion was so moved by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Correspondence:

St. Paul’s Lutheran Church Permit Fee Waiver Request – Leadership requesting for fee waived.  They paid last year for this service.  A church is considered a non-resident. 
A motion was made to not waive the fee.  Motion carried 4-1

Public Comments:

David Barrow, Baltimore National Pike resident, gave background information for noise ordinance.  He will be at the next workshop when this ordinance is discussed.

Ted Cady, Meadowridge resident, spoke on the DTI FERC regulations on the pipeline.  He also talked about the Federal Law on identifying what to do in case of any emergency.  He has not seen anything from the Public Awareness on this.
Kristin Aleshire then explained about local parties would be involved to respond.  It was who was established and able to go see the facility.  It is ran by the state not local. They did not want to expose it to the broader public.  There is a plan with Frederick County Fire and Rescue – Emergency Management.

Connie Guy – Poplar Street resident, stated her concerns about the duplication of another building at DTI.  Councilmember Mark Etheridge explained that the Town is very limited to what we can do.  Mayor Creadick gave her information on emergency preparedness. 

Jim Hardy, Ashley resident, offered his apologies to Kristin and Brandon for the way he came across at the last meeting.

Motion to adjourn was so moved by Mark Etheridge and second by Daniel Papuchis.

Meeting adjourned at 9:45 PM.
