July 8, 2013

Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Creadick along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Hinkle, Brett Bidle and Gary DeMoss along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  
Mayor Creadick announced that in accordance with the provision of the State Open Meetings Act, I will be seeking a motion by Council to convene an Executive Session at the conclusion of the Public Comment Period of the Agenda for the purpose of consulting with staff regarding litigation.

The June minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Hinkle.

Boards and Commission Appointments:

Brad Dyjak gave a brief background on Michelle Sweet.  Michelle is a town resident that will be on the Planning Commission Board for a 5 year term ending in June of 2018.

Council approved Michelle for this position and she was sworn in my Mayor Creadick.

Scout Project – Girl Scout Troop #81600:

Carly, Ashley, and Carrie are working on their bronze service project and is asking the Council on their approved.  Sketches were handed out to the Council to review their project plan.  They will be planting, trees, flowers, shrubs and doing stepping stones.  It was approved by the Council with the exception of moving one planner box.
Boy Scout Project:

Jonathan Pierce approached the Council to ask for their support on his Eagle Scout Project.  His proposed project is working on the Hiker/Biker Trail that leads to Doub’s Meadow Park.  He will be doing a nature bed/planting bed with a border around it.  He would like to place a plaque there as well.  The approximate cost would be $620.00.  For his timeline he stated that it should be completed by August 19, 2013.  The Council approved the $620.00 for the Eagle Scout Project unanimously.

Staff Reports

Treasurer’s Report:  Ray Hinkle gave the Treasurer’s report. A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.
Deputy’s Report:  Deputy Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for the public to review.   

Planning and Zoning Report: 
Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:

· Quail Run is applying to MDE for permits for the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

· Saber Ridge has signed off on the PWA and will be moving forward.

· DTI has 3 related cases- 2 law suits against the Town and 1 against MDE.  We are still in a waiting pattern.  MDE had oral arguments in May.  We are still waiting for the judge to allow oral arguments as well as waiting for the court.  There has been no communication from the court.  FERC’s case hearing request was denied.  July 15, 2013 is the deadline for the appeal.  Brad stated that he will keep everyone aware of what is going on.  Mayor Creadick told Council if they receive any emails to carbon copy (cc) Brad and Kristin on them for documentation.
FERC appeal – Staff done great deal of work.  We had our own Council and other Council.  Due to law suit we can’t say too much,

· Will be having a Solarizing informational meeting on July 16, 2013.  Enrollment is available through August 1, 2013.

· Mr. Guenther spoke with his legal counselor.  Planning Commission talked at a June meeting.  Will be able to know more when they come back to the meeting.  Mr. Guenther is seeking to annex 5 acres into town.  No formal paperwork has been filed.  

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart is out on family leave.   A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following report in Bob’s absence:

· 71/2 inches of rain has fallen and there is 6% less me & me.

· 34 manholes has been checked and replaced if needed.
· Doubs wells went down and Meadow well is not working.  While checking to see what caused this a leak was found on the backside of the treatment plant in Deerwoods.  Staff is in the process of getting this repaired.

· Sewer back up on Main Street which ran behind the house.  There were a good number of trees in that area of the main line which was jetted out.
· Underground tank has been removed from the pump station on Brethren Church Road.

Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Sent notification for delinquent accounts.  We are below 5% threshold.

· Received a Thank You note from the Frederick County Sheriff Department for the $500.00 donation.

· Received the fire tax district notice.

· State Highway Users Fund will be bringing in around $16,000.00
· There have been some issues at Doub’s Meadow Park. Someone tried to break into the baseball shed.  A dusk to dawn light has been installed.

· Kristin gave an overview of the MML Conference which he attended in June.

· Kelsey Chittick a local resident will the Town’s summer intern this year.

New Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan – JR Hawkins from Arro Consultants and Engineering was present at the meeting.  He passed out a handout out which he went over with the Mayor and Council.  It was discussed and questions were answered.
Municipal Solar Energy Farm Concept – Kristin Aleshire gave an overview of the Solar Energy Farm Concept.  At this time there are 3 different locations that this can be worked out on.

Signage Regulation Ordinance - Discussion was held on sign change usage.  The text is to be changed.  After some discussion it was decided to table this until next month’s meeting.

Public Comments:

Town resident, Joe Manigiafico talked about the missing bank sign.  He stated that it was used for non-profit which was their only means of communication to the public.  He would like to see the ordinance change to at least request the sign be brought back.  Also he noted that the town should file appeal for FERC.  He also stated that his water pressure is much better, but sometimes you get it and sometime it doesn’t come up to full power.
Town resident Rick Millward requested that he hopes that the town files the FERC appeal.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion approved.
