June 11, 2013

Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Vice Mayor, Mark Hinkle with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Etheridge, Gary DeMoss, Mark Flynn and Brett Bidle along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  
Joseph Skowronski of Myersville Troop 273 presented his Eagle Scout project to the Council.  He wants to make improvements to the fire hydrants.  He will be adding plates, lubing caps for easier access for the firefighters as well as giving them a new coat of paint.  This project will be coordinated by Joseph along with volunteers from his troop.  Supplies will be donated by the Town such as traffic cones, safety vests and paint.  They project should take approximately 2-3 weeks to get the whole thing done.  He will be coordinating with Brad Dyjak, Town Planner and Ed Crutchley, Town Employee on this project.  It was highly approved by the Council.

Treasurer’s Report:  Ray Hinkle gave the Treasurer’s report. A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.
The May minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Flynn and second by Brett Bidle.

Deputy’s Report:  Deputy Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for the public to review.   Deputy Harris reported that the Sheriff’s Department is gearing up for the Deputy Community Program for Kids which will be held June 20-21, 2013.

Planning and Zoning Report: 
Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· Officers Election was held and David Sexton is new Chairperson and Monty Bussard if the Vice Chairperson.
· Currently looking for two (2) more people to join the committee.

· Quail Run – Planning Commission approved the storm water plans.  More updates will be given in July.  They are working towards their Public Works Agreement.

· DTI – there are no updates at this time in regards to court or FERC decision.

· Mr. Guenther was in the office and he and Brad are reviewing a number of issues that needs to be taken into account.  However, Planning Commission still would like to work with him.

· Solorize has held successful workshops and they are planning another one for the end of June.

· Money for the sidewalks through retro fit program has been approved.  They are planning in the Spring/Summer of next year (2014) to work on getting the sidewalks in from the Exxon/Sunco station where they will connect to the excising sidewalks in Town.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the monthly report.  A copy is on file for public review.  
Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire provided the following updates:
· I & I was lower than it has been in the previous two (2) months.  Areas of repair have been impeded by the rains.

· MVFC submitted their request for the 18th Annual Wayne E. Hinkle golf tournament.  The $500.00 level was voted on with waiving the foursome into the golf tournament. 

· Isolation of the first and third of the spring to Pleasant Walk Road has been completed.  There was no water flow in the 24 hours period.  But some where there is seven (7) GPM leak.  The matter of locations this will take some time.

· Town Council is addressing MJBL requests from the monthly workshop.

Parks and Recreations Committee Report:

Mark Flynn provided the following report:

· Meeting was held on May 30, 2013

· They are reviewing the Kids to Park Day.  The attendance was low and they did not receive as what they expected.

· National Night Out in Myersville will be held on August 14, 2013.  The event committee is getting this planned for a great night out.  There will be Fire truck, K-9 Patrol and other various vendors.  Food will be provided and possibility a family movie will be held at the park that night.

· Girl Scouts are taking care of planting boxes along the trail.

· Garden Club is in full swing and doing a beautiful job of taking care of the Municipal Building and the trail.

Public Relations Committee:

· Is working with solorize Frederick County for outreach.
· Working on banner contest.  Working toward a goal of $600.00 and they are one-third of the way there.
· Joy Young has resigned from her position on the Public Relations committee, so they are looking for someone to replace her.
Budget & CIP Committee:

· They will be looking at the cable franchise.
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire reported at this time there is 28 water/sewer accounts that are outstanding 90 days or more.  At this time we are trying to keep tabs and make sure that unoccupied accounts are turned off.  Some discussion was held on water/sewer accounts.
Kristin asked the Council for a recommendation for post dated checks.  It was discussed and decided that it is illegal to accept them so we are not allowing that offer to happen.  It was also recommended that any account over $1,000.00 or three (3) quarters behind be put in for tax lien.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Myersville Ethics Ordinance - This ordinance has been introduced.  It was decided that the Council would rather do a Resolution as a policy.  Approach has been met 60 days therefore a vote is needed.

Motion to reject the Myersville Ethics Ordinance and direct staff to work with legal staff for new Ordinance by Gary DeMoss and second by Brett Bidle. Motion carried 4-0.
FY14 General & Enterprise Fund Ordinance – This has been introduced and advertised along with the property tax, adjustment to real property tax, utilities increase tax rate.

A motion to accept the FY14 General & Enterprise Fund Ordinance 2013-06 by Brett Bidle and second by Gary DeMoss.  Motion carried 4-0
Commercial Water Meter Rent Rate Analysis – Kristin Aleshire is going back to Town Attorney, John Clapp to do some adjustments.  

Myersville Public Works Mutual Aid Agreement – This agreement is much like our MD WARN.  It addresses utility side of things.  This would allow the Town to enter an agreement with other municipalities.

A motion was made that we adopt Resolution No. 3 for Public Works Mutual Aid Agreement by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0

Agricultural Animals Definitions Ordinance – This ordinance was ready by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle.

Motion to introduce the Agricultural Animals Definitions as amended by Brad this evening by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0.

Agricultural Animals in Residential Zones Ordinance – This will only allow certain animals in the district.

Motion to introduce as described by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion carried 5-0.

2013 Street Maintenance List – Kristin Aleshire went over the General Budget – Street Maintenance CIP 2013-2014.  He gave information on the way he prioritized the work order.
Motion we approve Maintenance Street Improvement project by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0

Correspondence:

MD DHCD Consolidated Plan update – Assembly meet and it has been reduced to $300,000.

MD Department of Assessment Change for 8 Harp Place – They bill property owner but we are no longer on/in the property.  We still have to be billed as actual deed owner of property per John Capp.

Bingo is held at the Fire Company the second and fourth Friday night.

Daniel Andrews, Matt Suber and Bruce Holstein from the Sierra Club were present and gave a presentation.

Ted Cady, Flintridge Drive resident and member of MCRC announced that a meeting on June 18-19, 2013 at St. Paul’s Church.  Discussion will be on what we do next with FERC’s appeal.  He asked what the Mayor and Council will do in regards to FERC’s decision.  Brad Dyjak stated that we do not have a firm decision.
