Town of Myersville

June 12, 2012

Town Regular Meeting

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Councilmember’s in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle along with Town Manager Kristin Aleshire.  

Sandy Dalton, Clerk of the Circuit Court was on hand to swear in Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. for his fourth term as Mayor.  The Mayors wife, Gina and sons, Leland and Patrick were on hand for the swearing in.
Mayor Creadick thanked his family for their support.  
Mayor Creadick then sworn in Mark Hinkle and Mark Etheridge for a four (4) year term as Councilmembers. Mark Hinkle was reappointed Vice President by Mayor and Council.
Mayor Creadick announced that the Council would go into Executive Session at the end of the regular Town Meeting.

Motion was made to accept the May Minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.

Motion was made to accept the May Public Hearing Minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.

Treasurer Report:

Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasure Ray Hinkle. A copy is on file for public to review.

Deputy Report:

Town Deputy Jim Harris gave the report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Water Source Protection Report:

Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the water source protection report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Fire Company Report:
Fire Chief Steve Reid gave the Fire Company status for the month of May.  A copy is on file for review.

Town Manager Report:

· A contractor was doing work on Clark Rd. and was spotted using water from the Town’s fire hydrant.  Deputy Harris along with Kristin went to the scene and told them that it was illegal to take water out of the fire hydrant without the Town’s permission. They were told if they want to get water they need to let the Town office know and they would be charged for what they get. Town residents are encouraged to call the town hall when they see someone getting water out of the fire hydrants. Proper measurements will be taken.
Planning Commission:

Planning Commission minutes are in the book for Mayor and Council to review.

Open Space Report:

On June 21, 2012 at 7PM it will be announced who receive money from the Program Open Space.  This event will be held in Walkersville and you must be present to receive the money you requested.  Myersville put in a request for $40,000.00-$45,000.00.  

Park and Recreation Committee:

Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:

· Volunteer Banquet will be held on September 9, 2012
· It has been confirmed that there will be no Trolley Festival this year.

· Myersville Garden Club did plantings along the trail and in front of Doub’s Park sign.

· National Night Out Against Crime will be held August 7, 2012 6:30PM – 8:30PM at Doub’s Park.  Hot dogs, chips, soda, water and cookies will be provided.

· Next meeting will be held on June 28, 2012.

Mayor’s Update:

Mayor Creadick thanked the town for another opportunity to continue to serve.  He added that he wants to actively move forward with the committees that has been established especially the public relations committee.  He would also like to see the budget committee get active and involved in putting together next year’s budget.  He would also like do another resident survey in the town and see where the community is.  On a final note he stated that the big issue now is DTI and he hopes that there continues to be open communication. 
He stated that he has talked to Darrell Batson from the Frederick County Library.  It looks like the library isn’t gonna happen anytime soon.  However Mayor Creadick doesn’t want to abandon the library but we need to think about that land and the use the land.  We still have the land so let’s not abandon the library. I want to hear from the town and see what the town wants.

Flags – Mayor Creadick introduced that the town now has a new town flag.  We are the 102 municipality to get one.  The fire siren tower is the spirit of the valley. The silo is the agriculture; the cabin represents the Stottlemyer families that were one of the first settlers here. Trolley #150 has a special place in our hearts and the sun in the background…May the sun always rises in Myersville.  The flag will officially be raised on June 14, 2012 at 7PM at the flag raising ceremony.  Town flags can be purchased at the Town Hall.
Unfinished Business:
2012 Bond Refinance Issuance – In process of completing review. Current bond re-ups are every 2-3 years.  Coming in at high two percent (2%).  MMC bond - we could put the Main Street project on.  We are a tax exempt status.  We can move forward and be completed in about 2-3 months.

FY 13 General and Enterprise Fund Budget – Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire reviewed the FY13 General Fund budget and the Enterprise Budget along with the tax rate.  Constant Yield rate will be .391. which this was currently .274.
A motion was made to accept the FY13 General and Enterprise Fund Budget as written by Mark Flynn and second by Gary DeMoss.  Motion carried 5-0.
New Business:
Water & Sewer Payment Policy – Ordinance 2010-10 - any account that was greater than 90 days we would give them time to get caught up, but this left many more account being behind. Late fee of 1.5% is added every 30 days.  After 60 days late a turn off notice is posted.

Discussion was then held on different fees to charge for those that do not pay on time.  Suggestions were to charge a higher percent of late fee or even a flat fee every 30 days.

A motion was made to change late fee to 10% every 30 days by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  A motion was then made to change the motion to 10% in place of the 1.5% from 2 quarters to one quarter.  Motion carried 5-0

Doub’s Meadow Park Decel Lane Change Order – Additional cost of this project will be $8,000.00. Town had to cut back the line of sight at the state highway bridge for they requested us to have a line of sight.  Kristin stated at this time they are trying to obtain an access permit.   The plans were sent back and forth for several months then approved.  Now that they are doing the work state highway is changing the plans which are costing the town more money.  We should have caught some of the items on our specs according to SHA.
A motion was made to make changes to the memos that Kristin is making changes on by Gary DeMoss and second by Brett Bidle.

Pet Waste Removal Ordinance – Calls are trickling in with summer time and dog walking being popular.  There seems to be more dog feces not being picked up.  One complaint is that a resident dog is using its backyard and it is collecting up to a point where the neighbors are calling in and complaining about the odor.  We refer them to Frederick County for we don’t have an ordinance put in place for this issue.  

Housekeeping:

Speed bumps on Harp Place.  Kristin will be looking into this issue.  To top this off the recycling truck is one that doesn’t obey the speed limit on Harp Place.
Kristin will be putting in for the FY2014 CP&P for the parking lot for the soccer field.

Motion was made for the meeting to adjourn by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.
