Mayor and Council
Regular Meeting
June 14, 2016
7:00PM

The town regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga and Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz.
Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. sworn in Councilmember Mark Etheridge and Councilmember Mark Hinkle as re-elected Councilmembers.
Motion for the acceptance of the May minutes was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.
Public Presentations:
Board and Commission Appointment – Gretchen Gawler was sworn in by Mayor Creadick as the new member of the Planning Commission.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town Treasurer Danielle Harz gave the report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Ken Olander gave the Deputy’s Report.  He introduced his new Sergeant John Benner.
He stated that since the new school sign is up he has few tickets and he will continue to enforce the speed limit.  Mayor Creadick asked if he could enforce the Helmet Law and Curfew Law.

Planning/Zoning Report:
Town Planner Brandon Boldyga gave the following report:
· Planning Commission is now to full capacity.
· Quail Run – Had contact with developer and they are in motion to make it economical feasible. They are looking into getting a bridge that will be weight restricted and have a long life span. 
· Saber Ridge has only one (1) lot left to be sold.  Then the Town will go through the process of inspecting the infrastructure before taking it over.
· Doubs addition plat.  We were looking at three (3) parcels but there is actually four (4) parcels.  There was a twelve (12) foot gap in the survey.  We need to do a quick claim with the survey.  John Clapp is currently working on this.
· At the last County Planning meeting which is held quarterly Brandon was asked if Myersville would host one.  The Mayor Council greatly gave their permission for them to come here.  Myersville will then host the one in December for the County planning staff and town planners.
· Willard property – met with them since they have settled with the state in their favor.  They are exploring how to begin water/sewer to their part.  They will be talking to Fox and Associates.  If they are piggybacking the need to reach out to the Crown Station to do connection to the water line.
· DTI waterline – The LOD is painted on the road, the waterline will be running outside the fence.  Bid is 15% contingence.  They want no part of the construction.
·  Doubs Park tree planting.  Those that has been planned are mostly dead due to the winter weather.  DNR that we get grant funded if not then use town labor to place new trees next spring.
· Fish and Wildlife stream restoration will put out feelers for the project.  
· Meadow Knoll has sixteen (16) lots which they will be moving forward on.

MES Water and Sewer:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report. A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Town Manager Report:
Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following report:
· Signed the National Population papers.  They are going to be things we’ll find and continue to update.
· New flashing school sign will continue to be put in service as parts come in.
· Memorial Park – Brick is pretty much up at this time. They need to finish the ends of the walls.  Stone has been picked out for the monuments.
· Received letter from the House of Delegates that was issued to the City of Aberdeen for tie votes.  There is no towns that has any language about this.  The have come back with no real language on it.
· DTI project.  Fox and Associates plans are that the contractor will be doing the project but Fox will be doing the staking.
· Spring line was shut off and new valves has been replaced with no leaks.
· Playground equipment for Harp Place comes in roughly around $90,000.00 Goal is to re-fence the tennis court making it a combination of tennis court/basketball court and a tot lot. A playground unit with floor of laminate mat would be $70,000.00 total.  Looking for direction to bid out for another vender that has the same equipment.  Mayor and Council would like to see move on basketball court/tennis court.  With the library coming to this property we need to have a design in place before doing other work.  Not sure of the layout at this time.
· Doubs Park Stream Restoration – Doug Hutzell gave a quote of $20,025.00 for project.  We need the design work first. The walking trail has been re-scraped to gain 3-4 feet. Proposal for $59,000.00, but we need the design work.  Brandon Boldyga is working on getting a grant for this project.  Approval from the Mayor and Council was given to move forward.
· Utility Services line leak has now extended for months.  We have nothing to disconnect, for we only have to cut off for non-payment.  Time frames will be needed.  Will be sending information to Town Attorney, John Clapp for language.

Committee Reports:
Parks and Recreation Committee:
· Kids to Park Day will be held June 18, 2016 from 9AM to 5PM with proceeds going to Team Everett Fundraiser.  There will be food and games.
· Upcoming events are: Harvest Fest, Snowmen, and Christmas in Myersville.
Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick reported that they are currently looking for new members.

Unfinished Business:
Myersville FY 2017 Budget – Ordinance:  FY17 budget and adopt tax rates and CIP.  Kristin Aleshire read the ordinance.  There has been no change to town taxes .391, property tax .782 and utility tax 1.173.
Mayor asked for a motion to adopt the Myersville FY2017 budget.

Councilman Daniel Papuchis suggested that we look at property tax/utility tax adjustment.  Recommended budget to asset legal countries.  Tax rate is a political decision to future. He has concerns about the town legal limitation for determination of tax rates.  One-time memo on what other municipalities does for the next 5-10 years.  Change tax rates for small interment. It was suggested to have Maryland Municipal League give us the information. 

 He also added that donation to municipal groups.  We have been generous but if we could double it or donate little more.  It was suggested that we get guidance on what types/kinds of groups that we would be likely to support.

He continued that we are spending a lot of money.  He is concerned about the amount of money that is being spent on parks and park improvements compared to getting the streets and roads repaired as well as getting out of debt.

