Mayor and Council
Monthly Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM

The Mayor and Council monthly meeting was opened by Mayor Wayne Creadick along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, and Mark Flynn. Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  Councilmember Melissa Murphy was absent.
Motion was made to accept the February 20, 2015 minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried. 3-0.
DTI Leidy South Project – Carolyn Moss introduced Spencer Atkin, Larry Labreed, Scott Summers and Jamie Jacob.  They talked about the updating of the new project on Milt Summers Road. The first building was completed and put in service in 2013.  Mr. Atkin gave out booklet that shows the upgrades for the new project.  There has been a demand in natural gas in Maryland.  They find that the demand with people wanting to tie in to natural gas as a preferred source for power.  They gave an overview of the different stations from PA to Leesburg VA.  The new one that they will be building will be in service around October 1, 2017 and the cost would come in around 210 million dollars.  The current station on Milt Summers Road, has not run a lot since it has been in service.  The new unit is identical to the one that has been previously installed.  Catalytic unit gets approval total knocks will be less than what it is doing now.  New building will expand 75 feet and the footprint will remain the same.  Will go through the same permitting procedures and will meet all noise restriction.  They will take random sound test.  They will be adding a discharge cooler.  They will go back through the approval and will have both unit run 24/7 365 if permitted.  They went over the benefits that it would have for the town.  They also gave an overview of the Regulatory and Environmental Agencies.  An open house will be held on March 31, 2015 at the Fire Company from 5PM to 7:30PM.  They discussed the FERC Application and the Public Input process.  They stated if you have any questions or concerns they want you to contact them.
Candidate for Open Council Seat - Kristin Aleshire stated four (4) candidates came forward to the open Council seat.  He had requested that they send in letters of interest. Three (3) candidates were interviewed at the Council Workshop.  The other one (1) candidate was given questions to answers from the Council.
 Mayor Creadick entertained a motion for nomination to fill the vacant Council seat by William Bottoms for the term to be completed 2018.
A motion was made by Mark Etheridge to nominate Robert Berkey for the Council seat. Motion second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 3-0 with 1 Councilmember absent.
Councilmember Mark Flynn stated his thanks for those who were interested in the seats.
Mayor Creadick then gave the Oath of Office to Robert Berkey.  Councilmember Robert Berkey then took his seat with the other Councilmembers.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Ken Olander had to leave for a call.  His report was given later on during the meeting.
MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water and Sewer Report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Kristin Aleshire talked about the spring line on Easterday Road and all the repairs that have happened during the winter months.  Kristin will be contact the state to see what can be done such as putting in private wells instead of being on the town’s line.

Parks and Recreation Committee Report:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Looking for community volunteers.
· At their meeting Alec Schumacher is Chairperson and Treasurer is MaryAlice Self.  Still looking for a Secretary and Vice Chairperson.
· They made a calendar for the year and have set the following date: Kids to Park Day may 16th, Myersville Night Out August 4th, Harvest Festival October 3rd and Christmas in Myersville December 5th.  Note these are subject to change.
· They talked about a mass mailing in the near future.

Public Relation Report:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· They will be doing a mass mailing which will be done door to door.
· Talked about having residents register to have their emails sent out for emergencies such as a water leak, etc.
· March 25, 2015 Green team Summit – Mayor Creadick will be attending.
· Babs Savitt would like to come in and talk as a body.  Kristin has put on the agenda.
· Talked to Heartly House and would like for them to come and give a talk.
· Meals on Wheels program is reaching out to those in Myersville that is in need.  If you know of anyone please contact this program.

Budget Committee:
Councilmember Mark Hinkle stated they met in February and will be meeting several more times.  They are currently working on the FY2016 budget.

Deputy Report:
Town resident Deputy Sheriff Ken Olander presented his report.  A copy of this report is on file.
A speed camera was heavily discussed.  From the beginning of Main Street to the school there seems to be numerous speeding issues.  A traffic study and surveys will be required in getting a speed camera.  Deputy Olander is currently using a laser and radar camera.  Kristin gave an overview on how the speed camera process goes.

Unfinished Business:

Online Water/Sewer Billing Payment –    Brandon Boldyga talked about the different sites, fees and costs along with a third party to do the online payment.  There is cost associated with each contact we had with.  You would pay ACH from home if you have a checking account.  E-option is less expensive and less delay.  Mayor Creadick stated that security is an issue.  This was heavily discussed with it being tabled with a visit back in the future.

MCRC Legislative Request – Received a letter from Town Attorney, John Clapp.  Mr. Clapp reviewed the documents from MCRC.  It is mainly on public safety related.  Council’s pleasure was we could issue but will we be able to put it together if we choose to, or if it’s worth doing so.  Kristin will go back and talk to Mr. Clapp further on this.

DTI Water Line Extension & Hydrant – This was covered in the workshop.  Just waiting to hear back from Town Attorney John Clapp with his response.  Discussions will continue when more information is available.

New Business:

Recreational Facilities Rules – Ordinance – Town Attorney, John Clapp first applies this to the Parks in Town.  This will not apply to HOA owned parks.  Wording was discussed and cleaned up.  This will be put into the Users Agreement.

Introduction of the Ordinance was read by Mayor Creadick.

A motion was made to introduce the ordinance as read by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn. Motion carried 4-0.
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Myersville Annual Planning Report – A motion was made that we approve the Annual Report as submitted by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Waiver Request – Adjusted amount was discussed for a town resident water/sewer bill.
Motion was made we grant acceptation as noted and discussed as granted to our Town policy by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Frederick County POS Funding Notice - Talked about available land for access from Poplar Street to Doubs Meadow Park.			

Public Comments:

Ted Cady, Flintridge Drive resident spoke on DTI and the correspondence that was received from them.  He talked about protocols, process of operations and actions.  He stated that they will be having another open house. He talked about steps in order for public safety.  Mayor Creadick stated they had a request for DTI to give a tour and they conveyed with the tour.  Mr. Cady stated that code 615 & 616 they need to communicate with Public Officials.  Mayor Creadick adds that he believes they communicated with Public Officials.  If something happens in the defence line it is self-contained unit. We need to address what happens outside the fence line.

Kristin gave an update on winter issues such as 2 water lines that froze, 1 line break and 1 valve was busted off.

Paige Jones from the Frederick News Post was filling in for Nancy Lavin who will the Town’s reporter.

Kristin talked to John Clapp about the Fire Company agreements.  We need to get a statement from our accountant.  Discussed quarterly maintenance- town staff will talk to them about the maintenance.  There is no proposed language change.  Mr. Clapp wants this done by July but if it isn’t he wants the Town to be protected.  

Kristin announced that Randy Neal will be the new Maintenance Personnel and will be starting March 10, 2015.
