Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge and Brett Bidle along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  Gary DeMoss and Mark Flynn came in later on after the meeting started.
Mayor Creadick announced that he would be seeking a motion to enter into executive session to consult about a legal matter at the conclusion of the agenda.

PUBLIC HEARING:

1. Sediment & Erosion Control Ordinance – Town Planner, Brad Dyjak went over the highlights

2. Preliminary Plat Validity Period Ordinance – Town Planner, Brad Dyjak stated that it was favorably recommended by the Planning Commission.  The preliminary text was amended by Quail Ridge to extend the period of the primary plat from 1 year to 3 years.  Mitzi Boswell from Buckeye Development was present and stated that the prelims are good but it takes a good bit of time to get them through the system.  It is like a road map.  It usually doesn’t get done within a year unless you have water and sewer in place.  This is why they are submitting it. 
Mayor Creadick announced that the Public Hearing was now closed.

Mayor Creadick announced that they would be voting on the approval of the January 2013 and February 2013 minutes.

Staff Reports:

1.  Treasurer’s Report:  A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.
2.  Deputy’s Report:  Deputy Mark Lineman gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for the public to review.
· 3/12/13 ATV damage was reported at the Myersville Elementary School, Doub’s Park and Harp Place Baseball field.  The suspects will be charged for the damage at the school property and for the damage at the baseball fields.  Estimated cost for the two ball fields is about $1,300.00.
3. Planning and Zoning Report:  

Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:

· Met recommended revisions to the site master plan.

· Continuing discussion on the backyard animals

· Signage text amendment will be available for April’s meeting.

· April 18, 2013 – 3rd Thursday will be the joint meeting with Mayor and Council.

· Quail Run will have a brief update on PWA.  Will be meeting for sewer connection trunk line.  Getting county water/sewer amendment to put onsite water treatment plant.

· Saber Ridge water improvement plan.  PWA still working out separate agreement with Mr. Martz.  Will have agreement soon and going over with a fine tooth comb.  Can’t approve improvement plan until then.

· Solar – received purpose discount thermal heating system plan.  A solar workshop will be held for those that are interested.  A green house Ambassador will be present.  Six bids for PV has come in and Three for thermal.  An interview will be held for all candidates. When installer is selected a workshop will be held for all residents that are interested.  The installer will be explaining the process.  Sign up will be in May with installation at the end of the year.  For the residential Program 30 people are allowed to sign up for this service.
4. Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water Source Protection Report.  A copy is on file for public review.  Hydrant flushing and reservoir cleaning were discussed.  This will be done in April dates to be determined.

5. Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire provided the following updates:

· Will be moving tank on Poplar Street.

· Attempted to put the last valve in at the spring line, but there is a rock prohibiting it.  To resolve this we may have to go across the street to do it.

· Kristin showed the area where the creek line is currently exposed along with a tree that keeps the creek from going behind the manhole.

· Drying beds at the wastewater treatment plant.  Plans are to make it into a storage area.  We would remove the metal structure and put something simple up.  Minimum cost would be under $10,000.00.  We would go in and build a gravel bed.  It would be used for storage of gravel, dirt and whatever.

· MML convention registration is in progress.  If anyone is interested let Kathy or Kristin know.

· Sample of Ethics was submitted to Middletown.  It is a simplified copy which was given to all Council members.  They were asked to look them over and if interested then we will pursue with it.
· Met with FEMA.  Walked to the site where the damages occurred.  Consideration was received for they have already contacted our engineers.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
1. Parks and Recreation Committee Report:

· Brad Dyjak, Town Planner talked about their annual report.  They have been very successful for they hosted several events.  The harvest Festival, snowman along Main Street, and National Night Out.  The Garden Club has been a valuable asset as well.  The plan is to continue to improve. They request that the budget be at the current level.

· Easter Egg Hunt will be held at the Myersville Elementary School, March 17, 2013 from 2PM to 4PM.

