May 14, 2013

Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
Mayor Creadick announced that in accordance with the provisions of the State Open Meetings Act, He would be seeking a motion by Council to convene an Executive Session at the conclusion of the Public Comment Period of the Agenda for the purpose of consulting with staff and counsel to obtain legal advice on a legal matter before the Town.

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Gary DeMoss, Mark Flynn and Brett Bidle along with Town Planner Brad Dyjak and Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  
The April minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Flynn.
Board of Commission appointed:  Donna Squire was sworn in on the Planning Commission for the term of June 1, 2013 to May 31, 2018.  Laura Sweeny was sworn into the Board of Appeals as an Alternate for the term of June 1, 2013 to May 31, 2014. They were both accepted with a unanimous vote.

Boy Scout Joseph Skowronski was available to present his project so he will back for the June meeting to do so.

Boy Scouts brothers Peter and Lukas Stein of Troop 278 were present and asked the Mayor and Council several questions that were required for them to receive their Citizenship and Community Merit Badge.

3. Planning and Zoning Report: 
          Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· Met on May 7, 2013
· Reviewed text amendments

· Talked about backyard animals

· Talked about signage 

· Talked about cell tower and solar collecting devices

· Quail Run water/sewer meeting received favorable recommendations.  Still needs to have Frederick Board of County Commissioners blessings.  Quail Run will be submitting improvement plans soon.

· Saber Ridge – Bill Yauss is still working with Mr. Martz and they both have committed to move forward.  The conclusion will be coming soon.  The agreement that we had from February has not changed.

· DTI court case – DC Circuit Court – arguments were heard this morning.  We will either be granted or denied our rehearing case.
· Solarize Project is moving forward.  Electric hot water service you have from now to August to line up for grants and assessments

· Workshop 201 will be held on May 29, 2013 at 7PM town hall.  Both installers will be present and they will tell you what products they have to offer.

· Workshop on May 23, 2013 at 6:30PM town hall will be power savers.  The county is involved with this green house challenge and there will be larger grants if you are a Certified Power Saver.

· June 1, 2013 Dawn and Curtis Nelson will hold an open house on Lloyd Wolfe Road.  They will show how things work in their house.

· Meet with Mr. Guenthner about annexation into the town.  He voiced that he is now interested to go through procedures to have this done.

4. Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent but a copy of the report was presented to the Mayor and Council.  A copy is on file for public review.  
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire noted on the sewer side that there was a 10% decrease in I & I. On the water side for additional improvement we need engineer support.  It was noted that the hydrant flushing and reservoir cleaning has been done.  Meadow well has been pulled for the pump was clogged.  Staff attempted to locate the spring line where the leak is but they have not found it.
5. Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire provided the following updates:

· Received $60,000 for Doub’s Meadow soccer parking lot.

· Televised lines going to the pump station.  There is no cracks, but can’t figure out where water is coming from possibly the service line.

6. Planning Commission Report:
Town Planner, Brad Dyjak gave the following report:

· May 18, 2013 will be Kids to Park Day.  There will be face painting, games, etc going on for the kids at the park.  Councilmember Brett Bidle will be planting trees along the trail as well on that day.
· National Night Out will be smaller and lower key this year.  It will be held on August 14th or 15th.

· Garden Club has been planting and weeding already this year.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Source Water Protection Plan 2012 – A motion was made to approve Source Water Protection Plan by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge. Motion carried 5-0

Site Master Plan Process Ordinance – Town Planner, Brad Dyjak stated that it was introduced at last month’s meeting.  It was recommended from the Planning Commission.  It pertains to any overlay district master plan.  Discussion was held on January 15, 2013 and it was advertised on March 5, 2013.  Mayor Creadick read the ordinance.

Mark Etheridge motioned to approved Site Master Plan Ordinance and it was second by Brett Bidle.  Motion carried 5-0.

Myersville Ethic Ordinance - Motion was made to table by Mark Hinkle and second by Brett Bidle.

Myersville Tree Ordinance – Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire explained the Ordinance.  Mayor Creadick read Myersville Tree Ordinance 2013-04.  

A motion was made to approve Myersville Tree Ordinance 2013-04 by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Etheridge.
NEW BUSINESS:

FY14 General and Enterprise Fund Ordinance - Kristin went over the General and Enterprise fund including the municipal tax fees, real property tax rates and 5% water/sewer rate increase.

A motion was made to introduce the FY14 General and Enterprise Fund Ordinance by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn.
FY 2014 CDBG Main and Walnut Street Grant Resolution – This resolution was read by Mayor Creadick.
A motion to approve was so moved by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

FY 2014 FCSO Community Deputy Contract – Kristin Aleshire updated the Mayor and Council on the contract.  There is a slight increase this year due to benefits and motor vehicle maintenance.
A motion to keep duty program was made by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Milestone Cell Tower Marketing Agreement – Kristin Aleshire stated that the Town puts up the property.  If a cell provider comes across it then they will come to the Town for consideration.

A motion to approve the Marketing Agreement as written was made by Mark Flynn and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion carried 5-0.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Water Bill Waiver Request - Resident believes that water/sewer bill should be only $44.27 for their obligation but it was for $190.00.  Their house has been vacant for awhile now.  After some discussion the Mayor and Council decided to go with the guidance that they provided at the workshop.

Frederick County Residential Hazardous Waste Drop Off Day will be May 18, 2013.

Frederick County Spring Cycle Water & Sewer Plan Update – Brad Dyjak attended the meeting.  Planning Commission gave their recommendation of approval.

A letter was received from a resident during the Main Street water leak.  She had to leave her water run for two (2) hours due to it being muddy.  She just had foot surgery and needed to use water to treat her foot.  She would like a break on her water bill.  The water bill will be reviewed and a decision will be made then.
A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Gary DeMoss and second by Brett Bidle.
