Regular Meeting
November 10, 2015
7:00PM

The regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Creadick followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Mark Hinkle along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga. 

October Minutes were not available will be disturbed at the December meeting.

Mayor Creadick announced that the candidate(s) for Open Council Seat will be moved to the New Business section since Councilmember Hinkle will be coming late.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer Report: 
In Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle absence, the treasurer’s report was previously distributed.  A copy is on file for public review.

Kristin gave an update on the Treasurer’s position that was advertised.

Deputy Report:
Deputy Report was given by Town resident Deputy Sheriff Ken Olander.
A copy of this report is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
There were no updates.

MES Water/Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Town Manager Report:
Kristin reported that instead of doing a monetary donation the Town will cover the cost of getting a Christmas tree and cover the delivery cost. The condition of the decorations was discussed.  Kristin will go out and look for new decorations for the tree.  Judy Zeck stated that they will need help with putting the decoration on the tree.  She stated that they are in need of a cherry picker if anyone knew someone that could help with that.  The tree will be going up on November 28th .

Committee Reports:
Park and Recreation:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Snowman are going up over Thanksgiving.
· Lions Club will be putting up Candy Canes.
· Christmas in Myersville will be help on December 5, 2015 with a parade at 5PM followed by tree lighting and Santa at the Fire Hall.  

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report
· Mayor Creadick stated that at the workshop there was a discussion held on ways that the that the Town communicates with the public.  We have channel 99 in place with the help of Comcast.  There is the website which is maintained in a daily basis through the Town.  We have the quarterly newsletter that goes out with the water bills. We also have the Emergency Alert System from Everbridge.  This alert system is through Frederick County.  We have the accountability to go out and list when the Town has a water emergency such as a break.  We are able to alert the residents in real time.  Lastly we have The Citizens Newspaper which the Town pays for once a month. The edition has the news article after the Town Meeting in it.

Unfinished Business:
Myersville Cable Franchise Agreement Ordinance – Kristin Aleshire read over the ordinance.
A motion was made that we approve the Cable Franchise Agreement as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Mayor Creadick gave a brief summary on the franchise and its connections to Myersville.  The motion carried 4-0.

AK-JK Annexation Petition -  The AK-JK Annexation Petition needs to be introduced as a Resolution.  Kristin read the resolution.  Mayor Creadick asked if there were any questions.  With no question he asked for a motion to introduce for the acceptation of the resolution.

A motion was made to so move by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.

Hollis Property Annexation Petition – Brandon stated that he needed direction from Mayor and Council to move forward to accept or reject the petition.  Brief discussion was held.

A motion was made to deny the petition by Mark Hinkle and second by Robert Berkey.  Motion carried 4 for and 1 against.

Brandon will go back to the petitioner and explain the decision and why it was made.    

Myersville Business Personal Property Tax – Kristin gave a summary on business personal property tax in Myersville and how Frederick County is handing it.  Frederick City will be doing a 10 year faze out as well as Middletown.  They are encouraging all municipalities to do so.  Myersville don’t have a huge amount of business.  We bring in roughly $12,000.00 a year across town.  Small business pays for their yearly business applications than they pay taxes to the town.  We have utilities with the state of Maryland.  If we get rid of the business property taxes, we will still get paid for the utilities.
Mayor Creadick polled the Councilmembers and no one was interested in fazing it out.  Kristin was instructed to go and tell them that Myersville is not interested for we are happy with the structure that we have in place.

MVFC Promissory Note and Deed Ordinance -  This moved to the December Workshop.


New Business:

Trolley Park FRQ Proposal(s) -  Kristin stated that you have received one request.  He recommended that we revisit this and put out an RFP and see what kind of proposal we get.

Pleasant Walk POS Property – Kristin reached back out to the State and they are clearly interested.  Once we acquire it and it is Town owned then DNR needs to work with the Town on what term maintains means.  

Candidate(s) for Open Council Seat – Mayor Creadick explained that when we have a vacancy on the Council and it is outside the election process, it is up to the Council to vote on someone.  The term that is open will end in May 2018.  All applicants were reviewed at the November workshop.

Mark Flynn proposed that Daniel Papuchis fill the vacant seat.  Robert Berkey seconded it.  Carried 4-0.

Daniel Papuchis was then sworn in by Mayor Creadick.

Mayor Creadick gave Eric Appel a tour of the Myersville Municipal Center.  He is excited about this facility as well as our parks that we have.  He is going to go back see what activities they have that would be best suited for the facilities that we have to offer.  It would be more recreational activities that they are interested in hosting.  They have an interest in Zumba and Martial Arts. We offer the facility and they manage the activity.

Public Comments:

Sheldon Shearer, town resident asked about the traffic study that was done on Main Street.  He said with all those cars going by the Municipal Building that the board outside would be a good place to advertise town events.  Mark Hinkle explained that it is mainly used for Fire Company advertisement but couldn’t a problem in getting them to do some town message on it.

Mark Hinkle brought up the ipads and that it might be time to replace for they are starting to show their age.  Some of the Councilmembers has been having some issues with them.  Some discussion was held and it was decided to talk about it in a workshop.

Motion to adjourn was made by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Hinkle.
