Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S.  Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Gary DeMoss along with Town Manger Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner Brandon Boldyga.  
The October minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4 to 0.

Delegate Kelly Schulz was present at the Town Meeting.  She has been attending all the municipalities meetings to offer her support.  She stated that MML is an important part of letting her know what is on the documents.  She talked about the Parental Awareness Program, FRO, Forestation, highway users revenue and the minimum wage increase.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
Treasurer’s report was given by Town Treasurer, Ray Hinkle.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:

Town Deputy, Jim Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga gave the following report:

· Saber Ridge raw water plan.  Planning Commission looked at it with comments and it went back to the engineer and then sent back to the developer with both sets of comments.

· Main Street/Walnut Street – was signed off at the Planning Commission meeting on November 5, 2013
· DTI – last month received ruling. Sent letter of response asking DTI to follow our process.  DTI got in touch with Fox and Associates and went through the County instead of the Town.  There was a miscommunication between County, DTI and Town.
· Quail Run – Water Treatment Plant plans – Brandon, along with the engineer sent back for new plans.  Once they are received they will go onto the Planning Commission.
· Sidewalk retrofit – A couple more signatures are needed to get on board.
· Planning Commission has been now issued Town email addresses.
· Zoning enforcement issues – McDonald’s removed signs during site renovation.  Letter was sent and a follow-up will be forth coming from Brandon.

· Received a “junkyard” complaint about a resident on Main Street.  Spoke with them to get this problem resolved.

· To date 3 town permits and 2 county permits has been issued.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:

Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart presented his report.   A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.
Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Maryland Rural Water did a water resource plan in 2001 with us doing the consulting work on the water resource on the well side.  MDE gave Maryland Rural Water money and they chose our town to do the analyst on this.  Now would be a good time to have this done again at cost from MDE.  Kristin asked the Mayor and Council if they would like to proceed in doing this again.  He was given the okay to move forward with this project.
· Town has filed with IWIF for an audit report.

· Water line break in Ashley.  Kristin and Ed went and looked at the meter pit and it was full of water.  They were able to determine who the property owner was and they left them know of the leak.

Parks and Recreations Committee Report:

Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Harvest Festival was very successful.  Attendance was good.  They are hoping to continue this program using the third weekend of October as the date.

· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 7, 2013 beginning at 5PM with parade and Santa.  This will be for age’s fifth grade and under.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan - Running a 12 inch line below the storm drain.  State said that several items needed to be done.  Project will stop at Route 17 and Wolfsville.  State will pick up at Route 17.  We will move 6 inch line connecter back to get away from the sidewalk connection.  A meeting was held with the elementary school and their main concern is getting the students out onto Main Street. Yes, there will be frustration by not being able to use Main Street during the construction. It was brought up that the Middle and High School students will be needed to be picked up along Main Street as well.  Another concern that they had was that the elementary school will be getting HVAC work done and they will requirement a crane to have this put into place.  This can be resolved when that time comes. The insurance company stated that at this time they are not interested in daily use of their parking lot to the school.  Therefore, the school will need to have that section of Main Street done during the summer break.
New Business:
Maryland Open Meetings Act Update – Passed a law that employees and board members are to complete the Maryland Open Meeting Act.  At this time Kristin Aleshire, Brandon Boldyga and Kathy Gaver has completed and passed the requirements.

MDE Water Appropriations – Last month an excel sheet was done for the appropriations annual monthly operating report.  We now have 18% reduction or 15,000 gallons to the good.  They are not taking into consideration the drought.  This doesn’t take in our well or spring which is a seasonal matter.  This is time frame demand driven.  Any given day one of our sources could be out of commission.  Delegate Kathy Afzali has followed up with MDE from our last meeting.  At this point we are trying to get a meeting set up to hash things out.
