Mayor and Council
Regular Meeting
October 11, 2016
The regular town meeting of the Mayor and Council was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga and Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz.
Motion for the acceptance of the September minutes was made by Daniel Papuchis and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0
Delegate Kathy Afzali was present at the meeting.  Mayor Creadick opened the floor for her to speak.  Delegate Afzali stated that she came to listen to the Town needs and to see where she could help in anyway. She stated that she currently represents 12 other municipalities in the county.  She passed out a handout showing the budget of what Myersville would get from the State.  She reminded everyone about communications.  She discussed the dry district that Frederick County is no longer has, however there are still some restrictions.  Now businesses in Myersville can apply for appropriate liquor licenses. She went on to talk about budgets, local grant money and local government projects that has been successful.  She talked about getting money to reserve the Trolley for the library.  She ended by talking about fracking in Frederick County.  She stated that this could be a zero to none process.  It is more in the Allegheny County area.  She just doesn’t feel that Frederick County will be doing any fracking.  The Mayor and Council thanked her for coming.  She concluded by saying keep the communications open.

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:

Budget & CIP Committee:
Councilmember Mark Hinkle stated that they will be meeting in December.

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 3, 2016 with a ribbon cutting of Memorial Park at Trolley Station.
· Harvest Fest was well attended.  Folks seemed to have a great time. 
· Meetings are held the last Thursday night of the months at 7PM.

Public Facilities Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey gave the following report:
· Briefly went over the CIP budget from Kristin Aleshire.
· They have discussed the spring line.
· They have gone over the Municipal Facilities Users Agreement and they had some suggestions for that.

Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr gave the following report:
· Organization awareness for pipeline related items was held in the banquet hall.  Mayor Creadick stepped in before attending the Town meeting.
· Frederick County Department of Aging has opportunities for expansion for meals on wheels. If you know anyone in the area that can benefit from this worthy cause let them know.

Unfinished Business:

Myersville Facilities User Agreement Update – Kristin Aleshire went through the document.  He had relined items that will be deleted or edited.

Christmas In Myersville Decorations – Kristin Aleshire went over the Memorandum that was sent out to the Mayor and Council.  Plantasia has a 14’ tree with bottom ring of 36” for the 1st year it would be $4,590, 2nd year it would be $2,500 and 3rd year $2,500 the other option was a 16”, 48” bottom ring, 1st year $5,609, 2nd year $3,500. And 3rd year $3,500.  Staff recommended 14 feet for it would be safe size and fit for the circle that created at the park.  Plantasia could change it to at 16 foot one if we decide to lease.  The benefit is that they put it up, take it down and they store it all year.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle that we accept with staff recommendation to the 14-foot tree from Plantasia, second by Daniel Papuchis.  Motion carried 4-0.

New Business:

Resolution to Support Ban on Fracking – Councilmember Daniel Papuchis commented that they should not be doing it.  Councilmember Mark Flynn added that we already have protection in our ordinance to protect the citizens. Councilmember Mark Etheridge added that it is to add support for the ability to frack or not. This is a Town government issue Resolution on position to fracking.  It was drafted and was more state issued not for Myersville.  The verbiage was changed for Myersville.

Town resident, Connie Guy talked about how she was against fracking.







A motion was made by Mark Etheridge to sign the resolution as presented and second by Robert Berkey.  Motion was 2 for – Robert Berkey and Mark Etheridge and 3 against – Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis.  Motion did not carry.

County Snow Removal Maintenance Update – The Frederic County Department of Highway and Facility Maintenance can provide Frederick County towns and municipalities which need snow removal services, equipment and personnel for removal of snow on municipal streets, however there are criteria that must be met.  There is a cost connected to this. They haven’t charged us yet.  They have four (4) listed, but only three (3) of them apply to us.  Poplar Street, Monument Road and Church Hill Road.  It is less than a half mile and it would cost around $700.00 per snow event.  These roads lead into and out of town.  Staff recommends moving forward.  It was discussed about getting an estimate for Main Street since they would be coming through.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle to approve and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Correspondence:

Discussion was held on a utility Bill Relief Request.  After very brief discussion a decision was made.

Motion to say no was made by Dan Papuchis and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Public Comment:

David Barrow – Baltimore National Pike resident made a correction to what he had announced in a past meeting.  The County will be doing a Maryland Solar Co-Op on November 9, 2016 at 7PM at a public workshop at the Middletown Office for homeowners and business.
