Committee Reports:
Park and Recreation:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Harvest Fest was held in conjunction with the Lion’s Club Breakfast due to the weather conditions.  Vendors were on hand as well as activities for the children.
· Looking for volunteers
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 5, 2015 which volunteers are needed.
· 30 Snowmen will be put up on Main Street this year.  All proceeds will go to Team Everette.  This will help in depleting his medical bills since he had a kidney transplant.


Public Relations Committee:
Mayor Creadick gave the following report:
· He talked to several community members during the Harvest Fest where he received some good feedback
· Kristin stated that the phone calls are coming in for Trick or Treat.  The Town does not officially promote this.  He has told them that it is up to their neighbourhood as to when they want to set the time and date.

Unfinished Business:
Myersville Cable Franchise Agreement – Kristin Aleshire spoke with Town Attorney, John Clapp and he suggested to do this by endorsement, therefore it has been brought tonight to be introduced.
After some brief discussion a motion was made.

Motion was made by Mark Etheridge that we introduce the Myersville Cable Franchise Agreement document that we were discussing as an ordinance. Second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0.

New Business:
Snow Removal Bid Award – One bid was turned in for the 2015/2016/2017 to spring of 2018 from our previous contractor Brian’s Lawn Service.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle to approve the bid and second by Robert Berkey.  Motion carried 4-0.

Hollis Property Annexation Petition – A petition for annexation was submitted to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation.  Brandon Boldyga stated that the Mayor and Council has looked at the petition.  The property is 2744 Canada Hill Road.   Ms. Hollis has attended several meeting and is interested in becoming involved with the town.  The petition comes with a big cost analysist.  She would like to construct a sewer line that would be extended into the town’s main line.  She is hoping to get the fee’s waived. She would use these monies to attach into the town.  A lengthy discussion was held.  In conclusion [t was decided to have Brandon to go back and respond to the applicant.

Doubs Meadow Park Tot Lot – Kristin reported that he received one (1) quote for an eight (8) inch border and another for a twelve (12) inch border.  The twelve (12) inch border had a topper and people would be able to sit on it as they do now.  The eight (8) inches same in width but two (2) inches lower.  They will only be using top soil to build around it.  After a brief discussion it was decided upon the twelve (12) inch border.

MDE NPDES Annual Report update – Kristin stated that we are doing okay on this.  Brandon is actually working on this report.

A motion was made by Mark Hinkle for adjournment and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.
