Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S.  Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Hinkle,  Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle along with Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  
The September minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Brett Bidle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5 to 0.

Staff Reports:

Deputy Report:   Sgt. Mike Ochoa gave the Deputy’s Report in Deputy Jim Harris absence.
Sgt Ochoa reported that has been 12 breaks in.  These are happening inside and outside the homes.  There have been a total of 18 breaks in since the first of the month.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:

Town Manager Report:

Town Manager Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Salt agreement has been signed.

· AED device has been ordered along with a first aid kit.  Training will be held on the AED along with first aid training.

· Clean out on the creek area intake was completed.  Currently working on sewer trunk line with FEMA.  
· Installing gravel in the spring area.

· Working with MES with the well(s) issue.

· Received permit for the pavilion at the overlook which James Rudy will be building.

· Spoke with MJBL and explained to them what was going and that they will work together on the issue.

· RFP will be doing the asphalt to correct the issue at the park.

· The Eagle Scout project on painting of the fire hydrants should be completed soon.

· Spoke about solar panels and the possibility of putting them at Harp.

· Town received their plaque from the Myersville Fire Company’s gold tournament.

· Brandon and Kristin are looking at the Young property.  It has been appraised at $111,000.  

· Received permit application for Saber Ridge well.  Received notice from MDE and they need to go through appropriation.  Once prepared and sent out to everyone then a hearing/public notice to proceed for well permit.  After MDE looked at the appropriation they want to take away 15% = 30,000 a day or 230-270 gallons per day.  They are saying that we still have more than what we use.  Staff will continue to proceed with Saber Ridge to get the well permit.  MDE is the authority but needs to understand that this is more complex.  Looking to have a meeting about the 15% decrease.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan – submitted to all agencies.  Planning Commission has been through it.  Bid package will go out in January 2014 and should be approved com March 2014.  Additional follow up with the school on the bus route.  Will be talking/following up with SHA.

SHA Sidewalk Retrofit Program – After last month’s meeting more permits has come in.  We currently have 9 out of 16.  Kristin will continue to work with everyone on getting this process done.

New Business:
Myersville WWTP Time Quote – Motion was made to approve timer project as proposed by Gary DeMoss and second By Brett Bidle.  Motion carried 5-0.

2002 CDA Bond Balance Closure – Motion to close it was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

HESS Service Contract Transfer – We are locked into Hess until November 2014.  Hess will be transferring and assigning its right and obligation under its existing contract to Hess Energy Marketing, LLC (HEM).  HEM is currently a new wholly-owned subsidiary of Hess, but HEM will become a wholly owned subsidiary of Direct Energy upon consummation of the Transaction.   Subject to any applicable consent requirements, effective on the date that supply service under your contract is transferred by the applicable utility from Hess to HEM, which is anticipated to occur on or after November 1, 2013, HEM will assume the performance of all rights and obligations under your contract and will continue to supply service under the same terms and conditions including price.  This was discussed heavily among the Council.
A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion carried 5-0.

Delegate Kathy Afzali was present and she has received calls about the crime spree.  She would like to maybe have a meeting along with the Deputy to educate the public.  At this time Ashley is the only development with a neighbor watch.
