
Town of Myersville
October 9, 2012
Town Regular Meeting

The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle along with the Pledge. Councilmember’s in attendance were: Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Gary DeMoss along with, Town Planner, Brad Dyjak and Town Manager Kristin Aleshire. 

Motion was made to accept the September Minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Gary DeMoss. 

Senator David Brinkley and Delegate Kelly Schulz attended the Town Meeting. Myersville was their last stop of their series of visits which they made to the municipalities in the area. Senator Brinkley stated that this is about getting back to the towns and establishing a dialogue. Both Senator Brinkley and Delegate Schulz both stated that they have been strong advocates for their districts, municipalities and counties, but often laws were passed and positions were taken which negatively affected small towns. Delegate Schulz added that each town had different needs. One of the biggest issues in May was the legislator’s decision to raise income taxes. We need to be able to plan for that as legislators and council members.
 
Senator Brinkley stated that when positions are taken, whether by the Maryland Municipal League or legislators it is nice to know but I would like to know what Myersville feels about the issues. Delegate Schulz added that regulations being proposed to be implemented by the end of they could negatively affect development. They not only affect the entire state, but these regulation impact local municipalities and may tie your hands on what you can do. 

Town Planner, Brad Dyjak added that the politicians that it would be nice if small towns such as Myersville got clear directives from the state on issues such as cleaning up the Chesapeake Bay. Maryland has gone above and beyond its effort to clean up the Chesapeake and it has been very costly. Delegate Schulz stated that we hear you and these specific bay cleaning agenda items are very big issues for rural Maryland. 
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire commented that the Town got a letter from the Maryland State Archive that we are to get involved and send them our records. We have since 1904 kept everything in town in order. They don’t have space for 157 cities. We want to keep ours here. They came and we showed them what we are doing here during their site visit. At any given time our Mayor and Council wants a record we can show it to them. Both Senator Brinkley and Delegate Schulz stated that they would look into this for the town. 

After giving some brief updates both Senator Binkley and Delegate Schulz thanked the Mayor and Council for having them. 
Treasurer Report: 
Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle. A copy is on file for public to review. 

Ray reported that $84,000.00 for Parks expense should be coming back to the town for the Route 17 acceleration/deceleration work. 

Deputy’s Report: 
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy’s Report. A copy is on file for public to review. 
Deputy Harris was asked for an update on the Pleasant Walk incident where a car approached a school student to get into their car. At this time Deputy had no update but would look into it and give a report when he had one.
 
Deputy Harris talked about the Main Street at the school. This is happening when students are being picked up when school is out. It is a safety issue and has been ongoing now for 2-3 years. Some of the backup is just people trying to get home using Main Street. The Principal at the Myersville Elementary School is very aware of the situation. A possible remedy is for the Mayor to talk to the Principal. The school may have brought this upon themselves by stopping the bus route less than a mile from school. Several possible issues were discussed to stop this from happening. Kristin will calling and talking to the Board of Education about this to see how it can be resolved. 

Planning & Zoning Report: 
Town Planner Brad Dyjak gave the following report: 
Planning Commission met and reviewed the text amendment, Comp Plan and open regulations. 
Joint Workshop will be held on October 16, 2012. Three subjects that need to be discussed are 1) Saber Ridge 2) Sign Text Amendment and 3) Chicken Text Amendment. 
Garden Club is still working on the trail. 
Open Space and Trail will be meeting October 15, 2012 and they will be working on draft Master Plan 
Public Relation Committee will be meeting on October 24, 2012 

Water Source Protection Report: 
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave an update on the source protection report. A copy of this report is on file. 
Bob stated that repairs at Ashley have been taken care of. Hydrant Flushing will be held on October 16-17, 2012. Sewer Line work will be started on October 24, 2012. 
The generator quotes has increased in price so they have reached out to another company and was able to get a quote for $2,200.00 less. 
Both wells have been taken care and back in operation. Both of them are producing 16 gpm. Cost was $4,000.00 a well. This time it was replaced with the right size of equipment. This will be our primary source of water. 
Town Manager’s Report: 
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report: 
Myersville Harvest Festival Flyer has been put in with the water billing. 
Quarterly Newsletter along with the water bills has been sent out. 
A release from the Health Department – they are launching Rethink Drink campaign. This has been linked to our website. 
Letter from Frederick County 2014-2019 Capital Improvement. 
Comcast –It is now time to enter into discussion for the Franchise renewal. Town would like to receive access to public channel. 
Theft of water source – individual will proceed with court process. 
The second Geocashing Trail will be starting back up in January. 

