September 10, 2013

Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle in Mayor Creadick’s absence along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were:  Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Gary DeMoss and Brett Bidle along with Town Manger Kristin Aleshire.  
The August minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4 to 0.

Kristin Aleshire introduced Brandon Boldyga the new Town Planner.  Brandon is from North Beach, MD and a graduate of Frostburg.  He will be taking his new position on September 16, 2013.  Brandon then gave a background in his planning career.  Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle then swore Brandon in as the new Zoning Administrator.

· Meeting is being set up for sewer line relocation for Main Street project.

· Mayor asked about AED device a while back and he still would like to proceed with it.  Kristin has looked into the details of the device and it will be around $2,000.00.

· Sidewalk retro fit program – he has been contacted about 12 out of 16 residents so far.  He has spoken with state highway on how the code applies.  We have the ability to enforce SHA if someone doesn’t sign.  We can still move forward with the project and it will go out to bid in November.  Kristin will go door to door for waivers. It will be on the agenda for the October 5, 2013 Workshop to discuss.

Parks and Recreations Committee Report:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:

· Myersville Night Out went very well and was well attended

· Kristin added that the town contractor was at Harp and has removed brush and trees.  As well as cleaned around the tennis court.  Sprayed the playground and will be replacing signs.

Kristin Aleshire reported that has attended training for health care exempt-nonexempt employees.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street Reconstruction Design Plan – The first meeting was held and it was very productive. Joint meeting will be held on October 15, 2013.
Municipal Solar Energy Farm Concept – Still waiting to schedule a date with Middletown to see if the project will work out to their expectation.

Signage Regulation Ordinance – Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle read the ordinance.   There was some time spent on discussion and a motion was taken.

A motion was made that we approve the Sign Ordinance to define certain terms by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion approved 4-0.

Myersville Municipal Charter Update – Kristin Aleshire sent comments in a memo form to the Council.  Hard copies will be put into everyone’s mailbox to look over and discuss at workshop.

New Business:
Myersville Sewer Trunk Line Relocation – Received a call from FEMA.  During Hurricane Sandy we had damage done to the trunk line.  The paperwork was submitted.  FEMA felt that it was a reasonable amount, but didn’t fine the project feasible.  They then came out and did a filed survey.  At this time the town has already started to redesign construction on the location of the sewer trunk line.  FEMA came back after the field survey and agreed to fix it at an estimate of $5,000.00, but they are not going to fix it in place.  A letter has been sent and we are waiting for a response at this time.  We are taking our necessary steps to all agencies if they come through with the funds.  This would be the last leg of the I and I issues.

Correspondence:
Received a letter from MJLB asking about use of the field during inclement weather conditions.  They would like to follow Frederick County rules on this.  Park and Recreation was asked to look over the use of the field during weather conditions and to establish lines on where and when the field can be used.
Had a resident come into the Town Hall about an issues of sewer back up and what it did to his residence.  Kristin handled this project and turned it over to LGIT which is doing a great job at resolving this.
