Town of Myersville 
September 11, 2012
Town Regular Meeting 


The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. along with the Pledge.  Councilmember’s in attendance were: Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, and Brett Bidle along with, Town Planner, Brad Dyjak and Town Manager Kristin Aleshire.

Motion was made to accept the August Minutes as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Brett Bidle.

There were three proclamations for the month of September.  Mayor Creadick read the following Proclamations: National Emergency Preparedness Month; second one Constitution Week, September 17-23, 2012; and the last one National Public Lands Day, September 29, 2012.  

Treasurer Report:
Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle. A copy is on file for public to review.

Deputy’s Report:
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public to review.

Planning & Zoning Report:
Town Planner Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· There are some site issues at Main Street and Lushbaugh Way. Seeking approval for no parking.  A current resident has off street parking.  Would like to get curb painted so that the buses and cars can see when pulling away from the school.
This would be in restriction with the other side of the street.

Motion was made to approve making it a permanent parking space by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn. 

· Harvest Festival – Park and Recreation will be doing children’s activities at Harp Field.  They are requesting for temporary parking at the cal-de-sac to allow turn around for that day.

Motion approved for temporary parking by Mark Hinkle and second by Brett Bidle.

· Update on speed hump/bump – process to proceed with two speed humps not to exceed $2,000.

Motion was made to approve Tree Top Produce Model 3ZC3016 by Mark Hinkle and second by Brett Bidle.

Water Source Protection Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent so Kristin gave an update on the source protection report.  A copy of this report is on file.
· Meadow wells have been drawn down.  There was much debris in the main fracture.  This has been in operation for 10 years but is producing well.  This will allow contractors to hydrocrack at the cost of $3,000.00 Bob Barnhart feels that this will take care of the adjoining well, which is about 250 feet apart.  They both need attention.  Piping needs replaces at well #2 and well #1 will need electrical work.  An alternative would be to repair components in both wells drawing at 5 gpm each, or abandon the wells and find other way to get water.
·  Contacted contractor to look at the liner on Brethren Church.
· Had a back up at McDonalds blockage was at the curb.  Question is who is responsible.  The town has 2 connections before the blockage.  The break was between the manhole in woods to parking lot.
· Arro and the contractor will be looking into fixing I & I.  At this time there is no easy access.

Fire Company Report:
· Fire Company Vice President, Ray Hinkle announced that Justin Clipp is now the current Fire Chief.  
· Golf tournament will be held on September 17, 2012
· First Breakfast for the fall will be held on September 15, 2012
· Car show will be held on October 13, 2012
· Braddock Heights/Middletown Community show will be held September 28-29, 2012
· Gun Riffle will be held in October 2012, February 2013, and May 2013.
· Sportsman Calendars will be available from Christmas to January 1, 2013
· Lions Club first fall breakfast will be October 6, 2012
· Fire Company is preparing to start Bingo in the very near future.
· Ray also reported that the fund drive is going very well.

Town Manager’s Report:
Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· Yard sales at Doub’s Park – Organizations are okay as long as they are not for profit.  No personal or private yard sales will be allowed.
· Tourism Council – Mayor in Emmittsburg asked if Mayor Creadick was interested and Mayor Creadick stated that he was.
· State Record Management Retention System – 6 pages respond not accepting.  We will continue to post each folder.
· Received tennis court tear down – after some discussion Mayor and Council decided to go with the repairing of the 3rd court at $2,685.00.
· Mower is in shop to get a 13 bushel bagger that the Z-turn can use.  Upon putting the bagger on they discovered that it didn’t fit.
We were given 2 offers:
1) Easy on/off bend behind at $2,500.
2) Mulching kit for mower at $250 plus $100 to install.
It was agreed upon to get the mulching kit.
· An example of a dollar was shown on how town tax dollars are spent.  This will be put on the website.
· Cut off notices were posted.  11 were slated to be turned off. One property was cut off at this time and another one could not be due to valve stem.

Planning & Zoning Report:
Town Planner Brad Dyjak gave the following report:
· Planning Commission minutes are posted on the website.
· Planning Commission is requesting a joint meeting for October 16, 2012 at 7PM.

Park and Recreation Committee Report:
Park and Recreation Committee Report were given by Town Councilman Mark Flynn.
· Meeting will held on August 30, 12 at 7PM.
· Volunteer banquet was held on September 9, 2012 with 40 volunteers present.  The volunteer of the year was Peter Dare.
· Harvest Festival will be held on October 20, 2012 with yard sales and other activities all over town.
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 1, 2012.

Mayor’s Update:
· Has taken an interest in the tourism council. Mayor Creadick was asked to be appointed since Mayor Jones is no longer on the council.  
· State highway – we are in the process of getting a permit now.
· National Preparedness Month – Mayor Creadick will be delivering information house to house.
· Everbridge – sign up for first hand information.  Town’s Website is linked to this site.
· Meeting was held on the siren protocol.  Still trying to determine the all clear signal.  They are working on a better way to reach out with better weather alerts.
· Public Hearing was held at the state agency regarding the last storm.
· Public Relations Committee – Summer Intern did an excellent job in the town’s website.  A meeting will be held in October to finalize the rules and regulations for the committee.

Unfinished Business:

Saber Ridge Well Agreement – There are still some outstanding issues with the plan.  Planning commission along with Brad Dyjak is working out the details with them.

Water and Sewer Ordinance 154-10 Appendix F (3) – Need approval of new changes in date of disconnection and raising late fees to 10%.

A motion was made to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0 with Gary DeMoss absent.

It was noted that these changes will take effect with the October billing.

Main Street Engineering PSA – Richard Hawkins, Jr. (JR) held discussion on design, bid and construction/inspection services.  Kristin was looking for directions on approval.  Going through the booklet the time frame/time line will put construction into the mid 2013, which we want to change to 2014.  More time is needed to get information out to agencies and the public.  We have until August 2013 for it to be final.  The design includes an additional street, lack of curbing and the bidding process.

Staff was given direction on the 1st two pieces.

Construction services would be 1,000 hours for half a year for minimum of 3 days a week.  If you have problems then we can go and take care of it.  The contractor goes to the engineer and if he can’t take care of it then they let Kristin know.  Kristin will be available every day to deal with the everyday ins and outs.  He will intercept any problems that may come up. 

A formal approval for manual design or contract as provided.

Motion that we go ahead to proceed with phrases A, B, and C by Mark Flynn and second by Brett Bidle.

Myersville Copier Contract - A motion was made to approve Centric by Mark Hinkle and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion approved 4-0 with Gary DeMoss absent

Myersville Use of Electronic Equipment Policy – A motion was made to approve by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle. Motion approved with 4-0 with Gary DeMoss absent.

Harp Property – A motion to introduce purchase of the property as presented by Mayor for $52,500. By Mark Flynn and second by Brett Bidle.  Motion approved with 4-0 with Gary DeMoss absent.

Snow removal – State highway is charging for salt at $76 per ton.  Our current contractor buys it and stores it at his own place of business.  The town pays the contractor for the salt and the Mayor and Council is happy with that arrangement.

Fish and Wildlife Foundation will be back to fix the stream.

Court proceeding – it appears that we will issue the fine directly for $250.00 and the use of the water at $164.40.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.
