Mayor and Council
Regular Meeting
September 13, 2016

The regular town meeting of the Mayor and Council was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  Those in attendance were Councilmembers Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire, Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga and Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz.

Motion for the acceptance of the August minutes was made by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0

Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
Danielle Hartz, Town Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s Report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Deputy Ken Olander, Town Deputy gave his monthly report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Deputy Olander talked about solicitation that has been going on in the Middletown/Braddock Heights and Myersville area. All solicitors that come into town must have a solicitor’s license issued by the town office.

Planning & Zoning Report:
Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner and Zoning Administrator gave the following report:
· Meadow Ridge Knoll – Improvement plans has been approved by the Planning Commission.  
· Doubs addition plat has been signed by Mr. Thacker and his associate.  It is a quarter acre lot with no cost to the town.
· Harp addition plat is on its way.  This will be a two (2) parcel plat.
· Treeland Foundation subdivision – 18-acre lot, which was bought with Open Space Funds.  
· Meeting with Alban/Willards and Crown Station on moving forward with the extended line.  This would be extended behind the Crown Station property to Albans.  Payment for this would be up to the developers and landowners.

MES – Water & Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report. A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Mayor Creadick asked about winter activities and Bob asked that when they snow plow out the wastewater plant lane to put the gravel back after it thaws out.

Town Manager Report:
Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following report:
· Contractors on the spring line connection – we currently do not have right away on four (4) properties.  Engineers has talked to the county to have line placed close to the edge of the property for the line doesn’t need to be deep.  This away we would not have to contact the property owners.  Engineer will come back on a final decision.
· Stream project is completed.  There was four (4) rocks left in the park.  They were put in the emergency turn around area.  It was estimated for use of 160 tons of rock but ended up using 110 tons of rock.


· DTI waterline is completed.  Estimated cost was $220,000 with final total of $180,000.
· Canada Hill Tot Lot – Eagle Scout has dug out post for signage which will be done in the next few weeks.  Official name of the park will be Flook Park.
· Spoke with HOA President from Mountain Terrace about the common areas, vacant townhouses, aging tot lot, parking lot and paving issues.  Will be meeting with them and sitting down to figure out what need are and what is reasonable to help them with.
· Staff meeting with Mountain Valley Baseball.  They will be attending the Mayor and Council workshop.  They want to talk about possible improvements at Harp Park.
· Library people would like to know what they should do with the Trolley if that is the direction we want to go.
· Salt letter for the season needs to be signed.
· Will not be able to put in a walking area in Canada Hill.  There are so much wet lands in that area.  It is best to just keep it fenced at this time. 
· A memo regarding the stream use signage was sent out to Mayor and Council.  A meeting was held with Mr. Barrows and they came up with three (3) things on using the park.  Identifying fishing areas, unleased dogs, individual using both sides of the creek and patrons in the streams, and patrons building of dams. 
Suggestions:
1)  Better signage for park patrons;
2) Whatever signage we use it applies to Grindstone Park and Doubs Park.  Three (3) to four (4) signs are needed at Doubs and Two (2) at Grindstone Park and two (2) for Pleasant Walk Park.  Pacific language will be discussed at the next meeting.

Committee Reports

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Harvest Fest will be held October 1, 2016 which will be held inside the Fire Hall during the Lions Club breakfast.  Hoping to expand it more next year.
· Volunteer banquet is going in a different direction this year.  It will be honoring the volunteer members of the Park and Recreation committee. Mark will be doing the leg work on this.

Public Facilities Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey gave the following report:
· Review of the CIP status is to be finished before the end of the year.  
· Mr. Berkey along with Councilmember Mark Hinkle are working on more communications.

Public Relations:
Mayor Wayne S. Creadick Jr. gave the following report:
· Utilizations to social media – seems like Facebook supplement to website.  There will be a challenge to the maintain of this.
· DTI expressed their process in email.  As soon as we get them they are sent out to channel 99 and to the town website.
· Emergency Preparedness Month – information can be found at www.ready.gov
· Attended Frederick County local health planning submit.  Interest is bringing certain services to western county.  Priority is addressing elderly population.  At this time there is a concern about Mental Health and Substance abuse for this showing up in numbers in the community.




