Mayor and Council
Regular Meeting
March 8, 2016
7:00PM

The regular town meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Those in attendance were Councilmembers: Robert Berkey Mark Etheridge, Mark Hinkle and Daniel Papuchis along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga. 
A motion to approve the February minutes was made by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.
Mayor Creadick revised the agenda around to allow the Girl Scouts to talk at the beginning of the meeting as well as shifting some of the Unfinished and New Business items around.
Girl Scouts, Natalie Valtrasky, Jenna Lakin and Leah Long had questions for Mayor Creadick.  They asked him “What made you decide to be a Mayor”, “What Community projects has Girl Scouts done in the past”, and numerous other questions.  Mayor Creadick replied to all of the questions that he was asked.  When asked about community projects, the Council asked them what they would like to see.  They were told to think on it and get back with them.
Doub’s Meadow Park Addition Plat was discussed – The first concept plans for Trolley Park was looked at.  The second concept plan that was shown was the one that was the contract had bid on and talked about, with further input and information taken back to the landscaper and contractor.  The first one had the fire tower in it full scale and the second one the fire tower was scaled down.  Charles Brenton from Brenton Landscape Architecture was present at the meeting along with the contractor Jamie Remsburg. Mr. Brenton spoke on the design and talked about why certain items were selected.  At the last Town meeting Kristin Aleshire talked about plaques and the type of cap around the top of the wall, type of light, structures and the height of the fire siren was discussed along with the two exits towards the back.  Kristin announced that they could break ground at any time.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer’s Report:
Town Treasurer, Danielle Hartz give the report at the workshop.  She stated that there were no updates at this time. A copy of the report is on file for public review.
Deputy Report:
Town Deputy Ken Olander gave the Deputy’s Report.  A copy is on file for public review.
At this time there are issues at the 3-way stop sign at Main Street, Canada Hill Road, and Church Hill Road.  Those coming down Canada Hill Rd are just zipping through.  Deputy Olander will up the watch in this area.  The 20 MPH speed limit sign on Main Street seems to be working out well. 

Planning & Zoning Report:
Brandon Boldyga, Town Planner gave his report at the workshop.  He stated that there were no updates at this time.

MES- Water & Sewer Report:
MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the report.  A copy is on file for public review.
Town Manager Report:
Kristin Aleshire, Town Manager gave the following update:
· A strictly enforced sign has been ordered to be placed at the 20 MPH sign on Main Street.
· Myersville Elementary School PTA is requesting a donation of $250.00 to support their play Wizard of Oz.
A motion was made that we donate $250.00 to Myersville Elementary School for the play by Mark Etheridge and second by Robert Berkey.  Motion carried 4-0.

Committee Reports:

Budget & CIP Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey stated that they will be meeting March 15, 2016.

Public Facilities Committee:
Councilmember Robert Berkey gave the following report:
· Reviewed the drawing of the Trolley Park.
· Opposed draft for CIP waiting for Budget Committee to approve.

Public Relations Committee:
· Worked with Delegate Afzali for the library grant monies.  
· Attended meeting where County Executive Jan Gardner talked about the Myersville Library.

New Business:
Myersville ISO Classification Report -   Kristin Aleshire gave a detailed description on what this does to homeowner’s rates on their homeowner’s insurance.  Kristin went over the study and technique on what they do and how they get their ratings.  The Town has improved on their rating since April 2015.  Towns rating is 4/4Y rating.

Doub’s Meadow Park Addition Plat – This was discussed at the workshop.  Additional plate was drawn up we have gone from 3 parcels to now 1 parcel.
Motion to approve by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge. Motion carried 4-0

Old Business:
Treeland Foundation Property Acquisition – The ordinance was introduced last month’s meeting.  Kristin read the ordinance.  State funds will be used to secure this property.  It will have green ways and trails.  It is approximately 18 acres.
Motion so moved by Dan Papuchis and second by Robert Berkey.  Motion carried 4-0

Myersville Fee Policy Amendments – This was discussed at previous meetings.  The cost of meters was addressed.
Motion to accept adjustment with modifications mentioned this evening by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 4-0.


NPDES Storm Water Requirements Proposal – Brandon Boldyga reported that this proposal for the Town needs to be taken in steps to inspect, survey manholes, inlets, etc.  Compliance needs EPA mandate to regulate. We need to spend money third party contractor to work with us once a year on these requirements.  We get a feel that they want an engineer to do the inspections. After some discussion a decision was made.
Motion to approve contract was made by Robert Berkey and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 4-0.

Mountain Valley Baseball Signature – This was discussed at length at the workshop.  Consensus approving 4 out of 8 signs.  There is 300 square feet – 188 square feet allowed each year.  That leaves 128 square feet left.  Councilmember Mark Flynn entered the meeting during this time.  Town resident and WMAA representative Keith Boone was asking about signage concern about baseball league using all the signage. This was discussed at great length.
A motion was made that we approve 4 signs for baseball by Daniel Papuchis and second by Mark Flynn.
Discussion was held before vote was taken on square footage that was left – 53 sq. ft.  Baseball has 120 days from time they put them up.  They can take any of them down and replace them, but they are included in the 120-day time period.  This is done by a zoning certificate application.  Daniel Papuchis withdrew his motion.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion was made to propose to accept application with stipulations of 4 out of 8 signs be granted 120 days beginning on April 1, 2016 by Mark Flynn and second by Daniel Papuchis.  Motion 4-0 with 1 against. Motion carried.

Kristin spoke on a non-budget replacement of school light on Main Street.  It was recommended that they be turned off at this time.  Kristin was looking for authorization to approve buying unbudgeted item flashing school light at the cost of $5,000. each, 2 lights $10,000.00.
A motion was made to not exceed authorized expenditure to not be more than $12,000.00 with flashing top lights, with exceed 15 MPH with speed indication at bottom by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

The consensus at this time was to have them cut off and increase enforcement until new lights are put in.

Motion to adjourn was made by Robert Berkey and second by Daniel Papuchis.  Motion carried.
