March 11, 2014
Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
The monthly meeting for the Town of Myersville was called to order by Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle along with the Pledge.  Council members in attendance were: Mark Etheridge, and Mark Flynn, along with Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.  Councilmembers Brett Bidle and Gary DeMoss were absent as well as Mayor Wayne Creadick, Jr.

The February minutes were accepted as presented with a motion by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 3 to 0.  

Staff Reports:

Treasurer’s Report:
Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle’s gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy, Jim Harris was absent, therefore there was no Deputy Report given.

Maryland Environmental Service Water and Sewer Report:
Maryland Environmental Service Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water and Sewer Report.  A copy is on file in Town Hall for Review.

Town Manager Report:
Town Manager Kristin Aleshire was absent.  However Kristin gave an update the Town’s Workshop on March 5, 2014.

Parks and Recreations Committee Report:

Public Facilities Committee:
This group has not started up yet.  Will be starting up soon.

Unfinished Business:
Main Street and Walnut Street – Brandon Boldyga stated that Kinsley Construction had won the bid.  They are meeting with SHA to discuss the construction of the sidewalk on Route 17.  Notice of construction signs has been ordered and will be posted at Trolley Park and on Canada Hill Road.  Letters has been delivered to Main Street residents.




Brandon has been working with Kristin on getting a line of credit.  It seems to be going well and it looks pretty positive at this time.  The decision was made to go with a local for a line of credit instead of going back to SunTrust.

Sewer Trunk Line Easements – We are currently working with Buckeye Development on the easement with the Shank family.  We have an agreement with Mr. Carter, but we need to revisit it and speak with him.  Brandon is in the process of drafting something up.

New Business:
Willard Property MOU – Brandon Boldyga gave an overview.  Part of the property has been condemned for the Park and Ride.  They are looking to get out of the agreement to connect onto water and sewer and not put an undue burden on them.  Brandon received a phone call from Mr. Willard stating that he was unhappy about the agreement.  Brandon asked the Council to look over the agreement and that he would talk to John Clapp, Town Attorney before making a decision and approaching Mr. Clifford.  At this time they don’t want to vacate the agreement, they want to extend it so that they can connect to water and sewer.  Brandon told them that he would bring this up to the Mayor and Council.  This discussed heavily and a decision was made to have Mr. Clifford revise the agreement in writing and that it will be worked out at the next workshop.

Myersville Pole Tax – Pole taxes was implemented via ordinance in 1904, with update to the Ordinance in 2004, and the fee adjustment was last updated in FY2011.  There were two significant changes to the process.  1) The fee may be set each year without adoption of a new ordinance and could be incorporated into the budget process. 2) The ordinance allows for charges to the transmission lines associated with the pole per 100 ft. which tax is equal to the cost per pole.

With the 4% escalator model which was used during the past updates, the current rate would be adjusted for FY2015 as:  72 poles x $38.88 = $2,799.36.  Transmission Lines 22,500 x $38.88 per 100 ft = $8,748.00 for a total of $11,547.36.

Staff will need to submit a letter to the owner to verify that the above pole and line information is correct.

A motion was made by Mark Flynn to accept the adjustments that were made on the pole tax.  Motion was second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 3-0

Dominion Utility Easements – They will be granted an easement when the time comes.

Public Comments:
Brandon Boldyga stated that the Town is currently looking to acquire land with the state POS money.  Brandon explained the procedure on the program works with POS money.  We are currently looking at two different properties to purchase.  We have the appraisals for both properties at this time.  


Open Space and Trails met with the Planning Committee.  They were asked to submit their Master Plan by March 5, 2014.  Since there was no progress made there was some brief discussion and it was decided that Planning Commission resume the Open Space and Trail and draft the Master Plan.  Brandon suggested to this responsibility to Planning Commission to resolve and use what we can and savage and put things together.  He added to have the Open Space and Trails involved with the Planning Commission if they want.  This will be discussed further at the next workshop.

Town resident Richard Phelps asked questions about the Main Street project.  He was wondering if the sidewalk would be accessible after they get done work each day.  It was stated that the sidewalk will be plated.  He asked if the fire hydrant in front of his driveway be moved down the street farther.  It was stated that they will have to see the plans and talk with Kinsley about moving it.  Mr. Phelps also asked if there will be new water lines to the houses, if not he would like to pay for it while the sidewalk is out.  He was told to contact Kristin about this.
