May 13, 2014
Mayor and Council Regular Meeting Minutes
7:00 PM


The meeting was opened with Mayor Wayne S. Creadick, Jr. swearing in the new Councilmembers William Bottoms and Melissa Murphy and re-elected Councilmember Mark Flynn.  

The meeting then moved onto the Public Hearing on the FY2015 Budget, CIP and Tax Rate.  Councilmember Mark Hinkle announced that Kristin Aleshire, Robert Berkey and Carolyn Burelbach along with Mark Hinkle make up the Budget Committee.  They all worked hard together to come up with the proposed budget.  Kristin announced that the advertisement was published in the local newspaper.  He then gave an overview of the budget.  At the conclusion of the overview he asked if there any questions.  He explained to the new Councilmembers the procedure on how they come up with the figures.  He then went over the tax rate for the year.  It was also noted that there will be a 5% rate adjustment in the water/sewer billing.

A motion was made and second to close the Public Hearing.

Mayor Creadick announced that he had to leave for a mandatory EMT class and handed the meeting over to Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle.

Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle opened the meeting with Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, Melissa Murphy and William Bottoms along with Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga 

Mark Etheridge made a motion to approve the minutes as accepted and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

Public Presentations:
Proclamation – National Kids to Park Day 2014.  Kristin Aleshire read the proclamation stating that the National Kids to Park day 2014 will be held on May 17, 2014 at Doubs Meadow Park.

Resolution – Sustainable Community Designation.  The resolution was read by Kristin Aleshire.
A motion to accept the Resolution 2014-01 and map was made by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

RER Solar Farm Financing Presentation.  Kristin Aleshire gave an overview of the properties that are available to do this project with.  They are Easterday, Harp Place, Ashley Park, Route 17-Doub’s gift property.  RER went out to secure set rate to finance.  Ed Mert from Power Energy spoke about the assumption, distribution charge, rates and revenues.  The rates are around 6.9% which would yield around $13,600.00 revenue back to the town.  Then at year ten (10) it would go back to the current rate.  There is no out of pocket cost for the town.  The municipal building, water treatment plant, wastewater treatment plant, Doub’s Meadow pavilion will utilize the power from this.  Only town properties will utilize the power source.  After some lengthy discussion it was decided that a follow up will be held at the next workshop with potential movement on this project.
Staff Reports:
Treasurer’s Report was given by Town Treasurer Ray Hinkle.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report was given by Town Deputy, James Harris.  Deputy Harris announced that there were several vehicles broken into earlier this month.  Please be sure to lock your cars and garage.

MES – Water & Sewer Report was given by MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart.  A copy is on file for public review.

Town Manager – Kristin Aleshire gave the following report:
· FERC followed up on request for the meeting.  Will be in Calvert County.
· Received letter for water adjustment.  Kristin will make the adjustment for this.
· Received FY15 bill from MES.
· Correspondence – Comcast is working on insulation to get public channel access.  Will know on this later.
· Kristin will be attending the next Fire Company meeting for uses/ownership property to get better understanding on where they are at.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Kristin announced that a CDA loan from Davenport can be obtained but not to exceed $550,000.00. First United Bank has agreed to give a line of credit for $500,000.  We were also approved by Middletown Valley bank only if we put up front $150,000. Council was again this.  The consensus with the Council was to go with First United Bank and Trust and Davenport.  

Planning Commission – They currently have another member to be appointed at next month’s meeting.

Park and Recreation Committee:
Councilmember Mark Flynn gave the following report:
· Easter Egg hunt brought in around 150 children. A great was had by all.
· Kids to Park Day – a school announcement will be sent home to parents.
· Garden Committee – Spring clean has been done.  Volunteers are welcome.  Planting of annuals will begin end of May.
· WMAA – Concerns were shared about possible damage of the soccer field. All fields were paid for with Open Space money.  Anyone can use the fields hopefully with respect.  Trash will be picked more often now that the parks are being heavily used.
· Harvest Festival – This event will be held on October 18, 2014.  It will be moved to Doub’s Meadow Park since the streets will be in the repair stage by Harp Place.
· Kristin Aleshire reported that an incident happened at the park where a cap was knocked off during mowing.  MES assisted with the clean-up.
· Staff contacted Brian’s Lawncare about taking care of the dandelion growth.
· Playground area needs mulched.

