Monthly Meeting Minutes

The Mayor and Council monthly meeting was opened by Mayor Creadick, along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, William Bottoms, and Melissa Murphy.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

Motion was made to accept the October 14, 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried. 5-0.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle gave the treasurer’s report.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.

MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart gave the Water/Sewer Report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

A brief discussion was held on abandoning the meadow wells. Questions were asked why we can’t just stop using them.  Kristin stated that the state required an appropriation permit.

A motion was made to repair both wells by William Bottoms and second by Mark Hinkle.  Motion carried 5-0.

Committee Reports:

Park and Recreation:
Report was given by Mark Flynn.
· Harvest Fest was a great event and greatly attended.  This year it was held at Doub’s Meadow Park.  Venders along with the church provided services at the park.
· Mary Alice Self will be stepping down as President at the end of the year.  They are currently looking for a new President.
· A community meeting will be held in January.
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 6, 2014.
· A ribbon cutting ceremony will be held for Main Street before the parade on December 6, 2014.

Budget & CIP Committee:
Report was given by Mark Hinkle.
· They will be meeting aft the first of the year.

Public Facilities Committee:
Report was given by William Bottoms.
· Their next meeting will be held in January, where they will choose a Chairman.
· They talked about the Canada Hill reservoir fence and the valves around town on maintenance on getting them turned on and off.

Unfinished Business:

Freedom of Information Act Policy – A fee policy will need to be established.  You can download the form from the webpage, fill it out and send/return it to the Town Hall office.

Motion was made by Mark Hinkle to approve the Freedom of Information Act Policy as presented and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Water Meter Pilot Program – This item will be tabled until FY2016.

Sewer Trunk Line Relocation – Bids received were:  $625,542.00 form Snyder Environmental; $727,520.00 Ramsey Construction; and $605,918 Kinsley Construction.
They would like to work during the winter months.  The biggest unknown factor at this time is the water in the area.  Kinsley’s stated that the pipeline crew that did Main Street would be the same crew for the project.

A motion was made by Mark Flynn that we accept the low bidder Kinsley Construction, second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried 5-0.

New Business:

Myersville Park Facilities Rules – A larger version was found and we took out what wasn’t applicable.  The signs will be posted at all the parks.  At this time Town Attorney, John Clapp has not been able to review it yet.  Once we get his approval signs will be made.  
Deputy and staff will enforce the rules.  Mayor and Council went over the list and modified it where needed.

Correspondence:

Received three (3) requests for relief in their water bills due to water leaks that they experienced.  Mayor and Council went over the letter and relief was given to those whom requested it.

MD SHA Salt Agreement Approval – We need to schedule with them when we want to get salt.  We cannot piggyback at their cost.
Housekeeping:

Kristin spoke about the stripping of the new Main Street road.  This was heavily discussed.  A decision was made to strip the no parking area.

William Bottoms gave a summary on a meeting that he had attended about solid waste.  He handed out sample bags that gave given to him at the meetings.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Flynn.
