Regular Meeting

The Mayor and Council regular meeting was opened by Mayor Creadick, along with the Pledge.  Those in attendance were Mark Hinkle, Mark Etheridge, Mark Flynn, William Bottoms, and Melissa Murphy.  Also in attendance were Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire and Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.

Motion was made to accept the September 9, 2014 minutes as presented by Mark Hinkle and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion carried. 5-0.

Staff Reports:

Treasurer Report:
Town’s Treasurer Ray Hinkle was absent.  A copy is on file for public review.

Deputy Report:
Town Deputy James Harris gave the Deputy Report of the Town.  A copy is on file for public review.
Mayor Creadick asked Deputy Harris if he has received any traffic complaints since school has started.  He said that he has and they were for speed for the most part.

MES Water/Sewer Report – MES Assistant Regional Supervisor, Bob Barnhart was absent, however Kristin Aleshire went over a copy of the report.  A copy of the report is on file for public review.

Planning and Zoning Report:
Report was given by Town Planner, Brandon Boldyga.
· A forest conservation inspection was held on site at Dominion.  
· According to site plan the building size appears to be larger than what the site plan states. 30% increase to FERC application about change in building size.
· Sewer line need to be corrected for it is impacting on I & I.
· Quail Run submitted revised plan for the water treatment plant.  The changes that were made could be troublesome per Town’s engineers.  Planning Commission approved plans according to engineers’ comments.
· Saber Ridge – developer attempting to replace exciting letter of credit with a new letter of credit for the same exact sum of credit with a different financial institution.  They have applied for seven (7) building permits.  There are twenty-four (24) remaining building lots.
· Sewer trunk line relocation – has gone out for bid.
· Trolley Park – Town is waiting for the appraisals for the property.
· DNR Forest Service conducted a review of the Town’s forestry program.  Everything looks good.  There is some change to our town code so it is in compliance with the recently passed state law.  Will be looking at our codes.
· An information meeting was held for Canada Hill Road residents.  Still some seem confused.  The approach will be for FY2018.  Another letter will be going out asking to see if they are in or not.  They would have to be annexed in before they could hook up.

Town Manager Report:
Report given by Town Manager, Kristin Aleshire.
· Notice was received confirming tax set off rebate.
· DTI – Have had numerous conversations and emails.  Town staff and engineers meet with Mr. Summers.  Staff is staying focus in getting our sewer line corrected/fixed. During site visit we were going to take pictures but a there was a change of plans.  We need our engineers to be aware for site inspection.  Still have the letter of credit.  We will TV the line afterwards. 
· Received email from MCRC contact attorney.  The attorney believes that there is delay of commitment of construction.  DTI refuse to make repairs.  MCRC would like for the Town to file motion.  They will need our authorization to connect to our water service.  

Park and Recreation Committee Report:
Report was given by Mark Flynn.
· Harvest Festival will be held on October 18, 2014 beginning at 10AM.  Breakfast will be held at the Fire Hall and they will have scarecrow making and hay rides to the Doub’s Park.  Volunteers are needed for that day.
· Christmas in Myersville will be held on December 6, 2014.
· Trick or Treat will be happening but it is not a Town event.
· Volunteer banquet was held with a great turn out.  It was a BBQ theme.  Awards were given out.  Park and Rec put this even on as well as organize it.
· Park and Rec meets the last Thursday of each month.

Public Relation Committee Report:
Report was given by Mayor Creadick.
· They are looking forward to the Harvest Festival.  A table will be set up and several Councilmembers along with the Mayor will be attending the table.  They will be collecting community information such as email addresses and phone numbers.

Budget Committee:
Report was given by Mark Hinkle.
· Mark stated that he has received a request from one member about having a meeting.

Public Facilities Committee:
Report was given by William Bottoms.
· At this time they are working on getting a meeting together.

Unfinished Business:

Main Street & Walnut Street – Punch list for the sidewalk was done.  They will need to come back and fix some issues.   Pipe fitting crew will be gone in a couple of weeks and a new crew will be coming in.  This crew has been a very motivate group.

Annexation Resolution 2014-05-Annexation McLaughin – Was read by Mayor Creadick.
Motion to approve Resolution 2014-05 as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Flynn.  Motion carried 5-0.

Annexation Resolution 2014-06-De-Annexation Barrow – Was read by Mayor Creadick.
Motion to approve Resolution 2014-06 as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle. Motion carried 5-0.

Annexation Resolution 2014-07 - De-Annexation US Rt. 40 – Was read by Mayor Creadick.
Motion to approve Resolution 2014-07 as presented by Mark Etheridge and second by Mark Hinkle.
Motion carried 5-0.

RER Solar PPA and Site Lease Ordinance – RER went back and did more through look at the site.  They are coming up with a small array.  Solar City not certain what they would bring.  Would like for them to come on site.  RER has a price set at this point.  They are placing themselves on hold. 
Breakdown:
· Cost to Town – owning 20 years of old stuff.  Need to see what is going on in point of the budget to gamble on which was an opinion by Mark Etheridge.
· Councilmembers opinions were given.  Three (3) of them are not interested at this time.
It was decided to thank RER for their time and that we are not interested at this time.
Motion was made to vote on ordinance to approve site agreement by Mark Flynn and second by Mark Etheridge.  Motion was opposed 5-0.

Freedom of Information Act Policy – Kristin Aleshire will be reformatting the policy at the Mayor and Council’s request. They will go over it at November’s meeting.

New Business:

Water Meter Pilot Program – It was decided that this will be discussed as a workshop item.

Mayor asked the Council to review the items that were listed.

Public Comment:
Mary Posey a Pleasant Walk Road resident talked about the Kirby Delauter/DTI issue.

Ann Nau, Myersville resident and MCRC Vice President- Thanked everyone for what they have been doing.  Anything that needs to be fixed should be.  They are sending a letter to FERC and she stated that the town should be sending one as well.
