Public Hearing Procedural Notes: 


1. Individuals may allocate the full extent of their time to a designee, prior to the beginning of the hearing by indicating this desire on the sign-in sheet.  The individual must remain present during the testimony for their time to be allocated and forego their opportunity to speak.  Limit 9 minutes of total time per speaker.

2. Anyone testifying before the Commission is subject to questioning by the Planning Commission members.  No cross-examination is permitted by any individual, recognized organization or the applicant.  
3. There will be a 10 minute recess at or around 9:00.  The meeting will conclude by 10:30.  

  

4. Should a public hearing be continued to another date prior to the closing of the record, the public comment period shall be extended and record held open until that date.  However, no additional individuals may sign-up to testify after the close of tonight’s hearing unless otherwise proscribed by the Planning Commission.
