a. Town has cleared all streets and roads maintained by the Town.
b. There were several logistical and execution issues during the snow removal process.

2. Commission Member Removal

3. Mountain Valley Baseball (MVB)
a. MVB proposing playing field lights in Doubs Meadow Park.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Administrative Items

a. Mountain Valley Baseball League (MVBL)
i. MVBL has submitted zoning certificate applications to install signage within Doub’s Meadow Park and Harp Park.
ii. The signs are permissible per Town Code.
iii. The signs must be approved by the Town Council since the signs would be installed on Town-owned property.
iv. The signs will reduce the amount of signage permitted in the future for all users.
v. There is currently 232 SF of allowable signage area remaining for the baseball fields at Doub’s Meadow Park.

b. Treeland Property Acquisition
i. The property owner is agreeable to sell the Town roughly $50,000 of land to add to the Ashley Hills open space area.
ii. The Town Planning Office is coordinating with the County Planning Office to delineate the Forest Conservation easements on-site, and determine the best land to acquire for a trail that also allows the property owner to sell further forest conservation credits.

c. Town Fee Policy
i. The Town will explore eliminating annexation fees for individuals that are annexing small residential lots with existing dwelling units on them.

d. Illicit Discharge Program
i. The Town has been contacted by the Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) Water Management Administration to resume annual reporting from the Town and develop an illicit discharge program.

e. Doub’s Meadow Park 
i. The Town will explore processing an addition plat to Doub’s Meadow Park to combine the parcels into a single parcel.
ii. This eliminates loop holes for regulations enforced within the Open Space (OS) zoning district.

f. Trolley Lane
i. The Town will explore officially designating Trolley Lane as a public right-of-way.
ii. Presently, the street lies on Town-owned property, but is not designated for public use as a street.
