Continuing Business:

1. Quail Run Improvement Plans
a. Mark: concerns about the manner in which the Developer plans to excavate dirt from the development site as well as the route to be used by dump trucks; associated noise from dump trucks in Town
b. Mark: asked Brandon how Developer planned to construct the bridge over the stream at the main entrance to the development site
c. Farmette to connect to Town sewer line
d. Town looking to purchase 8 acres adjacent to Grindstone Park and Quail Run
2. Planning Review Fee Policy
a. Proposed changes distributed to Planning Commission for review and discussion at March Planning Commission Meeting

New Business:

1. DHCD Sustainable Community Designation
a. Brandon: would like to have the Planning Commission serve as the SC Work Group 
2. DNR Planting Project in Doub’s Meadow Park
a. DNR walked site with Town Planning & Zoning Administrator
b. Mark: Town could use site for reforestation bank
c. Planning Commission had no objection to the planting project

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. The Town Planning & Zoning Administrator corrected technical error made with the issuance of street address for the DTI property on Milt Summers Road.
i. All necessary agencies and parties have been notified.
b. Planning Review Fees have been collected by the Town from the Developer.
c. Project Engineer inquired about the appropriate location for the water meter.
i.  The Town Planning Office agrees to allow the water meter on site as long as the meter is accessible to the Town at all times.
2. Quail Run Subdivision
a. The Town Planning Office has routed County comments to the Developer.
b. The Town Planning & Zoning Administrator met with Developer and was asked about the status of WTP Improvement Plans.
i.  The Town Planning Office forwarded WTP Improvement Plan comments to Developer to be forwarded to McCrone Inc., the WTP Engineer.
ii. The Town had originally sent the comments to Fox & Associates as the overall development Engineer.
iii. The Town will require the Developer to make a resubmission for the WTP Improvement Plans for review by the Planning Commission.

3. Saber Ridge Subdivision
a. The Town Planning Office received County Comments.
i. The Town Planning Office forwarded County Comments to Developer.
ii. County Health Department does not seem willing to allow Saber Ridge Developer to begin model home permitting until MDE has officially issues the water appropriation permit.

4. Main Street & Walnut Street Improvements
a. There are five (5) potential bidders. 
i. Mayor & Council will open the bids and make an official decision regarding the bid winner at Mayor & Council Meeting.

5. Sewer Trunk Line Relocation
a. Town Staff met with Buckeye Development to determine possible avenues for utilizing the MDE stream crossing permit for Quail Run for relocating the Town’s sewer trunk line.
i. A plan was agreed upon for where the sewer line should cross the stream, and how it should be located to avoid future issue.
ii. The Town and Buckeye Development agreed to share a bridge for mobilizing equipment and working on utilities on site.

6. Doub’s Solar Project
a. The Mayor and Council were presented with a plan to develop the Doub’s Gift property with solar arrays to lower the Town’s energy costs by RER Investments Group.
i. The plan would provide energy to the Town’s facilities at a low-cost.
ii. The solar arrays would possibly be sold to the Town after ten (10) years.
b. The item has not been brought to a vote at this time.

7. Administrative Items
a. 203 Main Street Overgrowth and Junkyard Violations
i. The property owner has brought the property into compliance with the Town Code.
ii. Notification has been sent to the property owner that the property is no longer in violation of the Town Code and no longer subject to fines or administrative action.
