Commission Business:

1. December meeting minutes approved: motion by Michelle, 2nd by Mark. Motion approved by vote 4-0.

Continuing Business:

1. Open Space & Trails
a. Planning Commission reviewed map of current and future pedestrian connections to open space areas.
i. Commissioners agreed with connections shown on map via consensus. 
b. Master Plan text will be provided at next meeting for review by the Commission

New Business:

1. Comprehensive Plan Update
a. Planning Commission reviewed and approved 2014 Annual Report: Motion to approve by Mark, 2nd by Carolyn. Motion approved by vote 4-0.

2. Meadowridge Knoll
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]The Commission engaged in a discussion with the Developer prior to submission of plans for the project, where no formal decisions were made.

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. Town Council
a. Councilman Bottoms has resigned.
b. Council voted to appoint Robert Burkey to fill the vacant seat.

2. Water & Sewer
a. Contractor is half way to completion of sewer relocation project.
b. Council to discuss online water bill payment.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. DTI has agreed to pay for an 8” water line to the corner of Myersville Road and Milt Summers Road to supply a fire hydrant.
i. DTI representatives would like the Town to bid the project and manage the contractor.
ii. DTI expects the contractor to complete the work at the same time as the second turbine is being constructed.

2. Meadowridge Knoll
a. The Developers have contacted the Town to begin the subdivision process again.

3. Quail Run
a. The Developer is in the process of gaining approval from the Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) on a modification for the type and size of bridge required to access the site and the amount of floodplain disturbance.

4. Administrative Items
a. Town will begin Comprehensive Plan update March 17, 2015.
b. Town has been designated as a Sustainable Community by the Maryland Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD). 
i. This designation opens many grant opportunities for the Town.
c. Town is pursuing funding for sewer line extension for Canada Hill Road/Church Hill Estates
i. The Town was contacted by the Health Department to inform the Town that a considerable amount of funding will be available in FY 2018 for the sewer line project.
ii. The Town contacted MDE staff to determine the amount of funding available.
iii. The Town contacted the County to determine the amount of assistance the County could provide since the properties are “County properties”.
1. The County can assist, as the properties are within the County alone, and fall within the Myersville sewer service area.
2. The County could fund a project/project assessment and charge the homeowners for the expense as an enterprise fund.
3. County may look for concessions from Town that would reduce the cost to the homeowners, including annexation and ownership of Canada Hill Road.
