Commission Business:

1. February 2014 minutes approved: Motion by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Approved 3-0.

Continuing Business:

1. Administrative Fee Policy
a. Planning & Zoning Administrator reviewing Town Planning & Zoning Administrative Fee Policy.
b. Planning Commission to work on changes during April/May meetings.
2. Quail Run
a. Motion to approve the Quail Run Improvement Plans by Monty, 2nd by Mark. Approved 3-0.

New Business:

1. Willard Property
a. Town Attorney stated that existing agreement is enforceable.
b. The State of Maryland has condemned portions of the property for the Park & Ride expansion. 
c. Planning & Zoning Administrator has been fielding calls from realtors regarding the property.
d. Motion was made to allow the property owner to vacate the existing MOU by Monty, 2nd by Mark. Approved 3-0.
2. Saber Ridge
a. Water Appropriation Permit has been approved by MDE.
b. Mark: Request that BRL and utility easement on Lot 2 (Potomac Edison) be shown in entirety on plans.
c. There were concerns regarding the private drainage easement at the rear of both lots and in between property lines.
d. Motion to approve Saber Ridge Plat 5 Lots 1 & 2 Final Plat with amendments by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Approved 3-0.
e. Saber Ridge Plats 6-9 moved to April meeting.
3. DTI
a. Motion to approve Dedication Plat to convey right-of-way on Milt Summers Road to the County within the Town limits by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Approved 3-0.
4. Baptist Church Annexation
a. Part of the property lies outside of the Town limits, Town to move to annex the property into Town.
5. Harshman Property
a. Town Planning Office inquired the owner regarding the possible purchase of the property between Grindstone Run Park and Quail Run Subdivision.
b. The property is zoned AG by the County.
c. Town to have the property appraised to make offer using State POS funds.


Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Young Property
a. The Town ordered the appraisal of the property by two (2) appraisers.
b. One (1) appraisal has been received by the Town for $30,000.00.

2. Main Street & Walnut Street Improvements
a. The Town Planning Office has routed County comments to the Developer.
b. The Town Planning & Zoning Administrator met with Developer and was asked about the status of WTP Improvement Plans.
i.  The Town Planning Office forwarded WTP Improvement Plan comments to Developer to be forwarded to McCrone Inc., the WTP Engineer.
ii. The Town had originally sent the comments to Fox & Associates as the overall development Engineer.
iii. The Town will require the Developer to make a resubmission for the WTP Improvement Plans for review by the Planning Commission.

3. Saber Ridge Subdivision
a. The Town Planning Office received County Comments.
i. The Town Planning Office forwarded County Comments to Developer.
ii. County Health Department does not seem willing to allow Saber Ridge Developer to begin model home permitting until MDE has officially issues the water appropriation permit.

4. Main Street & Walnut Street Improvements
a. There were five (5) bids received. 
i. All five (5) bids were returned to the bidders.
ii. Bidders were asked to give a best and final bid.
b. The bid was awarded to Kinsley Construction, Inc. for $1.9 million.
c. The contractor is looking at ways to cut cost during construction.
d. Construction will begin March 17, 2014.

5. Fire Company
a. The Fire Company is attempting to come up with funds for their portion of the building loan.

6. Open Space & Trails Master Plan
a. The Planning & Zoning Administrator stated that nothing has occurred since the February 5, 2014 meeting between the Town and the OS&T Ad Hoc Committee.
b. It was recommended that the committee be dissolved and pass the task to the Planning Commission.
c. This is to be discussed at the Mayor & Council Workshop and regular meeting.
