6. Maryland Route 17 Annexation
a. Planning Commission agreed that the Town should pursue annexation of Maryland Route 17 ROW along Wolfsville Road.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. DTI
a. The Town Planning Office sent DTI Site Improvement Plans to Town Engineer for review.
b. Crossing Agreement/Easement is underway to allow DTI to cross Town’s existing sewer easement.

2. Quail Run
a. Developer has submitted WTP Plans.
b. MES agreed with previous WTP layout and sizing.
c. Buckeye Development, Inc. to reissue well permits in Town’s name in order to dedicate the wells to the Town.

3. Saber Ridge Subdivision
a. The Town Planning Office is required to submit Water/Sewer Report for each plat to be recorded.

4. Main Street & Walnut Street Improvements
a. Project construction is on schedule.
b. FCPS is satisfied with Town’s plans and synchronization with FCPS efforts.
5. Sewer Trunkline Relocation
a. Property owners need to sign easement agreements with the Town.

6. Floodplain Management
a. The Planning & Zoning Administrator is finalizing an ordinance for the Town to satisfy NFIP requirement criteria.

7. DNR Planting Project
a. Planting is underway.

8. Open Space & Trails
a. Mayor & Council decided Planning Commission should resume the ad hoc committee’s efforts.
b. Town Planning Office to discuss with Deerwoods HOA the possibility of routing a trail through the HOA property.

9. Willard Property
a. Mr. Willard did not want to vacate the MOU Agreement; he would like to extend the agreement.
b. Town and Mr. Willard still in discussion about how to move forward.

10. Harshman Property
a. Two appraisals were completed for the property. ($90,000 & $105,000)
b. Town made an offer to Mr. Harshman for $97,500.
c. The offer was rejected by the property owner.

11. Young Property
a. Two appraisals were completed for the property. ($30,000 & $75,000)
b. Town had to justify difference in appraisals to the State to obtain POS funds.
c. Town made offer an to Ms. Young for $52,500.	

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. Main Street project will cost the Town more than what was budgeted for the project.
2. Town is working with contractor to cut project costs and obtaining a line of credit to complete project.
3. Town will install meter boxes only and will connect the meters at another time.
4. Maryland Route 17 SHA sidewalk project is underway.
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
