Commission Business:

1. March meeting minutes approved with amendments: motion to approve by Mark, 2nd by Monty. Motion carried by vote 5-0.

2. March work shop minutes approved: motion to approve by Carolyn, 2nd by Michelle. Motion carried by vote 5-0.

Action Items:

Continuing Business:

1. DTI Water Line
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Commission determined that Town should investigate the capability of the proposed new line to support development on Ventrie Court.

2. Open Space & Trails
a. Commission prefers plan to be incorporated into the Comprehensive Plan rather than produce a stand-alone Master Plan.

New Business:

1. Meadowridge Knoll Preliminary Plan
a. The 50’ stream buffer should be 100’ per Town Code.
b. The proposed road named “Thistle Hill Court” should be named “Meadowridge Drive” from the existing Meadowridge Drive to the end of the proposed cul-de-sac.
c. The proposed “stub road” should be named something other than “Meadowridge Drive”.
d. The Commission inquired about who the future owner of the remainder of land on the north side of the proposed “stub road” will be.
e. The 6.31 acre “remainder” of land on the east side of the project must be provided with road frontage.

2. Meadowridge Knoll Forest Stand Delineation Plan
a. The 50’ stream buffer should be 100’ per Town Code.
b. The Commission would like the Developer to verify that Forest Stand ‘A’ meets minimum width requirements.
c. The Commission would like to verify the location of the stream shown on the plan.

3. Meadowridge Knoll Preliminary  Forest Conservation Plan
a. The Commission would like all proposed conservation areas within a forest conservation easement, even on property dedicated to the Town.
b. Forest Stand ‘B’ should not appear as though it is within a proposed forest conservation area.
c. Developer should update forest conservation worksheet.

4. Shank-Waters Annexation
a. Mayor & Council has given the Planning Office consent to have a survey performed on the annexation area with the consent of Mr. Waters’ power of attorney.
b. The power of attorney for Mr. Waters’ estate is reviewing the proposed annexation. 

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. Speed Camera 
a. Town is going to participate in free speed camera feasibility study on Main Street.

2. Water & Sewer
a. Contractor has completed sewer relocation project.
b. I & I totals should decrease dramatically.

3. Well Head Protection
a. A property owner adjacent to the wellhead protection area owned by the Town on Pleasant Walk Road has requested an easement from the Town to use an area for a drive way and asphalt pad, which currently exists.

4. Town Budget
a. A draft budget for FY 2016 was distributed with water/sewer bills for public review.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. DTI has submitted proposed agreement to Town for acceptance.
i. Town Attorney has made comments regarding the agreement with several proposed changes.
ii. The Mayor & Council will need to adopt the agreement to move forward with plans for the water line extension.

2. Meadowridge Knoll
a. The Developers have submitted Preliminary Plans to the Commission for review.
b. The Developers have “skipped” the Concept Plan submission.

3. Administrative Items
a. Town has begun Comprehensive Plan update March 17, 2015.
i. Sections 1 through 3 were discussed in addition to potential re-zonings and annexation targeted at alleviating traffic pressure on Monument Road. 
b. Town will meet with project manager for sustainable communities program for the Maryland Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD).

a. ZC-15-05 – 300 Main Street, Apartment 9 – Add window for egress – March 9, 2015
