Continuing Business:

1. Meadowridge Knoll Preliminary Plan
a. Cul-de-sacs are to maintain consistency with Quail Run development.
b. The Commission will require a review of the County-approved Concept Stormwater Management (SWM) Plan.

2. Meadowridge Knoll Preliminary  Forest Conservation Plan
a. The Developer should not attempt to mitigate forest conservation off-site.

New Business:

Mayor & Council Briefing:

1. Speed Camera 
a. Town has begun free speed camera feasibility study on Main Street with traffic counters.

2. Water & Sewer
a. Contractor has completed sewer relocation project.
b. Town will entertain manhole rehabilitation effort to further reduce infiltration and intrusion (I & I).

3. “Trolley” Park
a. Town will explore future design for park at next Mayor & Council Workshop.

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:


1. Dominion Transmission, Inc. (DTI)
a. The Town Attorney is currently drafting an agreement between the Town and DTI to govern the process of extending the water line for consideration by DTI.
b. The Town Engineer conducted a flow and pressure test of the water line located at the sewer plant to provide initial engineering figures for DTI’s engineering consultant (Fox & Associates).
c. DTI’s engineering consultant will provide an estimate for services to DTI and will begin design work and the capacity study once the agreement between the Town and DTI is signed.

2. Meadowridge Knoll
a. The Town Engineer has completed an initial review of the Preliminary Plans.
b. The Preliminary Plans have been distributed to all applicable review agencies.

3. Administrative Items
a. The Town Planning Office has scheduled a survey for the Waters-Shank annexation area.
i. All parties involved have given consent to annexation.
b. The Town has obtained two (2) appraisals for Poplar Street property and has contacted real estate agent to determine if “median price” is acceptable to land owner.
i. First appraisal was $30,000.00.
ii. Second appraisal was $65,000.00
iii. Town would need to ask permission from State to proceed since there is more than a 20% differential in appraisals.
c. Additional changes to Town Code will need to be made to correct errors and properly organize sections of the Code.
d. The Town Planning Office has met with a representative of the Department of Housing and Community Development.
i. Opportunities for grants were identified for several potential projects.
1. Sidewalk retrofit between Cedar Street and Wolfsville Road.
2. Town Square revitalization project.
