Commission Business:

Continuing Business:

1. Saber Ridge 
a. Motion to approve Saber Ridge Raw Water Line Improvement Plans by Monty, 2nd by Mark. Approved with changes by vote 3-0.
b. Developer is to make changes recommended by Town Engineer in letter dated April 4, 2014 prior to returning for Planning Commission signature.
2. DTI
a. Motion to approve DTI Forest Conservation Plan by Mark, 2nd by Michelle. Approved by vote 3-0.
b. Planning Commission reviewed two (2) public works agreements (PWAs) for work on public utilities as a result of the project.
i. No comments by Planning Commission.
c. Planning Commission reviewed Forest Resource Ordinance (FRO) agreement for the project.
i. Recommendation that FRO reviewer ensure that agreement meets Town FRO requirements specifically.

New Business:

1. Z Bolt Designs, LLC Home Occupation Use (HOU) Permit Application
a. Motion to approve the HOU Permit Application by Monty, 2nd by Michelle. Approved by vote 3-0.

2. Kinsley Construction, Inc. Temporary Storage (TS) Permit Application
a. Motion to approve the TS Permit Application by Mark, 2nd by Michelle. Approved by vote 3-0.

3. Rutledge Annexation
a. Planning Commission supports annexation of portion of Mr. Rutledge’s property located along Wolfsville Road.
b. Mr. Rutledge agreed to annexation of the small unincorporated portion of his property into the Town Limits of Myersville.
c. Planning Commission was also in support of possibly annexing Ms. Young’s property as part of the annexation.

4. Open Space & Trails (OS&T)

Town Planning & Zoning Administrator Briefing:

1. DTI
a. The Town Planning Office met with DTI representatives to discuss how the project will move forward.
i. The project will be approved in the Hansen System.
ii. All necessary agreements will be finalized and enacted prior to issuance of building permits in the Hansen System.


2. Saber Ridge 
a. The Town Planning Office has issued Zoning Certificate for model home.
b. Final Plats for Plats 6-9 has not yet been approved by the Health Department.

3. Sewer Trunkline Relocation
a. The Town has requested a modification to the MDE Floodplain Disturbance Permit Application.
b. Three (3) property owners need to sign easement agreements with the Town to move forward.

4. Floodplain Management
a. The new Floodplain Management Ordinance (FPMO) has been completed and will be introduced at the next Mayor & Council meeting.

5. DNR Planting Project
a. Planting is complete.

6. Open Space & Trails
a. The Town is pursuing the Trolley Park project.
i. The Town is negotiating with the Myersville Volunteer Fire Company (MVFC) to either purchase the property out right with Parks and Open Space (POS) funds from the State or gain approval for the project from the MVFC.
b. The Deerwoods Home Owner’s Association (HOA) representatives will attend the Mayor & Council workshop in June to discuss the possibility of future trails.

7. Willard Property
a. Mr. Willard would like to change the annexation agreement and existing memorandum of understanding (MOU) to allow development on well and septic and to eliminate the requirement to connect the on-site well to the Town’s water system.