Mayor and Council agreed that this was a worthy discussion and these items will be addressed for next year’s budget.

A motion for introduction of the ordinance was so moved by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4 for and 1 opposed.

MES FY2017 Contract – Motion to approve MES Contract was made by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5 -0.

Myersville Comprehensive Plan Ordinance – Kristin Aleshire read the ordinance.
A motion was made to introduce the Myersville Comprehensive Plan as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.
Mayor Creadick thanked Brandon and the Planning Commission on their hard work.

New Business:

Treeland Clarke Property Annexation Resolution – Kristin Aleshire read the Resolution.
A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Myersville Noise Ordinance – Discussion was held. This will be brought back to the workshop for further discussion.
David Burrow, Old National Pike resident He stated that noise from the announcers’ booth on open day and tournaments and the amount noise from past band jams.  These events have had his windows rattled all day long.  On opening day, you can hear everyone name that is mentioned.  This is not a one and done event.  The proposal was left wide open and then changed by the Baseball League. There is zoning laws in the county, we can call them and have them come and measure the decimals. Mr. Burrow stated that he would like to attend the workshop.

Myersville Ethics Ordinance – Workshop memo – March 2013 on opinion from John Clapp. Part two (2) of the memo – how State on who does and doesn’t.  There are two (2) examples of what the Mayor and Council could decide on.  We do policy instead of an ordinance.  Enforceability policy doesn’t get you there.  Each entirety is different.  This was heavily discussed and is be continued at the next workshop.

Correspondence:

MES 2015 CCR Report – This has been posted to the website.

Town Attorney Letter regarding Deerwoods Walking Path – Town Attorney, John Clapp has reviewed and stated that it is a public street and sidewalk not spaces held by the HOA.  The easement is a right away that is being used by the public.  This is a five (5) feet concrete sidewalk not a walking trail.

Received a letter from Bab Savitt on behalf of the Myersville-Wolfsville Historical Society.

Public Comment:

Nancy Hartten, Ashley resident stated that she would like to serve on the Ethic Committee.  She came to talk about the water situation at her neighbors.  There is water damage to her driveway and she added that someone needs to stop it.  Another concern that she had was the Ashley mailboxes are rusty and deterred.  She contacted the Post Office and has not returned her call.  She talked with the federal representative and they told her to talk to the town.  She would like for the town to talk to the Post Office on allowing them to put their own mailbox in front of their houses.   The mailbox cluster is owned by the Federal Government.  If they are not done by September some child will be hurt by climbing on them for they are the bus stop.  Kristin Aleshire asked her if she wanted the town to connect them or replace them?  The general issue is who is responsible?  Kristin was given the direction to get this figured out.

Jim Hardy, Ashley resident thanked the Town for publishing the Volunteer Fire Department document on the website.  Mr. Hardy asked about the following:
· Myersville library 2017 Frederick County CIP budget municipal contribution is that figure is from the town $60,00.00 fiber optic.
· Basketball court/tennis court why considering doing the work? What part is used 50%/20%?
· 2007-2016 15,000 square feet and now proposed 6,000 square feet is proposed for the library. Donate land to County to waive demo cost. 
· Budget meeting earmarked some funds.  Post budget meeting. Use tax rebate for seniors.
· Harp Place for Senior housing all 3.3 acres can be used to build 3-4 housing units.


Kristin Aleshire gave the following response to Mr. Hardy:
· Library will be a secured position.  Promised library under 3-4 administration. We have been given an actual date.  Originally 5,000 feet structure.  This is budget secure us for sure date of 2019.  We the town offer $128,000 total tear down Town Hall.  We are dealing with public safety issues.  A figure has already been worked up to $60,000 extension fiber optic fees. We will take on that cost. They asked us about a theme and we told them to do it around the Trolley.  We have set aside $20,000.00 - $25,000.00 to secure trolley, buy right of ways and utility easements. Town probably didn’t have to do.  We bought the property from the Board of Education for $10,000.00.  This project has been heavily discussed for years.

Michelle Sweet, Meadowridge resident asked about the gentleman that was taking the survey outside the election polls.  How do we stop this from happening in the future?
Kristin Aleshire clarified that two (2) hours before the election process he was asked if he could do some polling.  Staff was not familiar with that process.  Kristin contacted the stated for he was uncertain of the rules and was told that anybody for any reason can conduct exiting polling, which is state law.  We don’t fall in state law; Myersville doesn’t fall in this rule exiting polling straight forward thing.  You need to understand what questions were asked.  After the election staff heard from individuals that expressed their concern.  We have since received a letter from Mrs. Savitt that runs the Myersville-Wolfsville Historical Society she as well came in and talked to Kristin.  She sent a letter of apology saying that it wasn’t from the Historic Society.

This will be discussed and we will fix what is wrong.  This was a learning/teaching moment.

Housekeeping:

Work will be starting on Poplar Street on June 20, 2016.
In July they will do the old section of Ashley at Cedar Street.

Motion to adjourn meeting was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.