· They are hoping to sponsor a LAN party again this year as well as another National Night Out, Harvest Festival, Farmer’s Market and to expand the snowman Main Street project.

· Mark Flynn stated that they have good leadership and they are excited about the upcoming new year projects.

· Baseball open day is April 13, 2013 at 9:30 AM with a parade from Main Street to Doub’s Park.

· On an added note; Mark stated that the Lions Club is thinking about having a chili cook-off sometime this year.

2. Public Relations Committee Report:
Mayor Creadick provided the following updates from the Committee.

· Went over their annual report.  

· Joy Young is the Chair of the committee.

· A banner contest will be held to establish a unique banner for the website.  The current vender is asking $600.00 to do one.  They would like to open this up to the community to all ages.  

· If you would like to advertise on the website they are asking a fee of $25.00.  If they get 24 businesses they would be able to pay for the program.

· The committee submitted a budget of $700.00.

· The Town web page keeps the residents informed of what is going on the town.

· They want to work with commercial pictures and assist with historical information.  Promote commercial events throughout the greater community.

Mayor Creadick spoke of Mrs. Chu who was a longtime resident of Myersville.  Her family purchased a United Nation Flag in her memory.  They would like for the town to display the flag on United Nations Day in her honor.  At a later date they will be planting a tree in her honor as well.

3. Budget and CIP Committee Report:
Council member Mark Hinkle gave the following report from this Committee.

· They had their first meeting and Kristin was leading them along the way for the 2014 FY budget.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
1. Quail Run Property – Draft PWA – Will be talking extensively about the water/sewer in development.  Working on approach for construction utilities.
Received PWA Draft with legal formatting issues.  Still a couple months out. Staff will be reviewing this and keeping in touch with Buckeye Development.
2. Main Street Reconstruction -   Kristin stated that while running a TV line in the sewer a Walnut Street resident called to say that something happened to cause a blockage in her house.  This was not why this blockage happened, but Kristin spoke with the landlord and left them know what was going on.  At this time the Town is waiting on the soil boring.

3. DTI – FERC Decision CP12-72 – Brad Dyjak, Town Planner stated that FERC has responded but has not made determination for or against.  At this time they are still considering all requests at this time.

4. Source Water Protection Plan 2012 – This has been tabled until next month.

5. Sediment & Erosion Control Ordinance – This was introduced on February 12, 2013 and has been dually advertised.

7. FY14 General and Enterprise Fund Budget – Time frame – Budget Committee got copy and did look at it.  March draft budget, April workshop will discuss in detail, May a Public Hearing will be held to introduce the FY14 General/Enterprise Fund Budget.  June – Make changes and approve.  
The Enterprise Fund has a 5% rate increase.

Kristin went over each line item(s) and explained the increase/decrease.  

Kristin also went over the delinquent accounts/outstanding debt has been decreased, along with several valves that have been corrected.

Frederick County POS for FY14 is up for development.  Kristin presented what we have available:  improvements to the lot-finishing it off on the soccer side.  Kristin will be working in getting something together.

Public Comments:

Diane Zepp-MJBL reported that due to the damage at the baseball field maintenance will be done on March 17, 2013. MJBL would like to go for restitution.  Diane spoke to Justin Clipp, MJBL and he would like to know who is actually gonna do the work..MJBL or the Town?  MJBL has a contractor that can do the work.  It was noted that funds from the town is available.  Diane will get information and bring proof of insurance along with 2 landscaper’s estimates which doesn’t have the equipment to do the work.
Dave Dunn, Board of County Commissioners liaison was in attendance at the meeting and reminded the Mayor and Council that municipalities can piggyback on certain items.  He added if you ever need assistance from the county please call.  Mr. Dunn noted that the county can now do street signs if the town is interested.
Melissa Joseph, Field Representative of Congressman Chris Van Holland was present at the meeting.

Ted Cady, Flintridge Drive resident gave a review from his visit to MDE.