Planning Commission Report: 
Planning Commission minutes are in everyone inbox. Please look them over and if you have any questions please talk to Brad Dyjak. 

Park and Recreation Committee Report: 
Park and Recreation Committee Report were given by Town Councilman Mark Flynn. 
October 20, 2012 will be the Harvest Festival. It will be held from 9AM to 2PM. Fire Company will be holding their annual breakfast along with vendors. Children’s activities will be held at the old town site on Harp Place along with hay rides. 
Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 1, 2012. A parade will be held at 7PM along with activities at the Fire Hall. 
Lions Club will be holding their breakfast on November 3, 2012 and the Fire Company on November 17, 2012. 

Unfinished Business: 
Quail Run Property – Draft PWA - Mitzi Boswell was present from Buckeye Development to determine the Public Works Agreement credit toward their water/sewer tap fee. Brad Dyjak, Town Planner stated that the range of tap fees for the 2006 calculation numbers may have changed. Will be getting back with the revised numbers. Quail Run back with cost estimates. The overview is actual capacity needs for the current proposal – treatment plant 50gpm for treatment with the ability of expansion. 12 gpm overage for surplus. Staff has reviewed that the range will fall between $31,000.00 to $178,000 floor and ceiling. First floor $31,000 true cost difference over capacity. They will need 38 gpm treatment for 109 units at peak demand. 27,000 plus configuration – ceiling 138,200 which will take Quail run to 76% capacity at the Water Treatment Plant. Town would figure 24% cost at $178,000.00 for 36 dwelling units for tape fee, 33% of tap fee at 109 units. Kristin Aleshire stated that deprecation value ability to make back our additional develop which would assume maintenance and operation. Brad stated that they are asking direction on where the Council is comfortable at. Councilmember Mark Etheridge asked if the building is large enough for equipment. Bard added that the facility building is to allow for extra equipment. 

Councilmember Mark Hinkle asked if the option on the building to meet their needs. Mitzi added that Kristin and Brad made the numbers very clear. Feeling that the numbers are not concrete on cost at this time. Basically looking for guidance. Mitzi stated that Ed (Smargria of Buckeye Development) made clear a lot of work out there. Mark Etheridge stated that they are looking for recommendations for Brad and Kristin suggested approach, since they had the discussion. Kristin added that 26,000 is making the building bigger. May not make back or sell 178,000 later. Maintenance/Operation 3%a year at 5,000 per year accept appreciation figure and apply it. This was heavily discussed and it was 
decided upon that the staff will work out plan and estimate until we know the concrete numbers and have something on paper. Looking at December/January to have the actual 
Saber Ridge Well Agreement – They have expressed a concern on having to go back to preliminary plan, having County/State agencies to go through. Some agencies have no expiration dates. 

Main Street Reconstruction – A survey walk is being done on Walnut Street. 
Harp Property POS Purchase – Ordinance – From Pleasant Walk Road up to Application Trail 
– Town will soon own most of the property. 
2012-07 is up for approval – Motion was made that we move to approve Ordinance 2012-07 as presented by Gary DeMoss and second by Mark Flynn. Motion was carried 3-0 with 1 absent. 
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Public Comments: 
Town resident Ted Cady spoke on FERC and what is going on in NY. He received information from EAA which their information is confidential such as the historical sites are confidential. Survey is lacking what they feel. Other impacts are smog and acid rain on site along with South Mountain Battlefield. Asking for letter of application. Not abiding by their organization. Will be getting in touch with the historical society. 
Mr. Cady stated that there are pipelines between Chambersburg and Leesburg and they want another line in this area. Discussed the different options to this. 
MCRC is sending out 2,300 letters to business for more funding. Suggest that the town do what they can on their own. If ruled against the town what do you want to do. Just be wise on what can happen. 
Speed bumps to be installed by Jamie Remsburg on Harp Place. 
Leak at the meter for baseball at Harp Place. 
Mayor asked about getting a screen on the back wall behind the Mayor and Council. Kristin will give ICS about getting this. 
Brad is to be working on wet weather at the park.