Unfinished Business:
Myersville Facilities User Agreement Update -  Staff went through document and did some changes.
These changes were discussed it was decided to bring back for approval at the next Town meeting.

Memorial Park at Trolley Station Monuments – Four (4) plaques has been proposed. Staff needs response for the following:
(1) Trolley plaque – do you want it inside the entrance or on the circle?  Response was everyone was in agreement to have it in the middle at the circle.
(2) Black or bronze plaques – bronze was everyone response.
(3) Do you want pictures to go along with the quotes?  It was noted that pictures would make the language much smaller.  It was agreed upon to just leave the quotes – no pictures.

Harp Tot Lot Improvements – Received quotes from $50-$67 thousand.  It is recommended that we go with Playworld.  This is coved by CCP and POS funds for just the tot lot.  This was heavily discussed.  

Christmas in Myersville Decorations – Kristin didn’t have the opportunity to reach out to one of the artificial tree vendors. However, he did talk to a real tree vendor and they can cut and set up a tree for us.  Will go back to the artificial tree vendor before deciding.

Myersville FY17 CIP Adjustments- Kristin went over the General Fund CIP adjustments.  After some brief discussion a recommendation was made.

Recommend of approval was made by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion approved 4-0.

Kristin then reviewed the changes on the Enterprise Fund CIP adjustments for FY17.

Approval for Enterprise CIP funds adjustments was so moved by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0.

DHCD Poplar Street Sidewalk Grant Resolution – In order to receive grant there is a process of notification that needs to be done through a letter of support or a resolution.  This requirement is specified for just Poplar Street sidewalks for monies/grant to do the work.  It is not guaranteed but we need to acknowledge through a letter or resolution.  A resolution that was done by Kristin was up for approval.

Motion to approve Resolution was made by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 4-0.

Housekeeping:

Councilmember Mark Etheridge suggested that the agenda be modified to allow the public input at the end of the agenda item.  A two (2) minute testimony that is relevant to the topic prior to taking a motion.  No need to sign up to speak ahead of time required.  This was well accepted and rules will be made on this in an upcoming meeting.





Public Comment:

David Barrow – Baltimore National Pike resident asked the council if they ever heard of Community Oriented Policing Service Department.  They do grants to help with funding of the police force.  He wasn’t sure if it was for Community Deputy Programs or not, but it would be worth looking into.
On Christmas in Myersville, he stated that Hava Lawn is a local business that does Christmas decorations if interested for Trolley Park.  He touched on the noise standards.  He said that Park and Rec has proven that they can do a function without bothering neighbors with noise.

Ted Cady – Flintridge Drive resident thanked everyone for all their hard work that they have done.  He said that a request was made in July on a resolution to ban fracking.  He spoke to the county and it has been pasted.  Mayor Creadick stated that it is not enforceable but resolution.  Councilmember Mark Etheridge added that we talked about it and we modified Frederick’s to Myersville.  There was no objection to sigh the resolution as it was presented.  Councilmember Daniel Papuchis stated that we have to be careful of Council taking on national policies. Not sure if local municipalities are at level to have that conversation.  Mr. Cady added that it is not national but state issued.  MDE is having a meeting and will be visiting the site on decision of air permitting for DTI on September 26, 2016 at 7PM at the Fire Hall.  

Craig Crawford – Ashley resident Spoke on the playground equipment for Harp Place.  Kristin Aleshire responded that each vendor has its own catalog with different equipment in it.  You are looking to get the biggest bank for the buck.  You need to look at the age range and how many activity numbers that are given.

Mr. Crawford recalled a project called “The Thing” he wasn’t clear on what “The Thing” was.  Mayor Creadick responded by telling him that “The Thing” was the Apartment building and the Market area building.  A workshop will be available for discussion of the plans on this project.  It is an exploratory of the property and what can be done there.  As well if there if is funds available for the maintenance of the building.  Workshop will be September 20, 2016 at 7PM, Town Hall.

Motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.