Budget & CIP Committee:
Vice Mayor Mark Hinkle reported that they did meet and worked on the budget.

Public Facilities Committee:
Kristin Aleshire reported that since Mr. DeMoss did not run they will need someone for his elision spot.  Kristin will send out information to the Council.

Unfinished Business:

Sewer Trunk Line Easements – There is a total of three (3) easements.  Mr. Carter will need to sign a deed of easement allowing us to go through to where the new easement will be.  We will need to go through the Joyce Lee Wolff and Donald Shank Farm as well.  They have been contacted about this.

A motion was made that we enter into the easement on the Shank property sanitation as presented by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

A motion was made that we enter into the sewer across the Wolff property by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0

Myersville Pole Tax – this was tabled.

Myersville Draft FY15 Budget – The ordinance was up for introduction.

Motion to so move to introduce Ordinance 2014-03 by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0

Willard Property MOU – Kristin Aleshire and Brandon Boldyga will meet with the Willard’s to talk about the property.

Dominion PWA & Easement Agreement:
· Replacement of old portion of sewer line for the gas line will run under it.
· PWA new connection for public portion of water line – Town will own.
· Easement agreement to run under the sewer line.  They will cover damages that may or may not happen.
· Forest Easement for Forest Conversation – no planting approved by Planning Commission.  
· Storm water access easement – Town and County attorney talking about who will take ownership. County pulled out resolution, but it is still up in the air.  Worked out two (2) different ways.
(1)  As Town ownership
(2) As County doing inspections and takes over ownership.
John Mazelon is the DTI engineer.
	Suggestion that the County works as agent to the town – not sure if attorney considers this 
	language or not.  We will need clarification before we can move forward.

Letter for $30,000 – Letter of Credit

Motion that PWA #1 old sewer line replacement by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0.

Letter for $20,000 – Letter of Credit

Begins and don’t follow through.  Letter of Credit document reviewed by Town Attorney.
Motion was made construction water/sewer line for public use by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0

Forest resource agreement – planting on site meets forestation by maintaining their forestation on site.  Enforce signage up and not clearing out.
Motion to accept forest agreement as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Easement allows DTI to go over our easement.  Therefore, they are putting in easement over top of ours which will form a double easement.

Deed of Easement for sewer system gas line.
Motion was made to accept as present by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0.

New Business:
Floodplain Management Ordinance – update – We have updated and updated our maps to keep in compliance in able to buy flood plain insurance.
Motion so moved by Mark Etheridge and second by William Bottoms.  Motion carried 5-0.

Open Space and Trails Committee has done their duties and it has now come time to resolve the group.
Motion was made that we hereby resolve the Open Space and Trail Committee by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Housekeeping:

Brandon Boldyga brought everyone up to date on DTI process.  With everyone wanting to know the town’s position we are moving through minimum steps to be involved in as far as Frederick County allows us to do.  Doing what we can do to approve under that order.  Time frame –desired with beginning construction August 2014-October 2014 with completion of 13 months.

Ted Cady, Meadowridge resident spoke to the Mayor and Council about DTI.  He had brought several Ordinances for the town to consider.

Diane Zepp, Treasurer of MJBL stated that Opening Day was a success especially with the dunk tank which they will continue to do again next year.  Babe Ruth will be held June 15-22, 2014.  First Annual Bingo fundraiser will be held on June 21, 2014 and they are still looking for sponsorship.  The concessions during this fundraiser proceed will go to the Fire Company.  

Kristin Aleshire gave an update on Phase 1 of Main Street Project – Strip, lay main waterline, test, dug up hydrant, dug up old storm drain, put in new service connections.
